WARRICK COUNTY COMMISSIONERS ORDINANCE 2004-01

AN ORDINANCE TO VACATE THE FOLLOWING DESCRIBED EASEMENTS IN WARRICK COUNTY, INDIANA: See Attached Exhibit “A”

BE IT ORDAINED by the Board of Commissioners of Warrick County, Indiana, as follows, towit:

Section 1.
A verified petition was presented to the Board of Commissioners of Warrick County requesting that the aforesaid easements be vacated.

Section II.
That after due and proper notice a timely public hearing was convened by the Board of Commissioners, at which time all interested persons were permitted to address regarding said vacation.

Section III.
That the Board of Commissioners of Warrick County, after due investigations and consideration has determined that the nature and extent of public use and the public interest to be observed is such as to warrant the vacation of that part of the public place described as follows, and further described with the drawing hereto attached, which is made a part of this Ordinance.

Therefore, the Board of Commissioners of Warrick County, Indiana, does hereby find the above described public utility easement is no longer required for public use and the public interest will be served by such vacation, and the Board of Commissioners of Warrick County does hereby vacate the public utility easement described in Section III above subject to the terms and conditions as stated in this Ordinance.

PP-04-01 - Grimm Road Commercial Subdivision:
Sherri Phillips: Number 2 is PP-04-01 - Grimm Road Commercial Subdivision by Crown Mark Properties, LLC, Evan Beck, Manager.  9.53 acres located on the Southeast corner of the intersection formed by Grimm Road and State Route 66, Ohio Township.  They are requesting that no improvements be required to Grimm Road, it is a two lot commercial subdivision.  I believe they are going to have access off of 66 for one of the lots and the other could come off of Grimm Road or Sharon Drive.

Don Williams:   Do we have a drawing?

Sherri Phillips: Yes.  This is 66 here, and Grimm here.  This is the future frontage road that the state is supposed to be constructing.  

Don Williams; I am assuming that the frontage road that the state is constructing is where one of the parcels entrance is going to be?

Evan Beck.  There is a shared drive, if you look between the lot lines there is a shared drive there.  The two lots would share a drive entrance there.  The site plan has not been developed for either of the sites as far as how they would dump onto Grimm Road, but they wanted to do a shared drive for one of the entrances.  

Sherri Phillips: They are not going to be building roads, they have frontage on existing.  This is Grimm Road and then the State so they are just asking they don’t have to, and Steve Sherwood and Bobby are reporting that Grimm Road is a seventeen foot wide chip and seal and in fair condition.  

Don Williams: I just want to make sure that I understand.  There is going to be one commercial entrance off of the frontage road?

Sherri Phillips:   If it is ever built.  

Evan Beck: The state has to build a frontage road because they land locked the rest of the Grimm parcels going down along there.  I have not seen the site plan for that back lot to tell you whether it’s going to dump there or on to Grimm Road.  The intent was to have a shared driveway to minimize the number of drives on Grimm Road.  That was the talk I had heard previously, yes that they would dump to that frontage road but I honestly have not seen their site plan to guarantee it to you.  

Don Williams: I think that wise to limit the access to Grimm because I think that will grow a lot in the future also.  Is that on the division line where the entrance is going to be?

Evan Beck: Yes, the easement there sit, are bisected by the lot line so the new commercial drive will be centered on the lot lines for the front and back lots to use that.

Don Williams: That is about 152 feet from 66?  Am I reading this right?

Evan Beck: That sounds about right.  

Don Williams: Those are all the questions I have.  

Carl Conner; I have one question.  The question is really not relative to the issue that is before us.  So if you feel like you can not answer that question I’d understand.  My understanding is that the Southern lot there is already plans to put something on that lot, I was just curious of approximate size of that facility from a square footage standpoint.

Evan Beck.  The size, they haven’t finished out what they are going to do, I think their facility is going to start at 12,000 square feet with the building expanding but they have not finished their plans yet.  To be honest with you, they haven’t gotten very far into it at all.  

Carl Conner: I guess that would lead into another question.   Is that all planned at street level or is that going to be more than one story facility?

Evan Beck: They are not currently, they are thinking it is a one story facility, but they don’t have a building design, they don’t have a site in mind, they are trying to find a piece of ground first.  

Carl Conner: I understand.   Like I said I know that is not relative to this issue, but I thought if you wouldn’t mind sharing that if you had that information I would appreciate it greatly.

Evan Beck: I don’t think anybody has it yet.  

Don Williams: Any other comments?   Any comments from the public?

Gilbert Gaston: Warrick County resident.  Here we go on requesting no improvement to Grimm Road and we have 9.53 acres.  What kind of a entrance does these people propose, I’ve seen no drawings or heard of an entrance way on this particular piece of property.

