ITEMS FOR DISCUSSION

      Adrienne Held – Purdue Extension Office – Warrick County Farmers’ Market

Don Williams:  Okay there are some items for discussion.  First item Purdue Extension Office, Ms. Held come forward.

Adrienne Held:  Good evening…afternoon…whichever.  I’m actually here representing the Warrick County Farmers’ Market.  We have spent a lot of hours this fall and winter and spring working to put together a Farmers’ Market here in Warrick County.  Previous to now we didn’t have one and I was approached this fall to help start a Farmers’ Market so we pulled together several organizational meetings.  You should have received a packet from me, kind of outlining what we have done.  And what I am here today is to ask for your assistance.  This is the first year for the market the hardest part is advertising and our funds are somewhat limited.  We have raised donations from several different places in the community including Farm Bureau, Superior Egg, and Old National Bank.  Mayor Hendrickson also put money towards our efforts.  So we have been able to purchase two (2) banners that we will use to advertising the market.  We will need to do a little bit more than putting a banner out, you know every week.  So we wanted to get some yard signs that we could put in various location in Boonville and around some of the other communities so we could advertise the market.  But, do you have any questions about what we have done or…
Don Williams:  I don’t, are there any questions from the board?

Tim Mosbey:  No, I am very aware of what they are doing.
Art Noffsinger:  Yeah, are you…I’ve noticed that you have a breakdown of your budget, you have yard signs; advertising; activities funds.  Do you know which part of that you are looking to get support from us from?

Adrienne Held:  Really what we would need the most would is the two hundred dollars ($200.00) for the yard signs.  You know advertising we feel that we’ll be able to through the support of the local newspaper get some advertising that way through some articles they are going to run about the Farmers’ Market as well as utilizing the radio station as well.  So I think you know we will be okay on that end of the advertising.

Don Williams:  Where do the profits go?

Adrienne Held:  Well currently we won’t have any profits but the profits will go toward the activity fund to advertise the market for future years and then as well as pay for the little coupons and some little games that we are going to have for the families at the market.  So we don’t really have…I don’t foresee this as being a big profit making venture and if we do that just allows us to increase our activities and things that we can do from the market.

Art Noffsinger:  And you are filling for a 501C3?  Yeah.

Adrienne Held:  Yes sir.  It is a rather lengthily paper work process.

Art Noffsinger:  Right.

Don Williams:  Do are you speaking on behalf of the Purdue Extension Office?

Adrienne Held:  No sir.  I work for Purdue Extension.

Don Williams:  Is the Farmers’ Market, is that a private enterprise then.

Adrienne Held:  Yes.

Don Williams:  Okay.

Adrienne Held:  And we have several people that have volunteered a lot of time towards the market but they were not able to be here so they asked me to come and that I would present the market.

Don Williams:  I’d personally would be willing to give you a hundred dollars ($100.00) toward that but I think that opening that up to be paid for by tax payers funds is a bag of worms I personally wouldn’t get into.  But I would be glad to pay for a third of those signs for you.  Now if you get that from the other two (2) guys you have got it made.  

Art Noffsinger:  I was going to say the same thing…

Adrienne Held:  Okay.

Art Noffsinger:  …so I’ll match that.

Tim Mosbey:  I’ll vote for that.

Don Williams:  Okay, we will each give you one hundred bucks, will that do it?
Adrienne Held:  That would be wonderful.
Don Williams:  We are not going to pay for it from tax payers dollars though.

Adrienne Held:  Okay thanks.  

Don Williams:  Okay.

Adrienne Held:  Thank you.

Don Williams:  Okay.

Tim Mosbey:  But you have to track us down to get it though.

Don Williams:  I think it is a very worthy cause and I think it is a great idea but since it is independent it’s not related to the Extension Office or government I don’t think we can pay for it with tax payers’ dollars.

Adrienne Held:  I understand thank you.

Tim Mosbey:  And there is another one that is going to be going on in Newburgh so we don’t want to start any friction.

Don Williams:  You didn’t know that this meeting was going to cost you did you.  It’s going to cost you guy’s money.

Art Noffsinger:  They are going to be here next month.

   Community Corrections – Work Release Facility

Don Williams:   Community Corrections, Mr. O’Daniels. 

J.T. O’Daniels:  Good afternoon, J.T. O’Daniel, Director of the Community Corrections on behalf of the Community Corrections Advisory Board as the Commissioners are aware the advisory board is in negotiations with the Redevelopment Commission to seek a plot of land in the Warrick Industrial Park.  We have received the blessing of the redevelopment commission and the county counsel and the advisory board has asked me to seek the blessing of the Commissioners also for support of that plan.

Don Williams:  I was at that meeting and I appreciate the lengthy discussion information so I don’t need to know any more about that.  Do either one of you gentleman have any questions?

Tim Mosbey:  I don’t need any more information, I would like to make a motion to approve their thought process and you know forward it onto the redevelopment commission that we agree.

Doug Welp:  As I understand it, by the way of back ground, this is land that is held name of the Redevelopment Commission, correct?

Tim Mosbey:  Right.

Don Williams:  Yes it is.

Tim Mosbey:  They are just wanting our blessing.

Don Williams:  They are just wanting our blessing, which I think they have to have.

Art Noffsinger:   The only comment I have, I support going through with the only question I had was we give this land to a developer, we put the facility in there, we actually pay rent or lease back this property from him?
J.T. O’Daniel:  The Community Corrections advisory board what we will do the payments, certainly the Commissioners because the Community Corrections is a county agency has to sign off on any contracts but it’s been very clear that there will be no monthly annual expense to the county or the taxpayers for this.  It will be funded from state grant from state grant and from user fees we collect from the people who participate in Community Corrections.

Art Noffsinger:  If the user fees can’t make the budget, does the county loose the property then, will it go back to the developer?

J.T. O’Daniel:  That is correct.  That is the counties liability if they give the ground basically to the Community Correction, then whatever the legal process is that basically the building entity will own the land until we pay off the lease, in which case we get it all back.  If we fail then building and the land it sets on it goes to the financing and building entities.

Art Noffsinger:  The only thing I’d like to see is somewhere in writing that gives the county the first right if that scenario was to happen to look at maintaining that lease so we didn’t lose the building and the facility.

J.T. O’Daniel:  Yeah I…we certainly…you know they make projections, the engineering firm will make projections as to what we need to do each year in order to maintain the lease.  Certainly they are not going to be eager to have it back in their possession.  And I think certainly the advisory board and probably county attorneys and things would be tickled to death if it ever came to that that there would be some other option other than just walking away from it.

Art Noffsinger:  Right.

Don Williams:   And the Redevelopment Commission is aware of this possibility, I am assuming?
J.T. O’Daniel:  Yes. 
Roger Emmons:  JT does the holding corporation have to be…does it have to be a holding corporation formed?

J.T. O’Daniel:  You are probably getting out of my area of expertise.

Doug Welp:  It depends on whether do bonds or note to finance it.  Whether there is a lease and there is different legalities that jump through on each one.  Does the, I guess does the Redevelopment Commission envision handling this project or would the Redevelopment Commission transfer this property to the county for the county to handle the project?  And what I would say is…I will let Mr. Taylor talk.

Larry Taylor:  Larry Taylor, Economic Development Department and basically the EDAC and REDAC both voted on this in the past unanimously the two (2) recommended Commissioners and the Counsel  to provide the approximately five (5) acres and with the conditions that any legal details are worked out to everybody’s satisfaction and looking at any of the neighbors remonstrance.  But the idea would be that the Redevelopment Commission would deed this property over to the Community Corrections group to for the purpose of building this property on it.  But it is my understanding that there would be some conditions and that that says it’s for the purpose of building these corrections facility and if it is not used for that and if it’s not started within the certain amount of time it would come back to the Redevelopment Commission.  

J.T. O’Daniel:  And also we want to have a conversation possibly with you or the attorney for the Redevelopment Commission before we return to the Redevelopment Commission and ask them to actually make the donation, just to cover issues that you are raising right now.
Art Noffsinger:  Right okay.

Don Williams:  Any other questions?

Doug Welp:  We can work out those details…

Don Williams:  I have a motion on the floor, do I have a second?

