The Warrick County Commissioners met in regular session with Don Williams, President, Arthur Noffsinger, Vice-President, and Tim Mosbey, Member.   

President Don Williams called the meeting to order.

Auditor, Lawrence Lacer, recorded the minutes.    

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE – Don Williams
Don Williams:  Okay, we’ll start off with Area Plan business.  Sherri you want to get started?  
UPDATES TO COMPREHENSIVE PLAN
Town of Elberfeld, Greer Township, and Campbell Township of Warrick County, Indiana by Bernardin Lochmueller & Associates, Inc. Approved by Plan Commission 09/14/09.
Sherri Rector:  Okay, the first item that we have is Updates to the Comprehensive Plan.  It’s the Town of Elberfeld, Greer Township, and Campbell Township of Warrick County by Bernard Lochmueller and Associates this was a recommendation of approval by the Planning Commission at their September 14 meeting and the Representative from BLA is here.  Do you have any questions?
Tim Mosbey:  I make a motion that we approve the Comprehensive Plan.

Art Noffsinger:  Second.

Don Williams:  Motion make and second.  All in favor say aye.
Art Noffsinger: Aye

Tim Mosbey:  Aye

Don Williams:  Motion carries.  Thank you.  Three (3), zero (0).
AMENDING ORDINANCE TO THE COMPREHENSIVE ZONING ORDINANCE:
WARRICK COUNTY COMMISSIONERS ORDINANCE NO. 2009-17
AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND ARTICLE V SPECIAL USES SECTION 6 DISCONTINUANCE OF SPECIAL USE SUBSECTION A AND B OF THE COMPREHENSIVE ZONING ORDINANCE FOR WARRICK COUNTY, INDIANA

The purpose of this ordinance is to state that any expansion or alteration to an approved special use shall void the approval and they must cease operation immediately unless the applicant/owner comes into compliance, amends his application or files a rezoning petition (if necessary) within thirty (30) days.  Amended by Commissioners on August 10, 2009 and amended by Plan Commission on September 14, 2009 to add “more than 25%” after “nor expanded”.  

Sherri Rector:  Uh, the next item is amending Ordinance to the Comprehensive Zoning Ordinance.  Uh, it is Uh, an Ordinance to amend article five(5) special use Section six(6) Discontinuance of Special use Subsection A and B of the Comprehensive Zoning Ordinance, uh, this did come before you, uh, on August the 10th, uh, and amended by the Planning Commission of September the 14th, it was Amended by you and then, uh, Amended by the Planning Commission to read, um, let me find it here, I’ve got it all covered up, it uh, reads a special use may not be altered to become any other use or expanded any more than 25 percent in that which was approved by the Board of Zoning Appeals.  If the Special use is altered or expanded the approval should be null and void unless the applicant/owner comes into compliance, amends his application or files a rezoning petition, if necessary, within 30 days.  
Don Williams:  Okay as, uh, I’ll just make a few comments I think everyone knows, I was the one that was fairly bent when you proposed this cause I saw that initially as shutting down businesses and I would like to propose since it is the Area Plan, and I think I have passed this around to everyone’s mailbox, did I give you a copy Sherri?
Sherri Rector:  Yes.
Don Williams:  And have you read that?
Sherri Rector:  Yes
Don Williams:  Do you think the Planning Commission will go with that, I’ll read it.
Sherri Rector:  Yes I do, I think so.
Don Williams:  My proposal is that we change the purpose of this Ordinance state that any alteration or expansion of a special use must be submitted for approval no later than 90 days from the notice of violation.  This will allow violators time to return to compliance.  In other words, I saw this as a hindrance to small businesses, especially if they were shut down automatically.  This will give them a 90 days to get back into Compliance to file for renewed approval and, uh, in the mean time they can still be operating and this is what I would like to send back to the Planning Commission and I would make a motion to do so.
Tim Mosbey:  I’ll second to that motion.
Don Williams:  Motion made and second.  All in favor?
Tim Mosbey:  Aye.  
Don Williams:  Motion carries.  
Sherri Rector:  For the record I want to make sure that Sonya has this.  County Commissioners Ordinance number 2009-17 and it will remain that number.
Don Williams:  This Ordinance will be new one after the last one even?
Tim Mosbey:  No.
Don Williams:  That’s what it was.
Tim Mosbey:  It will stay the same.
Sherri Rector:  Yeah, it’ll stay 17.  It’ll go back to them and if they approve your amendment then it doesn’t have to come back to you.
Don Williams:  Okay.  Thank you very much.
Sonya Addington:  That’s what I have Sherri.
Sherri Rector:  Pardon me?
Sonya Addington:  That is what I have.
Sherri Rector:  Okay, uh, that’s all I got, thank you.
Doug Welp:  Sherri?  Will that…this is a purpose statement on the Ordinance.
Sherri Rector:  Right, I’ll.
Doug Welp:  Will there be an amendment to the text?
Sherri Rector:  Yes.
Doug Welp:  Of the Ordinance?
Sherri Rector:  Yeah, I will change it and send it to you before it goes to Planning Commission to make sure it’s worded the way you all wanted it.
Don Williams:  Okay
Sherri Rector:  The motion.
Don Williams:  Uh….next Monday?
Sherri Rector:  No.  I meant what you’re saying is where it says this will allow the violator time that will not go in the Ordinance.  That is just a statement.
Tim Mosbey:  No.
Don Williams:  Right.
Sherri Rector:  The statement is yours.  
Don Williams:  It’s just a statement, right.
Sherri Rector:  So I will amend the Ordinance and send you a copy of it before it goes to the Planning Commission next month.
Don Williams:  Okay, thank you.
Sherri Rector:  Is that alright doing it that way?
Don Williams:  Yeah, that’s great.
Sherri Rector:  Okay, okay
Don Williams:  That’s all you have?  
Sherri Rector:  Yes sir.