Carl Conner: If you don’t mind me interrupting, Gil.  I think that there is a design, an entrance design, is there not on these plans if you would like to take a look at.  It appears to me when I looked at them earlier today Gil, they are taking an entrance off Grimm Road and they are going to be back to back.  One for each one of the lots, is that correct?

Sherri Phillips: Yes, here is the lot line and they are putting in a shared driveway easement and this is Grimm Road.

Gilbert Gaston: But they are not doing one thing to Grimm Road.

Sherri Phillips: They will have to file a commercial driveway entrance and they may be required to the standards of commercial driveway and road right of way.  

Gilbert Gaston: They are requesting no improvements on Grimm Road, this is what I am talking about.  Grimm Road one of these days is going to be one of the major thoroughfares through here and basically it is almost a rock road at the present time, a chip and seal road right now.  Here we have nine some odd acres, you don’t know what is going in there and they are not going to do anything to the road.    I don’t think the people of Warrick County has asked these people to come in here and develop this stuff without making contribution to developing the roads in here.  

Carl Conner: Gilbert, the only thing that I would like to say is I understand what your position is and I think that roads should be improved, however, I am speculating, I am just speculating and they can respond to this question, I am speculating that they are probably not asking or wanting to do any improvements because my understanding is that the approved alignment for the Newburgh bypass is aligned with Grimm Road or the intersection of Grimm Road and Highway 66 going South almost to the intersection of Willow Pond and Grimm Road and my understanding is that the State has all the field work completed and the design work completed and they have this in the process of construction.   Now that is the assumption that I went on that it is going to be done in relatively the near future and it is going to meet state requirements because I think that the State has earmarked about  7.2 million for that bypass.    But maybe they can inform you somewhat better than I have.  

Gilbert Gaston: Has that right of way been dedicated for the new bypass?

Carl Conner: My understanding is that I think that the state basically is to the position that they could release for bids tomorrow and they can start construction because the money has been allocated, I think, for at least a couple of years. That is not to say as a County Commissioner that I support  the Newburgh Bypass being built, but apparently the state is taking the lead role in this with the County and the City of Newburgh.  My understanding is it is going to be put there and it is very soon that they are going to start construction but maybe these two gentlemen can give you an update that I don’t have, or maybe Bobby can.

Gilbert Gaston: As you Commissioners know, you are already starting to get complaints about traffic flow in Warrick County so I think we had better be looking further than the end of our nose on all these new developments.  Thank you.

Carl Conner: I understand your comments and I appreciate comments Gilbert.

Evan Beck:   Yes, you are correct, that is the understanding we are also under that the bypass will come through there and there is no desire to put down new asphalt that will be ripped out in a very short process.  

Carl Conner: And to me that only seems to be very logical.  Now if it was five to ten years from now I would take a different position.  

Evan Beck: Obviously any of the commercial drive permits, will have to go back and get a commercial drive permit and everything.  We will be coming back for that.  Originally we had talked about making them part of this project, and Bobby and I had discussions and it worked out better because the site plans weren’t set yet, to just have them come back when the site plans are requested.

Deaconess  - Gateway Boulevard - Request for County to contact State Regarding Quit Claiming Land to County:
Rick Martin: I just have one matter and you may recall, last month Deaconess came before us and requested we turn over maintenance on a portion of Gateway Boulevard or at least relinquish the right of way to them.   I believe that the Board of Commissioners voted to do that.  There has been a little bit of a wrinkle there and apparently, I’ll take you guys back a little bit.   In 1990, the state, I guess that is state highway right of way, the state turned that portion of the right of way over to us for purposes of maintenance.   However, they did not turn the right of way over to us by way of a quit claim deed so they didn’t turn the property in and of itself over to us.  But just the maintenance of that portion of property.  So, I have been in touch with attorneys from Deaconess and they have been in touch with INDOT and in order to I guess , effect what the original intent was, we need the State to Quit Claim the property over to us so we can then turn it over to Deaconess for maintenance and upkeep of the roadway.  So what I have here today, and apparently INDOT is agreeable to do this, however, we need to file a written request with INDOT for them to Quit Claim the property to the County so we can then pass it on to Deaconess.  What I have here today is a letter directed to Jerry Russell at INDOT requesting that the State by the Department of Transportation relinquish to the County by Quit Claim Deed a portion of the access road know as Gateway Boulevard, legal description is here is if you all want to see it but it is essentially the same.  It encompasses I guess it would be the Northern stretch of Gateway Boulevard and the ‘S’ curve down to the entrance on Epworth Road.  I guess what I am asking for this evening is a motion to approve requesting from INDOT that they Quit Claim that property over to County.

Carl Conner: We are just talking the area where the ‘S’ curve is going into the Deaconess off Epworth Road?

Rick Martin: The shaded area on there is what we are asking them to quit claim to us.  

Carl Conner; Then that will give ownership to Deaconess Hospital for maintenance and that?

Rick Martin: That will give it to us and we then need to transfer  it to Deaconess.