Art Noffsinger:  I’ll second.

Don Williams:  Motion made and second.  All in favor say aye.

Art Noffsinger:  Aye.

Tim Mosbey:  Aye.

Don Williams:  Aye motion carries.

J.T. O’Daniels:  Thank you.

  Polk Road Residents – Condition of Road
Don Williams:  Thank you sir.  Polk Road residents if you would come up and state your name and address sir.
David Singer:  David Singer, 3666 Polk Road twenty three (23) year resident up there on Polk Road.  When I first moved up there it was a gravel road and I think it was about seven (7) years ago they chip and sealed it.  And there has been numerous pot holes that have come up and instead of adding chip and seal or repairing it they are adding more gravel so and now the gravel has pot holes in it so we kind of seem to be going backwards instead of forwards with this road.  School busses travel down it and a lot of people use it as a cross through road and there are twenty (20) residents on this section that I live in and you know concerns for safety because some of these holes are pretty big.

Don Williams:  Okay.  Sam do you have anything from the highway…

Sam Roach:  I know there are two (2) sections of the road there that do need to be re-chip and sealed as far as holes and patch pot holes.  But there is one (1) section that the contractor messed up a couple of years ago and I’ve been playing phone tag with him this afternoon trying to find out if he is going to patch it or if we are going to patch it.  But we will get it taken care of.

David Singer:  Okay my understanding when that happened that was supposed to be taken care of because that is right in front of my house is where that happened. 

Don Williams:  It was not my intention to let the road revert to gravel so we will get that taken care of this year.
David Singer:   Is there any possibility that that may get black topped in the near future?

Don Williams:   That is something that we can look at.  I have to see where our funds are because they are limited as far as paving but it will certainly be re-chipped and sealed for sure.

David Singer:  I understand that on Smith Road from Tennyson Road to Phillips Road there are nineteen (19) homes on that road.  On Polk Road from Phillips Road to Tennyson Road if you include Kerry there are twenty two (22) homes on that road.  There are more homes on our road then there are on Smith Road and it was black topped so…

Don Williams:  Okay that will be a consideration and we will see if we have the funds to do it.

David Singer:  Okay, I would appreciate if you would look into that.

Don Williams:  You mind making a note on that Bobby before you start looking at paving projects to see if that is one we could fund.

Dave Singer:  We can look forward to that gravel to be replaced with chip and seal is that correct?

Don Williams:  This summer, at least chip and seal.

Dave Singer:  Thank you very much.

   MedBen Appeal of Claim Decision (2)

Don Williams:  You’re welcome.  Okay, MedBen, anybody here from MedBen?  We have two (2) claim appeals from MedBen I think you gentlemen have your claims there.  They are quite different in nature.  Can we use names on these claims or not?
Roger Emmons:  Yes because…

Don Williams:  It’s not a medical condition where it’s got there…

Roger Emmons:  …they have been submitted by the participant…

Don Williams:  …okay.

Roger Emmons:  …involved their dependents.

Don Williams:  I’d like to take the Meier claim first to me it is more slam dunk.

Roger Emmons:  That was one where the provider coded the invoice wrong and it was no way Judge Meier’s fault that it went past the one (1) year written notice which is required no later than one (1) year after the loss occurs or commences and so I think that this is one (1) that you can denial reversed and to pay it on an extra contractual basis.
Tim Mosbey:  I’d like to make a motion that we declare this claim denial reversed and as Roger said deem the claim extra contractual.

Don Williams:  Okay do I have a second.

Art Noffsinger:  I’ll second.

Don Williams:  Motion made and second.  All in favor say aye.

Art Noffsinger:  Aye.

Tim Mosbey:  Aye.

Don Williams:  Aye.  Motion carries.  Okay we also have a Shelton claim.

Roger Emmons:  That is a little bit different.  Ms. Shelton checked to see if the physicians where in network which they were…

Don Williams:  Is there anybody here to discuss this particular claim?  Okay I just wanted to make sure.

Roger Emmons:  But did not to see if the services where covered and they are in fact excluded under our plan.  And she claims that she did not know what the diagnosis would be but I think she probably had some idea that it might be this type of problem that would be diagnosed.  I think she does make a good point when she states that “I also do not understand why these types are not included in the first place where are parents supposed to take their kids for the help they need”.  But that is just the nature of our plan.  It’s been excluded ever since we had the plan.  And this you know is the first time I recall an appeal.  

Don Williams:  On something like this?

Roger Emmons:  Yes.  

Don Williams:  I think we have been real as a board over the years been real consistent about if something specifically denied and it is done without coming to the board first we have I can’t recall ever approving one.  
Roger Emmons:  I don’t either.

Don Williams:  Any questions from the board or as far as to Roger?  Roger, probably you know we all have the same information probably in front us.  

Art Noffsinger:  Yeah.

Roger Emmons:  You have three (3) choices as to your decision you could denial reversed, or denial reversed in part in case you want to direct the plan to pay part of it or denial affirmed.  And in this case since these are specifically excluded I mean I hate…it looks like I would lean toward that.

Art Noffsinger:  After reading it and looking at it especially because nobody came to the board to seek approval in the first place I would have to move that we would do denial affirmed.

Tim Mosbey:  I’ll second that.

Don Williams:  Motion made and second.  All in favor say aye.

Tim Mosbey:  Aye.

Art Noffsinger:  Aye.

Don Williams:  Motion carries.

Roger Emmons:  Thank you.

   FMLA Request

Don Williams:  Okay we have one (1) other thing, FMLA request.

Roger Emmons:  Yes.  Highway Department employee and all of the paperwork is in place the request for FMLA leave and the certification of health care provider and this needs to be approved and I am recommending approval retroactive to May 18 of 09’.

Don Williams:  Okay.

Roger Emmons:  That the physician has certified the need for the leave.

Don Williams:  Any questions from the board?  

Art Noffsinger:  I move that we approve.

Don Williams:  Do we have a second?
Tim Mosbey:  I’ll second, I’m sorry.

Don Williams:  Motion made and second.  All in favor say aye.

Tim Mosbey:  Aye.

Art Noffsinger:  Aye.

Don Williams:  Aye.  Motion carries.  Okay Electronic Map Data Application, First American Spatial Solutions County GIS Data.

   Electronic Map Data Application – First American Spatial Solutions – County GIS Data

Roger Emmons:  I had put in my notes that previous administrations had authorized me as County Administrator to approve and process these applications and I’d be happy to continue doing that if that is the boards wish.  This was received while I was off on medical leave and you know I just discovered it when I got back and it was already on the agenda so I mean that is something that I can take care of.
Don Williams:  What is exactly are they wanting Roger, is this…

Roger Emmons:  Well they are asking for various GIS data layers from WTH which is our GIS provider for the First American Spatial Solutions Company, including its parents, subsidiaries and affiliates and they are out of Austin, Texas.  And there has been numerous these electronic map data applications approved.  They get sent to WTH, WTH figures the fee and then the county gets back a little bit of it.  

Don Williams:  And that company turns around and uses it for whatever their profit is.

Roger Emmons:  Yes.

Don Williams:  Okay, any questions from the board.

Tim Mosbey:  I don’t have any questions, I say let Roger handling it.  He does such a fine job at it.

Don Williams:  What is the will of the board?  I think we need a motion.

Tim Mosbey:  Make a motion to let Roger keep providing that service.

Art Noffsinger:  Yeah, I second that.  Is there any way that we can get somebody to help you on this?  Get some cross training.

Roger Emmons:  Oh, it’s the electronic map data application is a very simple thing to process.  It’s just a signature and send it back to WTH and they send it back from there.  
Art Noffsinger:  Okay.

Roger Emmons:  It will take me five (5) minutes.

Art Noffsinger:  Okay, yeah I second.  

Roger Emmons:  Thank you.

Don Williams:  Motion made and second.  All in favor say aye.

Art Noffsinger:  Aye.

Tim Mosbey:  Aye.

Don Williams:  Aye motion carries.  Okay Roger let’s look at your County Administrator.