Brian Mundy ~ Jail Lift Station
Don Williams:  Is Brian here yet?  Mr. Mundy?  

Don Williams:  Okay, if it’s alright with you gentlemen we’ll bypass plans for Discussion A and we’ll come back to it should he get here and we’ll go right on to the Departmental Reports.  Departmental Reports from County Administrator, as you know Mr. Emmons is a little bit under the weather and there’s just a couple of issues, he gave me those, so I’ll go over those.  First one is…

Sherri Rector:  I’m sorry.  
Don Williams:  You have a little bit of business?

Sherri Rector:  I should have got a resolution number from you for the Comprehensive Plan.  I see that it says Resolution number.  I guess Bernard and Loch…., I’m sorry.  Do you have a Resolution number?
Sonya Addington:  It will be 2009-14.  
Sherri Rector:  (fourteen) 14

Don Williams:  2009…everybody got that? We don’t need to remake a motion we just need to assign that number to its administrator.

Doug Welp:  The assignment of a resolution number is an administrative matter that you don’t have to act on.

Sonya Addington:  Will that be dated today, Sherri?

Don Williams:  Yes.

Sherri Rector:  Yes.

DEPARTMENTAL REPORTS

COUNTY ADMINISTRATOR
Stonehaven Area Sewer
Don Williams:  Okay, back to Administrator items.  First item is always Stonehaven and things are starting to happen there and that’s really great.  Uh, there was a pre-bid meeting on October the 16th, last Friday, it was attended by six (6) different contractors and I don’t know what all these initials stand for but one was I.S.I: The American Utility Corp.; Elliot’s Excavating:, J&J Supply; KM Specialty Pumps; and BMB, Inc.  Then Brian Mundy our engineer on that, Wessler and Associates presented the project manual new plans.  Sealed bids will be here for November the 9th meeting.  So we will open those bids at that time.   And Doug’s working on the OCRA Grant amendment.
Doug Welp:  Correct.

Don Williams:  So.

Doug Welp:  Right, the OCRA Grant.  There’s a retention requirement in there and we’re having, we’ll have to do some amendment work, but I believe that’s going to work out.  It should work out just fine.   I’ve got positive feedback from the State on the amendment that is really what I would call the path of least resistance in the one that works out best for us….