COUNTY ADMINISTRATOR

    Stonehaven Area Sewer 
Roger Emmons:  Stonehaven Area Sewer basically wanted to pursuant I’m talking about Parcel 8 the Rainey’s they have continued to not grant the sewer easement that has been appraised at nine hundred dollars ($900.00).  But project engineer Brian Mundy has pointed out that we have an approved IDEM construction permit, project designed and permitted to go in the right of way in front of this particular property and that the Rainey’s…the project can still be built whether or not they grant the easement it will go out into the state highway right of way.  And as I have communicated to the Rainey’s several times they are still going to be required to connect because it is right there.  It is within three hundred (300) feet of their property line based upon Indiana code and our own county ordinance they are required to tap onto the line.  And I copied you on that Indiana Code and the County Ordinance, I believe I did.  But that’s…they made some outrageous demands as far as they think the county should put in the grinder pump, install that, hook up the electrical service to it and run the lateral and I mean we would have to do that for every resident out there but we just can’t do that so I pointed out that the county is paying for the grinder pump and Brian Mundy gave them a figure and it was just I think it was less then fifteen dollars ($15.00) a year for the electric monthly electric service over the course of the year.  Now it is going to cost a little more than that I think it’s got to be two twenty (220) to get an electrician in there to set up electric for the grinder pump.  But you know Brian stated it was much lower amount than what Mrs. Rainey told me she thought Brian had told her so.  I think that I read an email from Debbie Bennett-Stearsman that they had actually given out brochures to all the residents out there regarding USDA low interest loans that they can take out for this…

Don Williams:  That’s my understanding too.

Roger Emmons:  Yes, so perhaps the Rainey’s haven’t checked into this.

Don Williams:  Have you all got anything like that from…

Unknown Speaker:  No.

Don Williams:  Okay.

Roger Emmons:  The only other thing regarding this Stonehaven and Don will comment he’s prepared and emailed deeds issues and talking points Lieutenant Governor and other area Legislators.  I will let him address that.

Don Williams:  I think I copied everybody on that, but we barely missed the first round by thirty (30) points those were just stress points and the reason for that is they took the entire income of Warrick County versus the Stonehaven Area and several things have been happening it’s amazing when you talk to the Lieutenant Governor who is overall in charge office of rural community affairs.  I sent a couple of emails and her liaison has handled all of them as well as Senator Becker and I’ve also talked to Representative Stillwell and Crouch and also the head of the office of community rural affairs and sent those to them and part of the problem is the needs issue.  I was concerned some what bothered by the fact that several communities got grant money and we change the amount of the sure bill between five ($5.00) and seven ($7.00) or eight ($8.00) dollars.  And with Stonehaven it is a different of forty seven dollars ($47.00) per resident.  And so that’s what motivated me to send out these emails to get that done.  And another thing that has cropped up and I have been talking to Ellen Harper who has done the site visits from OCRA.  Latest was today I responded to one (1) of her emails.  And there may be a possibility that instead of…it’s a county issue of course and so the county has to submit.  We are looking at the possibility if OCRA will allow it to submit this as a township issues versus a county wide issue and if they allow us to do that the stress points will go for about seventy nine (79) up to almost one hundred twenty some odd which will be more than enough points to share the next grant so that is what we are working on, with hope.  

Roger Emmons:  That’s good.  That’s all I have there’s not decisions to be made today to Stonehaven.  I do have some other items that I need…
Don Williams:    Go ahead.

Roger Emmons:  …well actually those are informational items and you can check to see if you want to discuss anything.  I think that Sam is going to bring up the letter of concurrence regarding the State Road 68 unofficial detour.
Don Williams:  Okay.

Roger Emmons:  Yeah, the rest of those are just informational.  Thank you.  Oh wait, let me give you this.  This has to do with the Cobra Rates that the Commissioners approved on May 11th a two percent (2%) increase and I recently Jeannie Boling sent over a second increase and I am copying you on an email from Amber Dehmann she is the manager of administrative services from MedBen stating that the first rates were incorrect they were calculated using the 2008 expected Ag factors instead of the 2009 expected Ag factors.  So the second one sent is correct and list the various rates for whether it’s employee, employee and spouse, employee and children or family.  According to Jeannie our participants are employee only or employee and spouse.  Although when you approve the rates you have to approve all four (4) plans.  But these have not gone out yet, you know even the two percent (2%) didn’t go out so she is saying the rate change letters will go out effective July 1st.  And rather than a two percent (2%) increase I figure that the employee only is a 4.5% and 4.6% increase for employee and spouse and the increase is employee only six hundred sixty six dollars and seventy nine cents ($666.79) and that went up from I think six thirty seven ($637.00) something like that.  It was twenty eight (28), I don’t have that with me, sorry about that.  Employee and spouse went up to one thousand two ninety one ninety four ($1,291.94), employee and children one thousand one forty seven sixty three ($1,147.63) and family one thousand nine hundred twenty two fifteen ($1,922.15).  I talked to Dave Waltz today and he said that really these 4.5% and 4.6% increases are not bad given that the industry plan is trend is between ten (10%) and twelve (12%) percent.  And Jeannie told me that we only have five (5) former employees that are taking Cobra at this time so.

Don Williams:  Right. Okay so we need to just approve these actual rates.  So do we need a motion to…how do we need to deal with the previous?  Do we resend the May 11th or can we just approve these in lieu of or instead of the May 11th?

Roger Emmons:  Probably a motion to resend you approval of the May 11th…
Doug Welp:  These would…this would affect the…be a revision of your May 11th note and a supplement to that to replace those rates.
Don Williams:  Okay.  I will make a motion then to rescind the Cobra rates of May 11th and establish new Cobra rates today.  I will make that motion that we approve the rates submitted today.  

Tim Mosbey:  Second.

Art Noffsinger:  I have a question.

Don Williams:  Sure.

Art Noffsinger:  Is there any room for negotiation on the rates at all that we can try to get them to come down a little bit?  Have we tried that?

Roger Emmons:  I don’t think we ever have to be honest with you.  We have had so few participants in it and you know Cobra rates I think are outrageous to begin with.

Art Noffsinger:  Absolutely.

Don Williams:  The plan fee plus two percent (2%).
Roger Emmons:  That’s correct.

Art Noffsinger:  Yeah.

Don Williams:  I mean it is everyone on the plan is paying, it’s not a…

Roger Emmons:  I think that is basically the monthly rates that all employees…they are paying a portion of it and the county is paying the rest.

Art Noffsinger:  These are the actual rates plus two percent (2%).

Roger Emmons:  Yes.  That’s what the Cobra is actual rate plus two percent (2%) for administrative…

Art Noffsinger:  That is based on our plan…

Roger Emmons:  Yes.

Art Noffsinger:  …that we have for our county.

Roger Emmons:  That’s correct.    

Art Noffsinger:   Plus two percent (2%).
Don Williams:  I think the county needs to continue looking at means of reducing those costs.  We used to have a committee in place with Commissioner, past Commissioner Conner going to Council as used our representative I was thinking Council Richmond and I can’t remember who else was on that committee from the…there were two (2) Council members and one (1) Commissioner…
Roger Emmons:  Now over the years there have been several different health insurance committees and I am not sure who previous ones are other than the ones you had mentioned.  I know Greg Richmond has been on there and Nova you say or Carl?  

Tim Mosbey:  Nova.

Roger Emmons:  I’ll be happy to communicate to them you know…

Don Williams:  To see if they want to re-establish that committee.

Art Noffsinger:  And I would be willing to help them out here because I looked at these rates and I can’t see how anyone can afford Cobra.

Roger Emmons:  I agree, almost seven hundred dollars ($700.00) a month just for the employee only.

Art Noffsinger:  Right.  I mean a family at two thousand dollars ($2,000.00) a month that’s a bit ridicules. 

Roger Emmons:  Yeah, that’s a lot of money.  But in the mean time we need to have rates so that…

Don Williams:  I think we can do this by consensus you know that Roger contact the Council to see if they are interested in reactivating this committee.

Art Noffsinger:  I would agree to that.  

Tim Mosbey:  No problem.
Don Williams:  Okay so Roger proceeds with that.

Roger Emmons:  Okay.

Don Williams:  Anything else?

Roger Emmons:  That’s all on that.
COUNTY AUDITOR

Don Williams:  Mr. Lacer anything from County Auditor.