Tim Mosbey:  Then you deal with the city on all that…the five (5) year thing.
Doug Welp:  Yes.  Mm-mm.  Yeah.  And the State said that they would agree that if we would amend the interlocal to have the requirement and the City maintain the system for five (5) years as a, as a sewer system, which what else are you going use that for?  That that would meet the requirements of the Federal regulations.  Really what that five (5) year retention requirement become relevant is if there’s a building constructed with these federal grants and then what it was originally constructed for moves out before the five (5) year period and then you can reuse that building for something else so the five(5) year retention shouldn’t be an issue.  We should be able to go ahead and transfer that to Boonville as we originally have it, currently have it in the interlocal.  I always have to work out an amendment with the City of Boonville and to have the State sign off on that.  I don’t anticipate a problem on that at this point.  

Requests for FMLA
Don Williams:  Okay.  And if you look at your agenda next item is we have two (2) requests for FMLA and one is from the Prosecutors Office the other is from the Treasurer’s Office.  According to Roger, all paperwork has been submitted through the proper channels and assumed in correct form.  So what’s your pleasure?
Art Noffsinger:  I move that we approve the FMLA requests.
Don Williams:  We have a motion to approve both FMLA requests any member say aye.

Art Noffsinger:  Aye.

Tim Mosbey:  Aye.
Don Williams:  Aye.  Motion carries.  
Tree Trimming 

Insulation on Animal Control Building

Don Williams:  The other few items number 3 and 4 will be rescheduled for the 26th.

Tim Mosbey:  Okay.

Don Williams:  And that’s all of the Administrative business.

COUNTY HEALTH
Ordinance Revisions

Don Williams:  County Health, I believe those are also going to be changed to the 26th for those Ordinance revisions.

Susie Taylor: Yes.

Don Williams: Those have also gone to the 26th.

Art Noffsinger:  Do we need a motion on that?

Don Williams:  I don’t think we do, it’s a scheduling.

Art Noffsinger:  Mm-mm.

COUNTY AUDITOR
Don Williams:  Next we have County Auditor.  Mr. Auditor do you have anything for us sir?

Larry Lacer:  I have nothing to present at this time, thank you.
COUNTY PURCHASING

Don Williams:  Mr. Grassman is not here so Purchasing has nothing.

            
COUNTY ATTORNEY
Don Williams:  County Attorney you have anything, Mr. Welp?

Doug Welp:  I do not, thank you.
COUNTY ENGINEER
Bill Bivins ~ Request for Private Sewer Line to be Located in Anderson Road Right-of-Way
Don Williams:  County Engineer, Mr. Bivins, I think you are first, Bobby.

Bobby Howard:  First on the Agenda is Bill Bivins he is representing his client’s request for construction of a private sewer line on the Anderson Road right-of-way.  I believe his client has no access to the sewer system and the closest access point is…appears to be roughly 550 feet from the subject property and in allowing this, and I don’t know yet, but is this going to trenched parallel to Anderson Road and then bored across?
Bill Bivins:  Yes

Bobby Howards:  Okay.

Bill Bivins:  It’ll be a two (2) inch line.  I’ll give you a little bit of background of what happened, ah, and I’m not going to attempt to pronounce my clients name, but this is the house that was hit by the tornado.  And it went into bankruptcy and he purchased the house and obtained a building permit to improve it.  The house was built without the septic system ever being put in.  The people lived there for about two (2) to three (3) years and used a lot of lime at the side of the house.  Well, after he got his permit and started repairing the house he wanted to put in the septic system and the Health Office said no, said this ground has been disturbed too much, it will not receive septic sewer.  So, I designed a system for him to pump it into Paradise Garden about 1,550 feet away.  Newburgh is concerned that there is going to be too much odor from this system doing that.  So by pumping, you see the existing manhole for Kenny Ubelhor’s property is little over 540 feet, they will allow us to go that direction.  But the neighbor to the north came in for rezoning and told him that he would give him a permit to go across this ground if he wouldn’t protest his kennel rezoning.  Well, after he got it rezoned he wouldn’t give him the easement.  So now his only option is to go up in the County right-of-way with the two inch line and then across over to the manhole. He’s living in the house right now, he’s got temporary permit from the Health Department for just to pump the sewage out the septic tank.
Don Williams:  Is there anything along there now?  Do you know, Bobby…any utilities?
Bill Bivins:  On the east side, they are all on the east side.  

Don Williams:  So the sewer line’s really just across the road from him.
Bill Bivins:  It is just across the road from him but Kenny would not give an easement except up for that right past the existing manhole.  That far up.