Tim Mosbey:  Did I vote on…

Roger Emmons:  You didn’t vote…

Don Williams:  We did not vote on rates we have a motion…

Tim Mosbey:  And I seconded.

Don Williams:  …and we have a second on the floor on the Cobra rates we need to approve those.  All in favor say aye.

Tim Mosbey:  Aye.

Don Williams:  Aye.

Art Noffsinger:  Abstain.

Don Williams:  Okay we have two (2) ayes and one (1) abstention. 

Roger Emmons:  Thank you.

Don Williams:  Okay Mr. Auditor do you have anything sir?

Larry Lacer:  I have nothing thank you.

COUNTY PURCHASING

     Judicial Center Roof Leak Repair
Don Williams:  Mr. Grassman purchasing.
Joe Grassman:  Joe Grassman Purchasing Manager.  My first item of business is the Judicial Center roof leak.  We had four (4) bidders look at that roof with Brad and myself.  I think the consensus is it’s a design flaw that’s not ever going to be permanently fixed unless we do some serious work up there and the actual structural work.  So for a short term fix we’ve got three (3) bids out of the four (4) bidders.  One bidder declined a quote because he was leery on what condition he could leave it in and I guess he didn’t want his reputation tarnished.  But we had three (3) bids quite a range I think if you’ve got them in front of you there.   I’ll just go ahead and read them off, we got a bid from Alexander Construction for four hundred seventy five dollars ($475.00); a bid from Heidorn Construction for two thousand five hundred sixty dollars ($2,560.00) and we had a bid from Embry’s Roofing for five thousand five hundred dollars ($5,500.00).  I talked to Brad about this and he and I both agreed that we thought the Heidorn Construction bid was the most realistic; the Alexander bid was basically to put in some sealant in a valley.  Embry’s was not much more than that for five thousand five hundred dollars ($5,500.00).  The Heidorn Construction bid seemed to try to get in there and fix it to the best of their ability with moving flashing and doing some gutter work and also sealing.  

Tim Mosbey:  How much was that one?

Joe Grassman:  Twenty five…two thousand five hundred sixty dollars ($2,560.00).

Roger Emmons:  The four hundred seventy five ($475.00) submitted by Alexander is Joe said is basically for caulking and that’s something our maintenance men had already done.  So given that I would agree with Joe’s recommendation which is to award this to Heidorn for the amount of two thousand five hundred sixty ($2,560.00).  They are actually going to take pieces off up there and see if they can trace it and get it corrected.  

Tim Mosbey:  Makes sense.  I’d make a motion we hire Heidorn to repair the roof.

Don Williams:  I’ll second, motion made and second.  All in favor say aye.

Tim Mosbey:  Aye.

Art Noffsinger:  Aye.

Don Williams:  Motion carries thank you.  

Joe Grassman:  Thank you.

Art Noffsinger:  Did they give you a time frame?

Joe Grassman:  No, I haven’t talked to them until I knew for sure they were even going to get the job.  But I can get that for you.

Roger Emmons:  Hopefully they will get to it pretty soon.

Joe Grassman:  I’ll call them in the morning and try to get them right on it.

Tim Mosbey:  It won’t rain the rest of the summer.

Roger Emmons:  May be dry.

   Surplus Vehicles

Joe Grassman:  The next issue is we are talking basically about the 2003 used EMS Ambulance sitting down at the Fourth Street EMS Ambulance Station here in Boonville.  Of course we know that it is in excellent shape except the transmission is bad.  My question to you is do you want to you know we have talked to the individual the Sheriff uses for transmission jobs and he has assured me that the maximum amount for a new transmission would be two thousand ($2,000.00) it could be less if it was just a repaired.  So if we take the worst case scenario it’s going to cost us two thousand dollars ($2,000.00) to make that more sellable item.  I think…did you get the values I…
Don Williams:  You emailed those and I think I ran them off and I left them sitting on my desk.

Joe Grassman:  Do you need a copy?

Don Williams:  Do you have plenty with you?

Joe Grassman:  Not…you can have this one.

Don Williams:  You just have one (1).  I can go and get them off my desk.

Joe Grassman:  That’s alright, I don’t need it.
Tim Mosbey:  I read it, I remember.

Don Williams:  I remember reading it to. I mean the low end of it would make it worth the two thousand dollars ($2,000.00).

Tim Mosbey:  It would be a good investment I would think.

Don Williams:  I agree.

Tim Mosbey:  I would say fix the transmission.

Don Williams:  Is that a motion?

Tim Mosbey:  So moved.  

Art Noffsinger:  Second.

Don Williams:  Motion made and second.  All in favor say aye.

Art Noffsinger:  Aye.

Tim Mosbey:  Aye.

Don Williams:  Aye.  Motion carries. So we’ll get that fixed and do we address the issue of having SRI ___#1424___ for us once it is fixed…

Joe Grassman:  Well that’s the other issue.  How do you want to proceed with…?
Tim Mosbey:  Mr. Gamble doesn’t need it as a spare. 

Joe Grassman:  No, not at all.

Don Williams:  That’s one of the old ones.

Tim Mosbey:  Right.

Don Williams:  It is my understanding that they do pretty well on selling these.

Joe Grassman:  Yeah. We don’t have to decide that tonight, if you want to consider some other option.  
Don Williams:  Okay, well just get it fixed and then when it is time we’ll…I mean these values I mean the least expensive one there it was a similar time.  Even the 90’, this was a 2003 right.

Art Noffsinger:  Right, yes.
Don Williams:     Is it still equipped?
Joe Grassman:  Yes, fully equipped.

Don Williams:  A 2000…1992 went for twelve five ($12,500.00).  So you know to me it would be well worth it, because what we are looking at what maybe four hundred dollars ($400.00) with the transmission out of it.  That’s what the hospital…

Joe Grassman:  They might bring a little more than that on the internet but nothing like it would when it’s repaired.  That’s all I have.
Don Williams:  Okay thank you.  Hold on…

Art Noffsinger:  Yeah, the internet issue.
Joe Grassman:  What about it…

Art Noffsinger:  Turning up to perform to band with?  Are we going to discuss that today? 

Don Williams:  It wasn’t on the agenda.  Do we have everything we need to discuss it?

Roger Emmons:  Joe has checked to on what it would cost to increase from two (2)…

Don Williams:  Two mega bits…

Roger Emmons:  …to five (5) and was it forty two hundred ($4,200.00) plus over the course of the year.  I sent an email to Larry asking if that is something that can cover by his computer budget.  I haven’t talked to him about it.  But there was another letter from Judge Ellsworth that mentioned. I didn’t see…he referenced an attachment but I didn’t get that it said he’d got an estimate from Erik Frasier regarding purchasing some kind of Packet…
Joe Grassman:  Yeah, it’s a Packateer Packet Shaper.

Roger Emmons:  And I copied Erik and asked him to expand on that on what that will exactly will that allow him to do as far as managing internet usage.  But that would be separate from the actual band width.

Art Noffsinger:  Right, even if we went with the Packateer, we would still have to increase the band width.

Roger Emmons:  Correct.

Art Noffsinger:  So, either way we go we need to increase the bandwidth.  
Roger Emmons:  The reason the Judges have stated and our Clerk Sarah Topper has stated that based upon Federal and State laws there are more and more things they have to post on line and she told this…I don’t know if you heard this but she recently had an in-service day with a had some training and she’s got fourteen (14) people that need to be getting on the computers getting this training and they could only get one (1) person on. And then they had another session later on that afternoon, of course there was nothing they can do but she indicated that if the band width was turned up it would greatly enhance not only their ability to get the training but to do the postings that they are required to do.
Art Noffsinger:  Right.  And I know through the EMA we are having the same issues with the Web DOC and our band width is too narrow and it keeps knocking us off.  

Roger Emmons:  Yeah.

Art Noffsinger:  So, I mean one way or another we are going to have to increase that band width if we are going to comply with what the states putting on for us to send out.
Roger Emmons:  You know even the forty two hundred ($4,200.00) plus over the course of the year, that’s not bad from increasing from two (2) to five (5).

Tim Mosbey:  Is that a one (1) time charge, or every year.

Art Noffsinger:  That’s every year.

Roger Emmons:  That would be annually.

Tim Mosbey:  Well I’m sure Larry has put this in his budget.