Tim Mosbey:  So how many feet are you going to be along Anderson Road?
Bill Bivins:  Three hundred and fifty-five (355)
Tim Mosbey:  Oh okay there it is.

Don Williams:  It’s going to be fourteen (14) foot deep

Bill Bivins:  Four (4) foot deep yes.
Bobby Howard:  Fourteen (14) inches deep. That was an iron rod.

Bill Bivins:  Yeah, there was something there.  He could give the County a hold harmless agreement.  
Tim Mosbey:  And this manhole is on Vann?

Bill Bivins:  No.  The manhole is to the East.  It’s in the industrial park.  This property is about thousand feet north of Vann on Anderson Road.  

Tim Mosbey:  Gotcha.  Okay.

Bill Bivins:  You can see where the lake is right past…

Tim Mosbey:  Right.

Don Williams:  I don’t have a problem with it, personally, as long…

Doug Welp:  Sometimes we say “hold harmless.”  What would this hold harmless say?  Who’s holding who harmless and against what?  

Bill Bivins:  It would hold the County harmless against any defects or injuries that were caused by the construction and the placement of this sewer line.

Doug Welp:  But what if a regulated public utility wanted to come through and use that right-of-way as they have the right to do under State law?  

Bill Bivins:  Well, they would be advised….I would assume that they would check where all the, cause this will be wired so the location would be there.  Ah, they should be able to….this is a two inch line.  
Doug Welp:  Well right but once a utility is in there there’s requirements of what ten (10) or fifteen (15) feet of separation right?
Bill Bivins:  Yeah, that’s water and sewer.  Ten (10) feet off of water and sewer.  Actually you could put a….

Tim Mosbey:  There’s water already along Anderson isn’t there?  

Bill Bivins:  Yes it’s on the east side though.

Tim Mosbey:  Yeah.

Art Noffsinger:  I, I there’s just a lot of things I’d like to look at in this and make sure that we’re not putting ourselves in a bad position.

Bill Bivins:  Yeah, the reason Kenny…

Don Williams:  I would agree

Art Noffsinger:  I would like to take this under advisement…

Bill Bivins:  Okay.

Art Noffsinger: And schedule it for another date.

Bill Bivins:  The reason Kenny doesn’t want it to go on the east side of the roadway you can see all these, there’s a twelve (12) foot public utility over there, there’s a five (5) foot, there’s water lines over there and he’s going to put a drainage pipe down through there so it’s really congested over on the east side.  Before we could have just shot across and gone over there.

Don Williams:  And there’s nothing on the west side?
Bill Bivins:  There’s nothing on the west side.

Don Williams:  How wide is our right of way there?
Bill Bivins:  You have twenty-five (25) feet from the center line on the west side and you have 40 feet on the east side.

Don Williams:  And that’s from the center line 

Bill Bivins:  Yes and in this case the section line is basically the center line of the road.  The road is approximately twenty (20) feet wide.  

Don Williams:  So you have about fifteen (15) wide there?

Bill Bivins:  Yes.
Art Noffsinger:  Well, once again I would like to motion that we take this under advisement.  

Don Williams:  Can I have a motion to take this under advisement at this particular period of time Commissioners?
Art Noffsinger:  I’d like, need more than a week to do this so I’d like to do it at our first meeting in November.

Don Williams:  That would be November the 9th.

Bill Bivins:  Okay.

Don Williams:  I’m pretty sure, yeah.  November 9th.

Tim Mosbey:  I’ll second that.

Don Williams:  Carried motion made and second to take this under advisement until November 9th all in favor say aye.

Art Noffsinger:  Aye.

Tim Mosbey:  Aye.

Don Williams:  Motion carries. We want to look it over and we’ll talk about it then
Bill Bivins:  Okay thank you

Don Williams:  Thank you.

Doug Welp:  And just this as a comment, I believe this would be subject to the ordinance on working within the road right-of-way which would require a bond typically. 

Bobby Howard:  Um, right now there is a general bond there that utility companies usually are holding with us but a permit and road right-of-way is required.  It is at the discretion of the board if they are going to carry a bond with the construction work.