Larry Lacer:  I have to look close.

Tim Mosbey:  We don’t have a computer budget you’re the only one with that.

Larry Lacer:  I already have plans for that.

Tim Mosbey:  Change your plans.

Roger Emmons:  The JTS, do you have to pay for that out of that line item, or the courts…

Larry Lacer:  No…

Roger Emmons:  SCI the Clerk pays for that.

Larry Lacer:  We use to then the Clerk took that over last year

Roger Emmons:  Okay.
Don Williams:  Why don’t we see if we can get some, find out at least where the funding is going to come from.

Roger Emmons:  Okay.

Don Williams:  Before we approve this.

Roger Emmons:  Okay.

Don Williams:  And let’s try to do this on the 22nd.  Now I won’t be here I’ll be in Tennessee, so it will be up to you colleagues.

Roger Emmons:  I know Judge Alysworths letters stated that he wanted the Commissioners to purchase this…was it twelve thousand two hundred fifty ($12,250.00)…

Joe Grassman:  Yeah.

Roger Emmons:  …for the Packet…

Art Noffsinger:  The Packeteer.

Roger Emmons:  Seems like a lot of money.

Art Noffsinger:  It is, it will work the Packeteer System is a good system because it actually directs the most space to areas where it’s needed and limits people that don’t need it but that is something that are IT guy has control over.

Roger Emmons:  Okay.

Art Noffsinger:  But I mean until we can figure on how we are going to go about that.

Roger Emmons:  Now that will be…

Art Noffsinger:  Now that is at least expanding the width will get us going.
Roger Emmons:  The Packeteer would be a one (1) time…

Art Noffsinger:  That’s a one (1) time purchase.

Roger Emmons:  Okay.

Joe Grassman:  I’ll give you a call tomorrow.

Roger Emmons:  Okay.  Thank you.  And Sarah indicated that she may have some funds she could take care of this.

Don Williams:  Why don’t you research that and see if we can get it together and maybe we can get some participation from several offices and get it done.

Joe Grassman:  Any more questions? Okay thanks.

COUNTY ATTORNEY

     Master Lease Purchase
Don Williams:  Mr. Attorney.  
Doug Welp:  Yes a couple of things.  One is the Master Lease Purchase is listed on the agenda.  You’ve seen some correspondences back and forth on this.  I have spoken with this individual at public finance dot com.  This is regarding the Grade All that is being financed through this third party finance a year through this public finance dot com.  Had some long conversation with Mr. Gray today he is over in Louisville.  He has made most of the changes that I have requested to this Master Release Purchase Agreement.  There is still you know when we look at these agreements we like to know how much is this going to cost.  And there is a schedule of payments that’s listed at a rough fifty six thousand seven eighty five ($56,785.00) a year.  This is subject to an annual appropriation by the County Counsel.  The one area that this public finance dot com needs believes still needs to be in the agreement is that for any reason this transaction became none tax exempt.  In other words the interest that is being paid by the county became taxable in some way because the county stopped using the equipment in a governmental function or for any other reason that is allowed under the code that the county would reimburse whoever it is that owned the paper the lease purchase at that time would have to reimburse that company whatever the difference is on the taxable rate on the interest.  I’ve done some rough calculations.  The amount of interest to be paid over the five (5) years is in the ball park of forty thousand dollars ($40,000.00) if at the highest current Federal rate say thirty five percent (35%) would be thirteen thousand five hundred ($13,500.00) to fourteen thousand ($14,000.00) a year or total over the five (5) years plus penalties and interest if the rate, Federal rate goes up you know like it was ten (10), twelve (12) years ago to thirty nine and one half (391/2%) or the forty percent (40%) when you are looking at exposure of about an additional sixteen thousand ($16,000.00) plus penalties and interest.  So the question really is does the county really want to go forward with this type of an agreement knowing that there could be some potential exposure out there.  The county has entered in agreements in the past.
Don Williams:  Another additional exposure is only there if we quit using it for non-profit for county use.

Doug Welp:  Well if it becomes, if the transaction becomes taxable for any reason but the main reasons would be if it became, if we sold it okay if we stopped using it for a governmental function.

Don Williams:  That’s over the five (5) year period of the lease purchase.

Doug Welp:  Correct.

Don Williams:  I don’t recall that we’ve ever used Grade All for less than…

Doug Welp:  Right.

Don Williams:  We usually use them until something falls off and can’t be put back on.

Doug Welp:  There are other reasons under the code and I’d also gotten the language to be more favorable towards the county in that we actually have to receive a notice from the IRS that this became a non-taxable transaction.  The initial language was that if public finance receives an opinion from any attorney of its choosing then it was non-taxable.  Not even the fact that it became non-taxable we just had received an opinion.  So you know Public Financing did work with us on this, and I think it is at the point where it’s as good as we are going to get it.  They did compromise on a number of areas.  The question is whether we want to move forward.  
Don Williams:  If we use it for more than five (5) years then we really don’t have any additional exposure.

Doug Welp:  Correct, it is ours at that point, we purchased it.

Sam Roach:  Or we can sell it and pay off the lease.

Don Williams:  Beg your pardon.

Sam Roach:  If you sell it, pay off the lease.

Don Williams:  Right.

Doug Welp:  And so if the county wants to move forward there is a Resolution and I did not prepare this Public Finance did to move forward to basically authorize…

Don Williams:  We could do that on the 22nd if our two (2) Commissioners are here.

Doug Welp:  We could there is an issue about whether we will be able to lock in the interest rate.

Tim Mosbey:  Yeah, we need to lock in the interest rate from what I understood from that conversation.

Sam Roach:  And because we haven’t signed this yet, we are paying rent on it still.

Don Williams:  Right.  But the renting goes towards the purchase.

Tim Mosbey:  So he’s got a Resolution to authorize you to sign this lease once it is ready to be signed.  

Doug Welp:  And the other documents as well as Mr. Lacer.

Tim Mosbey:  And you can do that before you leave.

Don Williams:  I could.

Tim Mosbey:   If he gets it prepared.

Don Williams:  I can approve it.  If you want to approve it today…

Tim Mosbey:  I’d love to.

Don Williams:  …I could do that.

Tim Mosbey:  We need to speed this up…

Don Williams:  Okay.

Tim Mosbey:  …to just stop costing us money.
Don Williams:  Okay.  Make a motion.  

Roger Emmons:  I had the impression that the rental was not going toward the lease purchase because Larry Gray pointed out that that was a separate agreement with Southeastern Equipment.
Don Williams:  Well that’s why they call it a lease purchase.

Roger Emmons:  That was for monthly rental.

Tim Mosbey:  Whatever we paid on rent goes toward lessening the purchase price and then the purchase price the contract would be re…

Sam Roach:  Re-negotiated.

Tim Mosbey:  Right Sam?

Sam Roach:  Re-negotiated or re…I think so.

Tim Mosbey:  Yeah.

Art Noffsinger:  So as far as you are concerned other than that one (1) item that the possible of sixteen thousand dollars ($16,000.00) of liability you are good with the rest of the contract.

Doug Welp:  Yes, the sixteen ($16,000.00) plus penalties and interest but yes.  I am to the point of saying we need to sign it or move onto something else.  It’s as good of a condition as we can get it into.

Art Noffsinger:  Then I need to make a motion that we go ahead and approve the contract.

Don Williams:  Do I have a second?

Tim Mosbey:  Second.

Don Williams:  Motion made and second.  All in favor say aye.

Tim Mosbey:  Aye.

Art Noffsinger:  Aye.

Don Williams:  Motion carries.
Doug Welp:  What we are doing there are we approving this Resolution…

Tim Mosbey:  The Resolution yeah.

Doug Welp:  …of the governing body.  

Don Williams:  Do we need a resolution number then?  Okay we have approved the lease purchase now we need a do you have a resolution number for us.

Sonya Addington:  2009-10.

Doug Welp:  2009-10.

Sonya Addington:  Yes sir.

Don Williams:  This is simply entitled Resolutions of Governing Body, all though it is only one (1) resolution.  It is attachment five (5) to this packet.  

Art Noffsinger:  Do you need a motion to approve the resolution?
Doug Welp:  Yes.