Doug Welp:  Then in addition to a hold harmless I would recommend the contractor have of course the public liability insurance with the County named as an additional insured, at a minimum just on our first pass on this.  And I don’t know whether utility are out there they would have the right to use that right-of-way like electric and gas.  And also I think in the agreement would have to be that if the road was widened at a certain point that whoever owns that line’s going to have to move that line at their expense.  Or it’s expense.  
Bobby Howard:  Alright, being allowed in the road right-of-way unless somebody has a private easement the utilities would be required to move at their expense but they would probably have to be notified of that so that they are aware of it.

Don Williams:  Is there nobody else on the west side of that line willing to hook to sewer?
Bill Bivins:  Ah, not at time.  Everyone there has septic systems.

Don Williams:  Okay. Thank you.  

Lincoln Avenue Change Orders
Don Williams:  Mr. Engineer, Lincoln Avenue Change Orders?

Bobby Howard:  Yeah, I have three (3) Change Orders for the Lincoln Avenue project.  The first two (2) Change Orders are actually zero dollar ($0.00) Change Orders.  Basically….
Tim Mosbey:  I don’t even want to know what they are if they don’t cost us anything.

Bobby Howard:  Okay

Tim Mosbey:  Ah zero…wow.

Bobby Howard:  The third change order…

Tim Mosbey:  No you can go ahead and tell the public, I’m sorry.
Don Williams:  Mr. Mosbey may not want to know what they are but certainly I do.

Bobby Howard:  In the amount of…well…let me get them all together though, I’d like to get them approved together.  The one zero dollar change order is a change in the tacky coat used in the paving just a material change at zero cost difference.   The other change order we switched the sub-grade treatment types along sections of Lincoln Avenue due to the weather and chemical stabilization was used instead of a stone sub-grade and geo-grade and that was just to speed up the section that they were working on and being able to get it down and get it rocked and so those are both zero dollar change orders and then the one that…  The other change order is in the amount of seven-thousand, five hundred forty-two ($7,542.00) this is for a milling scarification line item that did not make it in the bid tabulations.  They left that pay item off  the list for bidding and it’s a pay item and INDOT approves as a pay item and INDOT has approved their 80 percent cost of that change order already.
Don Williams:  So is this, is this the entire amount or is this just our 20 percent?

Bobby Howard:  That is the entire amount.  

Tim Mosbey:  Fourteen hundred ($1,400.00) would be ours.
Bobby Howard:  Yes, our amount would be the 20 percent or fourteen hundred dollars ($1,400.00)…roughly fourteen hundred dollars ($1,400.00).  If you want to give an actual….
Don Williams:  Fifteen hundred and eight dollars ($1508.00)?  Am I off?
Bobby Howard:  That would be right.
Don Williams:  Fifteen hundred eight dollars and forty cents ($1508.40) would be the change order.

Bobby Howard:  Yep.

Tim Mosbey:  I make a motion that we approve the Fifteen hundred eight dollars and forty cents ($1508.40) Change Order.

Art Noffsinger:  Second.

Don Williams:  Motion made and second.  All in favor say aye.

Art Noffsinger:  Aye.

Don Williams:  Aye, the motion carries, thank you.  

Bobby Howard:  Did you approve all the change orders?

Don Williams: Yes.

Tim Mosbey:  No. I’ll make another motion to approve the first two at no cost to the County.

Art Noffsinger:  Second.

Don Williams:  Motion made second all in favor say aye.

Tim Mosbey:  Aye.

Art Noffsinger:  Aye.

Don Williams:  Motion carries.  We have one more item.

Bobby Howard:  I have one more item.  I did receive a letter from Blankenberger Brothers in regards to the Lincoln Ave. intersection with State Road 66 it’s currently State Road 66 and under construction in this area.  If you recall about a month ago, I believe it was Blankenberger was before you. They did close the road way for one week to allow for the installation of the drainage structure underneath Lincoln Avenue. It is back open for traffic now and has rocks upgrade. They now would like to ask for another week closure of that starting the week of October 26th – October 30th to allow them to go in and finish the curbing and asphalt for that road way and get it back under traffic.

Jason Fox:  Jason Fox with Blankenberger Brothers. Actually Bobby we just want to close the road to widen it and to put the 53, number 53 stone base down so we won’t be putting asphalt and curb and gutter down so it should be relatively quick process but.
Bobby Howard:  Oh okay the curbing is being installed under traffic now.  You’ll do the inlets and everything…

Jason Fox:  Right, the inlets are still being installed yeah.