Art Noffsinger:  I move that we approve the Resolution 2009-10.

Tim Mosbey:  Second.

Don Williams:  Motion made and second.  All in favor say aye.

Tim Mosbey:  Aye.

Art Noffsinger:  Aye.

Don Williams:  Motion carries.  Thank you.  

Doug Welp:  One other matter, you would have received a letter from one of my partners on this Stepro I think that is how you pronounce it bankruptcy matter that there are some taxes that are due and owing on this property it is over at 122 Stevens Street in Boonville.  What happened is that this property is in bankruptcy and the bankruptcy trustee basically wants to scrap off the back taxes.  And then wants to sell the property so it is out of the debtors name so there is no tax to this debtor on a go forward basis.  Question to the county is does the county want to credit bid in its back due taxes and they are approximately three thousand dollars ($3,000.00).  The county would not be out any money if we credit bid our taxes in but you might end up, the county might end up owning the property.  

Tim Mosbey:  What are we going to do with it?

Doug Welp:  I don’t know.

Tim Mosbey:  It could be home away from home.

Doug Welp:  The down side of it is if we don’t credit bid it in they can scrape off the back taxes and we won’t collect those and we won’t collect those and it is about three thousand dollars ($3,000.00) worth of back taxes.

Don Williams:  What is the location…the address?
Doug Welp:  122 Stevens Street.

Tim Mosbey:  I don’t even know where Stevens Street is, I couldn’t even find it anyway.

Doug Welp:  In Boonville.

Don Williams:  It’s outside of city limits otherwise it wouldn’t be before us.  I’m not sure of that address.

Tim Mosbey:  Oh yeah that’s true.

Art Noffsinger:  What would be a down fall to owning the property?

Several discussions

Sam Roach:  I can’t recall a Steven Street on county roads?

Tim Mosbey:  It’s got to be in the city.
Doug Welp:  I think it is in the city limits.

Tim Mosbey:  Then why…

Bobby Howard:  They pay taxes.

Tim Mosbey:  Is there not city taxes, back city taxes owed on that to?

Doug Welp:  I believe there are.

Tim Mosbey:  So if we bid just owed to the county were going to be free and clear to the City of Boonville?  Doesn’t sound like…

Doug Welp:  Well what will happen is somebody’s taxes will get scrapped off on this.

Art Noffsinger:  Well, I’m not for scrapping any county taxes off right now.

Doug Welp:  Okay.  And if we do credit that it, do own it then of course there is a maintenance obligation, insurance obligation and eventually whatever it is…
Tim Mosbey:  I don’t want to get in the business…I don’t know.

Doug Welp:  …it has an assessed and an assessed value of forty thousand ($40,000.00) the information that I have is that it has not been lived in for years.  I do not know what condition it is in.

Tim Mosbey:  I can tell there might be a lot to fool with it.

Doug Welp:  I don’t know what the environmental condition is…

Tim Mosbey:  We don’t really need to act on this today, do we?
Doug Welp:  What I would say is if we don’t act on it today, it probably will be sold and the taxes will be removed.

Art Noffsinger:  They have a buyer?

Doug Welp:  Well what they can do is they can put it up for sale and someone comes in and bids a dollar ($1.00) and no one else bids.

Tim Mosbey:  They don’t have to pay the back taxes?

Doug Welp:  No.  No, not in bankruptcy.  That’s why GM is going into bankruptcy, you can do all kinds of things in bankruptcy that you can’t do in a normal world.

Tim Mosbey:  I would at least like to look at the property before I decide.

Doug Welp:  I’d say look at the property.  If it sells in the mean time then…

Art Noffsinger:  So we are really bidding three thousand dollars ($3,000.00) on this property is what that…

Doug Welp:  Yes.

Don Williams:  Right.  That’s what I read on the email.

Tim Mosbey:  I read that email I just didn’t understand that point.  So we are not going to…if it sells to a private buyer we are not going to get the tax money?

Doug Welp:  That is correct.

Tim Mosbey:  Or, so basically what you are saying for nothing we can just own a home.

Don Williams:  No, the credit it…what do you call it?

Doug Welp:  The credit bid.

Tim Mosbey:  We are forgiving the taxes.

Don Williams:  The credit bid.  No, what it is basically Warrick County is saying we are bidding three thousand dollars ($3,000.00) to recover our taxes and if nobody over bids that, if somebody over bids that then we are going to get our taxes from them right?

Tim Mosbey:  No. 

Don Williams:  No we won’t.

Several individuals’ discussion 

Don Williams:  Alright, in a credit bid nothing comes out it’s just the taxes owed to the county.  So we are just bidding what taxes are owed against it and we get it and nobody exchanges…
Doug Welp:  And we have not had one of these comes before the Commissioner over the last five (5) years that I can remember.

Don Williams:  I am not sure it ever has.

Art Noffsinger:  But if we win the bid at three thousand ($3,000.00) and we turn around and sell it for five thousand ($5,000.00) we get the three thousand back plus.

Don Williams:  To me credit bid is the way to go.

Art Noffsinger:  I agree.

Don Williams:  Even if we sell it say half price, if the appraisal is at twenty thousand ($20,000.00) it will go right back into the general fund.  That is where it goes as far as I know.

Art Noffsinger:  And that goes back…and I’m not willing to just throw it away.

Don Williams:  And that would make the council happy to at least we’d have a little more money in there.

Doug Welp:  We can credit bid it, if we get it then we do and if not…

Don Williams:  I think that would be the way to go.

Tim Mosbey:  Just so we are not buying the liability.  I mean still I…

Don Williams:  We still got to have insurance and the grass will have to mowed.  I mean there are certain things that we would have to do.
Tim Mosbey:  That’s my point I would like to at least look at it, I mean this thing might be ready to fall down.  Maybe we don’t want to get involved with it.

Don Williams:  We can look at it and take the building inspector out there look at it and see what you are buying.

Tim Mosbey:  Yeah it makes perfectly good sense but we might be buying something we will have to spend ten thousand ($10,000.00) on and tear it down if it is in disrepair.  Has anyone…does anyone know where 122 Stevens Streets is?  It’s got to be in the city.

Don Williams:  Where is that road?

Tim Mosbey:  Do you know where that is at?

Don Williams:  I’ve seen it somewhere to.

Several group discussions

Tim Mosbey:  I would rather take our chances for two (2) more weeks and give us all time to check this out personally.

Don Williams:  That is fine by me.

Tim Mosbey:  If somebody buys it in two (2) weeks…

Art Noffsinger:  What’s the deadline we go there?

Doug Welp:  It really is today.  The trustee has the authority to sell it; it doesn’t mean the trustee will sell it in the next two (2) weeks.  
Art Noffsinger:  So we are gambling either way.

Doug Welp:  Yeah.  I would say if you are not sure that I’d take a look at it.

Tim Mosbey:  I’m not sure about it because I haven’t it; I mean it could be another big blue or a car quest building…

Don Williams:  It’s a residence it’s not another…

Tim Mosbey:  Similar to that.  I mean you know it could be…I don’t know if you guys want to go ahead, that’s fine with me, I’m just…

Don Williams:  I don’t mind waiting, I mean…

Tim Mosbey:  I guess we could take a twenty (20) minute recess and run out to…

Several individuals laughing

Don Williams:  Alright, what do you guys want to…do you want to just hang on and wait and look at this in a couple of weeks?  That’s what you want to do right?

Tim Mosbey:  You know my opinion, I’m afraid to get us in…I think we might be getting ourselves into something…or the county into something that we don’t want to get into unless we look at it.

Don Williams:  I think it is worth looking at.

Tim Mosbey:  Yeah, it sounds like a no brainer but we ought to look at it.

Art Noffsinger:  I’m good with looking at it and making a decision next week.

Don Williams:  Okay.
Tim Mosbey:  Or next meeting you mean.

Art Noffsinger:  Next meeting, yeah.

Tim Mosbey:  Oh that’s what I yeah, that’s what I’m saying, give us time to run out there.

Art Noffsinger:  I have a feeling that it is not going to be very pretty but I still don’t want to give away three thousand ($3,000.00).

Tim Mosbey:  Exactly.