Tim Mosbey:  Are you going to come back in a couple of months and close it again when you do the curbing and all the asphalt?  

Jason Fox:  No, that’s not our plan.  The center line of the road stays the same where it is now, it’s a two lane road now and we go back to build a three lane road.  It’s got a center turn lane.  So essentially we’re trying to build a road exactly where the road is now and it’s pretty well impossible to do.  The State plans are getting worse every year I think but they showed a temporary widening to the north but it does not allow enough room to push traffic up to the north and still build the road so like I said we’ve got to build the road where people are driving now so.  

Don Williams:  When will you be laying the asphalt?  
Jason Fox:  Just as soon as we can afterward.  If everything would go well and we’d have it dug out and widened and the rock on it in 3 days and I could pave on the Thursday that week then we would do that just as quick as we could, yeah.  

Don Williams:  Any questions for the board? 

Art Noffsinger:  So you’re saying that there is a possibility that you would pave it during the road is closed…? 
Jason Fox: While we’ve got it closed yeah, we’re just, we’re asking for a week because we know it’s an inconvenience to the people around there so the quicker we can get it opened back up safely, you know if we had it closed two weeks I could probably get it paved and everybody would be happier but you got to close it another week so that’s why we’re just asking for one week.

Don Williams:  I think all, I speak for me I think my preference would be you get the payment down so that we don’t have to close it again it would be really good.

Jason Fox:  Okay well, we’ll ah…
Don Williams:  Even if it took extra…

Jason Fox:  We’ll see if we get done on a Friday we can pave on Saturday so we’ll just keep it closed until we can get the asphalt on it just staying in touch with you Bobby.
Bobby Howard:  Okay.

Bobby Howard:  Basically they will keep the detour signs up and have them up in advance in accordance with their last closure request.  

Jason Fox:  Right and the date of closure is kind of contingent now on weather and Vectren has a gas line that’s in the way that’s stopping up from getting our storm sewer in so as soon as that gas line’s out of the way and we can get their pipe in then we’ll close the road.

Don Williams:  Has Vectren made any kind of commitment on gas line?  I know that brings a smile on everyone’s face but…

Tim Mosbey:  Yeah.

Jason Fox:  No, I’m a…they usually do what I tell them to do, I guess I should say that so I would think that within the…..

Tim Mosbey: We know who to call.

Don Williams:  We ought to have him working for us.

Jason Fox:  I think they would have the gas line out sometime middle of next week and we’ll be putting…finishing our storm pipe up and then I would say the first week of November we close it.

Don Williams:  Any other questions for the Board?

Tim Mosbey:  Do we need a motion on that?

Don Williams:  Yeah we are going to need a motion for that.

Tim Mosbey:  Alright.

Art Noffsinger:  I move that we go ahead and approve the closure, what are those dates?

Jason Fox:  I think it says the 26th thru the 30th.

Bobby Howard:  It’s anticipated on 26th thru the 30th but depending on whether…

Art Noffsinger:  It’s for one week?

Bobby Howard:  It’s for one week.

Jason Fox:  Right.

Art Noffsinger:  I move that we approve the closure for one week as close to the dates that you presented
Tim Mosbey:  Second.

Don Williams:  Motion made second. All in favor say aye.

Art Noffsinger:  Aye.

Tim Mosbey:  Aye.

Don Williams:  Aye.  Motion carries. Anything else Mr. Engineer? 
Jason Fox:  Thank you.

Bobby Howard:  No sir that’s all I have. Thank you.

COUNTY HIGHWAY
Don Williams:  Mr. Roach anything from the County Highway?
Sam Roach:  I have nothing.
COUNTY SHERIFF
Don Williams:  Sheriff you have anything back there?
Brett Kruse:  No sir.

COMMISSIONERS ITEMS FOR DISCUSSION

Commissioner Williams:  Mr. Mosbey do you have anything?
Commissioner Mosbey:  No.

Commissioner Williams:  Commissioner Noffsinger you have anything?

Commissioner Noffsinger:  I have nothing.

Commissioner Williams:  I have nothing.  I will entertain a motion.