Don Williams:  Especially if it is really appraised at forty ($40,000.00)…
Art Noffsinger:  Yeah.  Yeah.  I think the appraisal price and look at it, like I say if I give that thing away for five thousand dollars ($5,000.00) the county would save money.
Don Williams:  Okay.
Tim Mosbey:  We’ve got to find a city map first.

Don Williams:  I don’t think we need a motion then.  This is a done deal.  Anything else counselor?

Doug Welp:  No thank you.

COUNTY ENGINEER
  Speed Limit Resolutions – Epworth Road & Telephone Road
Don Williams:  Mr. Howard, Engineering Department.

Bobby Howard:  Yes, I have one (1) item concerning two (2) different roadways.  Per the board’s request our office did do a speed limit study on Epworth Road between Telephone Road and Oak Grove, and on Telephone Road between Bell Road and Epworth Road.

Tim Mosbey:  Hang on Epworth Road between Telephone and…

Bobby Howard:  Oak Grove.

Tim Mosbey:  …Oak Grove alright.

Bobby Howard:  And the new portion, and then Telephone Road from Epworth to Bell.  

Tim Mosbey:  Okay.  

Bobby Howard:  And as a result of those studies I’m recommending to the board that they would place a new speed limit on Epworth Road at forty five (45) miles per hour and on Telephone Road at fifty (50) miles per hour.  I’ve drafted…

Don Williams:  Why not fifty (50) on Epworth.  I’m just curious, I’ve driven Epworth and probably why I usually drive it.
Bobby Howard:  Okay, due to the Indiana Design Manual…

Tim Mosbey:  It was designed for forty five (45).

Bobby Howard:  …the road design they recommend, due to that design with the stand up curbs that would not be posted at more than forty five (45) miles per hour.

Don Williams:  It is posted at forty (40).

Tim Mosbey:  Yeah.

Bobby Howard:  So it is an increase…

Tim Mosbey:  It’s a hay day to the Sheriff’s Department right now.  I’d make a motion that we approve the recommendations by the Engineering Department posting Epworth at forty five (45) and Telephone at (50).

Bobby Howard:  And then I have drafted two (2) resolutions I believe it is what we did with Kaiser Road.  

Tim Mosbey:  I retract that motion.

Bobby Howard:  Does it need to be a motion or a resolution?

Doug Welp:  Yeah.  They need to be a motion and we need separate resolution numbers.

Don Williams:  What’s a resolution…give us a resolution number for we will do Epworth first?
Tim Mosbey:  Number 11.
Sonya Addington:  11.

Don Williams:  2009-11 and 2009-12.

Sonya Addington:  Yes.

Tim Mosbey:  We have to do them separate.

Don Williams:  Twelve (12) would be Telephone.  Then we can approve them both at the same time I think.

Tim Mosbey:  Okay, I make a motion that we approve 2009-11 and 2009-12.

Art Noffsinger:  I’ll second.

Don Williams:  Motion made and second.  All in favor say aye.

Tim Mosbey:  Aye.

Art Noffsinger:  Aye.

Don Williams:  Motion approved.  Anything else Mr. Engineer?

Bobby Howard:  Just a note that those speed limits wouldn’t go into effect until the Highway Department posts them.
Don Williams:  Right.

Bobby Howard:  And that’s all I have thank you.

COUNTY HIGHWAY
Don Williams:  County Highway, do you have any other then the Grade All Sam?

Sam Roach:  I have a letter of concurrence for the unofficial detour State Road 68.  We didn’t do anything, didn’t have any claim against it but they are still requesting your signature.  With the additional appropriation received Thursday we are going on about three hundred thousand dollars ($300,000.00) for chip and seal.  One hundred thousand ($100,000.00) per district.  Right now we have seventy thousand ($700,000.00) for our paving program for this year and we have received as of today from our FEMA reimbursement three hundred twenty two thousand ($322,000.00).  I need to turn in additional appropriation to spend that.  I would like to put that into our local road and street and equipment line items.  I’ve got notice that we have been approved for another three hundred seventeen thousand ($317,000.00) but we haven’t received those funds yet.  And I need to get this done tomorrow because Wednesday is the deadline and I am going to be out of the office Wednesday and Thursday.  
Tim Mosbey:  I thought past practice on the chip and seal is that District one (1) was suppose to get one hundred and fifty ($150,000.00) and the other two (2) get seventy five ($75,000.00).  

Sam Roach:  Well it has been more like District two (2) got the Lion’s share so…

Tim Mosbey:  So they shouldn’t get any this year then…

Don Williams:  Actually two (2) years ago when everybody was given one hundred ($100,000.00) they got two hundred and fifty ($250,000.00).  And unfortunately we lost Commissioner Conner he was deceased so they went ahead and got theirs the following year.  I couldn’t get another Commissioner to deny it.  

Tim Mosbey:  Wow.

Don Williams:   So he’s got his.  He showing at fifty ($50,000.00) and the rest split between us.

Art Noffsinger:  District two (2) is on track to stay just like we’ve been doing.

Don Williams:  You can say within your budget?

Art Noffsinger:  Oh, I don’t know if I can do that.

Don Williams:  Your foreman can’t, we know that.

Sam Roach:  That’s all I have.

Don Williams:  Alright, you don’t need a motion from us on anything it doesn’t sound like.  

Art Noffsinger:  I have a question for you, two (2) roads, one (1) York Road and just north of 62 off Center north.

Sam Roach:  Okay.

Art Noffsinger:  I was down that the other day and it’s pretty rough condition.

Tim Mosbey:  What’s the name of it?

Don Williams:  York.
Bobby Howard:  York.

Tim Mosbey:  York.

Bobby Howard:  It’s in Center Ridge Subdivision.

Tim Mosbey:  Oh, back in Center Ridge okay.

Sam Roach:  Does it just need patching?

Art Noffsinger:  Yeah, just some pot holes...pretty good.  Let’s go back to State Road 68, they did that repair up there the state did…

Don Williams:  That was…wasn’t that bypass a bypass when they, we were talking about doing… 
Art Noffsinger:   Yeah.

Don Williams:  …69 or what are we talking about here.

Art Noffsinger:  State Road 68 was in bad shape so that is where that detours that you are talking about…

Don Williams:  Oh, right right up there...

Art Noffsinger:  Okay…

Don Williams:  …which is by the way already got another hole in it.

Art Noffsinger:  Exactly that’s why when I was out there the other day and that patch that they made…

Sam Roach:  Yeah.

Art Noffsinger:  …is falling apart bad.

Sam Roach:  Okay. 

Art Noffsinger:  So if we can get back and look at it or something.

Sam Roach:  I can call them.

Art Noffsinger:  Yeah.

Sam Roach:  That’s about all I can do.

Don Williams:  I think the only thing you can do is make is concrete, to be honest with you.

Art Noffsinger:  Whatever they have got to do, it’s there road but it’s falling apart.

Don Williams:  It’s been like that for two (2) years.

Sam Roach:  This letter of occurrence, all it is they sent us a letter telling us that they’re going to use our roads for a detour.  They didn’t really damage it any, Bobby looked them and we concurred that there wasn’t any damage but they want the Commissioners to sign off on it.
Don Williams:  They don’t want us to sue them later.

Sam Roach:  Pardon?

Don Williams:  They want to make sure that we don’t sue them for any damages later on.

Sam Roach:  Right and I guess that kind of stems for the unofficial detour they did last year.  We billed them for it and we still haven’t received it yet but they want to get everything in writing.  

Don Williams:  Alright.  We have motion on the letter of concurrence.

Art Noffsinger:  I move that we sign the letter of concurrence.

Tim Mosbey:  Second.

Don Williams:  Motion made and second.  All in favor say aye.

Tim Mosbey:  Aye.

Art Noffsinger:  Aye.

Don Williams:  Motion carries.  Anything else Mr. Roach?

Sam Roach:  No.

COUNTY SHERIFF

Don Williams:  Sheriff do you have anything?
Marvin Heilman:  No I do not.

Don Williams:  Sheriff says nothing.  Anybody out there have anything?  Sir, if you would approach the microphone and give us your name and address and…

Bill Elmer:  Hi, my name is Bill Elmer I’m with Yankeetown Water.  I have a couple concerns one (1) is Yankeetown Water and then a couple of just a citizen of that end of the county down around Yankeetown.  The bridge from Yankeetown over to the creek there, call it for lack of it’s your saying it’s closed but you can still get around it and get in there.  
Sam Roach:  Yes.

Bill Elmer:  We have vehicles that need to get out to our well field.  That is where Yankeetown waters wells are.  So we have been going across it and I just want to make sure that if Marvin sitting, if one of Marvin’s people is sitting down there we don’t get in trouble…

Sam Roach:  No.  The reason we did that is because it is on the schedule to be refurbished the whole bridge is.

Bill Elmer:  Okay.

Sam Roach:  And to repair it correctly we would need to take off half that deck, from where the flood came through there and it typically…

Bill Elmer:  It raised it up and when it set back down there was some limbs under it…

Sam Roach:  There some limbs and stuff under it.  It’s passable for vehicles, light vehicles but just for our liability sake we put up the road…the bridge closed sign.

Bill Elmer:  Okay.

Sam Roach:  Just for liability sake instead of spending the money that it would take half that deck off and reattached it if it’s on the schedule to be refurbished…

Bill Elmer:  Next year?   

Sam Roach:  Yes.  

Bill Elmer:  Is that right?

Sam Roach:  Yes.

Bill Elmer:  Is that my understanding?

Sam Roach:  Yes.

Bill Elmer:  As far as you know?

Sam Roach:  As far as we know, yeah.

Bill Elmer:  Okay.

Sam Roach:  And that’s the reason we did that.

Bill Elmer:  Okay.

Art Noffsinger:  Now when you go through and you move the barricades…

Bill Elmer:  No, the barricades are far enough to the side, that you don’t have to move anything you just have to go around them.

Art Noffsinger:  I got some, I spoke to some people from there today who were considered that they said over the weekend, last weekend, there was a ton of vehicles going over and the barricades were moved to the side so you couldn’t see…

Sam Roach:  Okay.

Bill Elmer:  It’s been moved to the side ever since I went crossed it twice and both times it was already moved to the side and I think when they put them up they had already to the side.

Sam Roach:  They were a little bit…

Bill Elmer:  Yeah.

Sam Roach:  …to get people an opportunity to get around.

Bill Elmer:  I think there are some river camps if you go all the way out.  I think there are some river camps out in there and people…

Sam Roach:  But basically there is no traffic that goes down through there except for people trying to get down the river or Yankeetown Water trying to get to the well fields.  There’s no residents back there.

Bill Elmer:    No there are not.
Sam Roach:  And the farmers have to take their heavy equipment and go around through Spencer County.
Bill Elmer:  Through Hatfield that way, yeah.

Art Noffsinger:  You don’t see that the county is going to be in any liability with vehicles going over that bridge?
Bobby Howard:  As long as they are not over three (3) ton.  That’s the weight limits on the bridge now.

Art Noffsinger:  So, if they comply with the weight limit you feel it is okay.

Sam Roach:  Yeah.

Bill Elmer:  What is the weight five (5) tons?

Sam Roach:  Three (3) ton.

Don Williams: Three (3).

Bobby Howard:  Three (3) tons.

Bill Elmer:  Three (3), three (3) ton okay.  Secondly I was here last month to discuss Kaiser Road.  And I happen…I live out there on Bethany Church and as I came by it to go up to Roeder Road and over that’s the way I come in and out in that area.  There was…they put rock back down on it again but they didn’t do anything to control the dust as they put the rock down on it so it is horrible, I mean luckily there aren’t many houses down through there but the ones that are…if I go all the way up to Roeder and then come back over and then get come on back down by the high school you can see that dust.  And that is a good three (3) miles, pretty close to it.  You can just see that dust just poring off those coal trucks as they go up and down through there.  So whatever it’s worth…

Tim Mosbey:  We are just as frustrated as you are, or I am.

Bill Elmer:  Those trucks coming up and down Yankeetown Road are they are cooking.  

Roger Emmons:  Commissioners can’t enforce speed limits.

Tim Mosbey:  We can’t enforce speed limits, that’s not our job, that’s somebody else job.

Bill Elmer:  I know.

Several discussions simultaneously
Bill Elmer:  Thirdly, Bethany Church Road from Eble to Isaac Walton there’s getting some pretty good pot holes in there and I hit one (1) the other day and took a tire out so whatever that is worth…
Tim Mosbey:  Make a note of that Sam.

Sam Roach:  Yes.

Bill Elmer:  …yeah I bent a rim and everything.  So there’s some pretty good size ones between like the Yankeetown Water tower and Isaac Walton through that stretch in there.  There are not any homes but yet there are some pretty good sizes…

Don Williams:  Eble Road there, it was bad last time I went down there.

Tim Mosbey:  Eble, yeah it’s bad.  

Sam Roach:  We have been doing a lot of black patching…hot mix patching.  So I will have them get on that to.

Bill Elmer: Okay.  Thanks.

Tim Mosbey:  He’s going to get with the gentleman at Vigo tomorrow.

Bill Elmer:  Okay.

Tim Mosbey:  Because we realize Kaiser is an ongoing…

Bill Elmer:  Yeah, I know they got to have egress in and out of there, but luckily it will only be another year I think.

Several group discussions

Tim Mosbey:  We are just talking amongst ourselves about what we are going to do.

Bill Elmer:  They are bringing fly ash.  Any coal they haul out of…I’m on the advisory board with Alcoa and the people that live there in Yankeetown about that pit they were going to haul the fly ash into, but the state gave them approval to haul it back into that mine.

Sam Roach:  Cypress pit.

Art Noffsinger:  Chile Pepper?

Bill Elmer: Chile Pepper, thank you.  Yeah that’s Chile Pepper.  They can haul half as much fly ash back into that pit as the amount of coal they take out.  But that reverts back to when they started hauling back…when they started hauling that out not since they got there permit which is was suppose to be like the twenty ninth (29th) or thirtieth (30th) of May.  So, there are heavy trucks coming in as well as going back out now.  So it’s getting double the…

Tim Mosbey:  Right, that’s what we were discussing.  

Bill Elmer:  Yeah it’s…at 7:00 in the morning there is as many as seven (7) or eight (8) of them coming back up from Alcoa.  I mean that, just one after another so alright thanks.
Don Williams:  Okay.  Do you have anything Commissioner Mosbey?

Tim Mosbey:  Yeah, we just need to; I need to make a motion to send a fifteen thousand dollar ($15,000.00) rental payment for that one, for the past month on the Grade All lease.  The one that we are negotiating to get the contract done by the…

Don Williams:  So we need to pay the bill.

Tim Mosbey:  …because we were paid up until the fifteen (15th) of May, so that would pay us until the fifteenth (15th) of June.  And that was our fifteen thousand dollar ($15,000.00) a month rental.

Don Williams:  Okay, I have a motion on the floor do I have a second?

Tim Mosbey:  And have it go to Southeastern Equipment.

Don Williams:  Right and it ultimately goes towards the price right?
Tim Mosbey:  Yep.
Art Noffsinger:  I’ll second.

Don Williams:  Okay, motion made and second.  All in favor say aye.
Tim Mosbey:  Aye.

Art Noffsinger:   Aye.

Don Williams:  Aye.  Motion carries.  
Tim Mosbey:  That’s all I’ve got.

Don Williams:  Okay.  Commissioner Noffsinger do you have anything sir?

Art Noffsinger:  Yeah, I have something.  On Monday the twenty second (22nd), we are going to have an appreciation ceremony for some people that have done an outstanding job and helping us during the ice storm.  And that will be at 1:00 and everybody is invited to come.
Don Williams:  I can’t be there I already to you to convey my regrets I don’t know if Commissioner Mosbey can be there or not? 

Tim Mosbey:  If it rains I’ll be there.  I’ll be done by then.

Don Williams:  Okay.  Anything else?

Art Noffsinger:  That’s all I have.

Don Williams:  Entertain a motion to adjourn.

Art Noffsinger:  I move that we adjourn.

Tim Mosbey:  Second.

Don Williams:  All in favor say aye.

Tim Mosbey:  Aye.

Art Noffsinger:  Aye.

Don Williams:  We are adjourn.  Thank you gentleman.  
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
