WARRICK COUNTY DRAINAGE BOARD

&

DEPARTMENT OF STORM WATER MANAGEMENT

October 8, 2008

The Warrick County Drainage Board and Storm Water Management met in regular session with President Phillip H. Baxter presiding; also attending were Nova Conner, Vice-President; Don Williams, Secretary, Jim Niemeyer, Surveyor; Bobby Howard, Director of Storm Water and David K. Zengler, Attorney for Boards.

Also present was Scott H. Holder, Deputy Surveyor.

Minutes were recorded and transcribed by Cheryl D. Embry.

Those in the audience were

Phil Baxter: The Warrick County Drainage Board and Department of Storm Water Management will now come to order.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

Phil Baxter: The first item on the agenda is the approval of minutes from September 24, 2008.

Nova Conner:  Move to approve.

Don Williams:  Second.

Motion was made and seconded to approve minutes. Motion passed 3-0.

DRAINAGE PLAN APPROVAL: PINE RIDGE:

Jim Niemeyer:  The first item is Drainage plan approval and we have a request to remove this from the agenda at a later date.

Don Williams: Move to remove

Nova Conner:  Second

Motion was made and seconded to remove from agenda. Motion passed 3-0.

BID OPENING:

BLUEGRASS CREEK:

Jim Niemeyer: I will now turn this over to Scott.

Scott Holder: We only had one bid on this one. (He passed the envelope onto David Zengler, Attorney to open)

David Zengler: I have one bid for Bluegrass Creek, grind brush piles, trees and vegetation on both sides of ditch. Bid per foot $2.50 per foot total bid for $2,500 feet $6,250 from Bigge Excavating.

Phil Baxter: Any questions from the Board?

Don Williams:  How many people were notified?

Jim Niemeyer: Two (2) Bigge and Aigner Excavating. There was no response from Mr. Aigner at all.

Don Williams:  And we have no other people interested to do that kind of work?

Jim Niemeyer: The only thing that I can tell you Don is that those are the only two contractors I know that have grinders.

Don Williams:  Okay, I have no other questions.

Nova Conner: Is this one of the ones that you have to do over because of……..

Jim Niemeyer: No, this was all cut and topped a few years ago.

Nova Conner: Okay, I would move to approve.

Don Williams:  Second

Motion was made and seconded to approve Bigge’s bid for Bluegrass Creek. Motion passed 3-0.

PIGEON CREEK:

Jim Niemeyer: The next project is Pigeon Creek and I’m going to refer this to Scott.

Scott Holder: Okay, Aigner’s expressed an interest in this job and he was kind of running short on time and said he needed more time to put a bid together and so I contacted the other contractor and he was agreeable to that. I can’t argue with the fact that Aigner would have needed more time. I have pretty well decided at this point since the numbers are likely going to come in over $50,000.00 I’m going to go ahead and drop back and advertise this for bids. That should put it up for bid on the 12th of November.
Don Williams:  That’s fine with me.

Jim Niemeyer: If you are interested in looking at some photos of Pigeon Creek, Scott put together a nice summery on a photo basis.

Scott: No, that’s Wright Ditch.

JACOBSVILLE EAST SUBDIVISION-SIGN REQUEST:

Jim Niemeyer: A ditch request concerning Jacobsville East Subdivision and Henry Nodarse will respond.
Henry Nodarse: My name is Henry Nodarse, I’m a profession engineer and a certified flood plain manager with Bernardin and Lochmueller Engineers in Evansville. I’m also the project engineer for this project at Jacobsville East Subdivision where a medical building is being constructed and there is a detention basin that’s being constructed according to plans. I’m here to discuss a location of a sign that they would like to put in. The plat shows that the retention basin in the front part of this lot and the retention easement and in the easement there is a notch out area where the sign was going to be so the sign will not actually be in the retention easement. The plans changed recently and the tenant other than Orthopedic Associates which the main tenant is Deaconess Hospital. They made a request, they want to put the sign in a different location that is in the current drainage easement. So I am here to see how to proceed to either change the drainage easement or just request to put the sign in the drainage easement. So I’m just asking suggestions from the Board at this point as to how we are to proceed to do that.
Don Williams:  How will this affect the easement if at all and the actual retention pond?
Henry: The actual volume it would not change as a matter of fact the area is actually reducing 50 square feet in the retention pond to 42 square feet in the retention pond.  So the volume is about 9,000 cubic feet and the actual storage will then either area which was calculated anyway initially was about 50 cubic feet and that was calculated already. So we’re not losing any volume of the retention pond. There’s no problem with flow I mean the water from the retention pond that’s the outlet and the water is going to get there regardless. The little flow paved channel right in the middle of the retention pond that wouldn’t affect either sign location from a technical standpoint it’s not really an issue, it’s more of a legal issue.
Jim Niemeyer: There would be no problem with maintenance or anything in there would there?

Henry: Well, you can access the detention pond from all the way around the side slopes are 4:1 so you can access without any problem. So I’m just…should we I don’t want to say change the plot is there some way we should prepare an exhibit that would show a change of the easement or does the Board just grant the sign to be placed in the easement?
Don Williams:  You will probably need Bobby for the engineering perspective, if it’s not going to hurt the flow in or out so….

Bobby: No not from this Board as far as the flow goes, I mean when it comes into putting it there I would assume site distance for the roadway is not being blocked, is this an elevated sign?

Henry: It’s an elevated monument sign and….yes it won’t block any worse and it won’t block the view of any cars. I will look later anyway that will be in the sign application so I’m here in advance of the sign application process to see what the Board considers as far as placing the sign in an easement or actually changing the easement to have an area for the sign I guess that’s basically what I’m here for.
Don Williams:  How far is that going to be off Epworth Road, I just don’t remember that.

Off the edge of the pavement is what I’m concerned about?

Henry: About 30 feet edge of pavement 15 feet about 45 feet off the curb.

Don Williams:  Okay I personally don’t have a problem with it.

Phil Baxter: Do you have any questions?

Nova Conner: No, I have to abstain because my son is the architect on this project.
Don Williams:  I would move to approve.

Phil Baxter: Approve the placement of the sign?

Don Williams:  Right, change the placement of the sign request.

Phil Baxter: I’ll second it. All in favor.

Motion was made and seconded to approve sign location. Motion passed 2-1 with Commissioner Conner abstaining.

WRIGHT DITCH:

Jim Niemeyer: The next item is a discussion concerning the Wright Ditch by Jim Biggerstaff.

Jim Biggerstaff: We had started on this some time ago, I am Jim Biggerstaff from Utilities Consulting Company Inc and I represent the Baker family, Harold Baker and they have an existing tract location, this is located on Heim Road and Inderrieden Road and I have a little sketch here that might help a little bit. I can describe where our problems are. I actually represent two people this is for Harold Baker and also we have an outfit out of North Springs California who want to come in here and do a development. It’s strictly recreational and one of the things that happened banks came in out of Chicago and that’s when we had one of our big heavy storms and this area was inundated by heavy water. This ditch that I’m referring to is called the Wright Ditch, it starts somewhere in the area of East of Inderrieden Road and it flows through this property and it also flows through the Baker property and enters into Pigeon Creek and with Scott’s help we have looked at this and this also affects the Northeast side of Chandler and as you can see the red there you can see how large an area that has been inundated by flooding by that ditch. As we looked at it primarily we have seen no work east of Towpath Road on this legal drain so what we’re here to assist or work with the Drainage Board as to what can we do to get this Wright Ditch cleaned out. Among the other problems is our land owner adjoins the old Wabash Erie Canal. But our property line is the east bank so Towpath Road which is a part of the old Wabash Erie Canal is considered abandoned property as to the State of Indiana and Bobby we’ve talked about this before that one of the things we ask which this affects the County Commissioners is that this be declared as abandoned property and become a part of this contiguous land owner because that ditch there is part of the old Towpath ditch and it hasn’t been touched. It has never been….and it is part of the drainage problem too because that Towpath ditch drains a good part of this property and also there is a structure through the middle of this Baker property which drains the whole western side of Chandler.
Don Williams:  Where is that Towpath Ditch, are we talking about the little yellow line/
Jim Biggerstaff: This might help too, I can show you on there. This is the Old Towpath Road (showing on sketch he gave the Board) right here, that ditch terminates right here….It’s on the east side of Towpath Road there is a little berm there and it’s all silted up, it’s probably been that way for 50-60 years. But it is….you know the Wabash Erie Canal went into bankruptcy a long time ago so that really is surplus, I don’t know what you’d do with it. Legal counsel advised me that if the County Commissioners would declare that as I guess as abandoned property then that property would be a part of the Baker property and at least give someone the right to get in there and clean that ditch out.
I did prepare a legal description which left 25-foot from the center line of the road for the dedicated right of way.

Don Williams:  You’re going to have to educate us since this is the first time we’re seeing it. Which property are you talking about that needs to be declared abandoned property? I see several different pieces of property, are you talking about the property that is contiguous to the race track area on the opposite side of Towpath Road?

Jim Biggerstaff: No, this would be contiguous. I have a better drawing of it as we actually did a survey of it.

Don Williams:   Do you have a code or a statute on declaring that abandoned, I mean…this is a new……

Mr. Biggerstaff: I have a survey of it if it will help. The Wabash Erie Canal was 100 foot wide originally and there are a lot of places that are abandoned and a lot of places that…. But this happens to be an area where there is a County road, the Towpath Road was the Wabash Erie Canal and I assume that was the old pathway, who knows but….

Don Williams:  That was actually the road that went along side the canal for pulling the barges down through the ditch if I remember right.

Nova Conner: Scott, have you been out there?

Scott: Yes, I’ve been out there many times.

Mr. Biggerstaff: This is the survey of the area we are talking about, this line here is the boundary line of the tract , here is the bridge and there’s Wright Ditch, we’re talking about this area right in here. That is where all this drainage just lays there and of course my clients, the Bakers they only own to the East bank and there is still a berm there of the old canal. But that is the area that I am requesting from the County Commissioners to consider as abandoned property and make it a part of the adjoining landowner and then at least we can get it cleaned up.
Don Williams:  How wide is that strip of ground, about 8, 10, 12 feet?

Mr. Biggerstaff: Probably about 30 feet. I did allow a right of way in there also for Towpath Road.

Bobby: We don’t know who owns that or who has that right of way now.

Mr. Biggerstaff: Nobody does now it is considered as abandoned property. How we proceed on that, I talked to Weyerbacher and Dewey and Dennis says that there is a procedure on it declaring it…because there is no tax codes there are no taxes paid on it or anything it’s just there.
Nova Conner: Scott, I would like to have input from you.

Scott:  It’s no way regulated by the County, at one time I guess it was property of the State and the State has abandoned it. So it’s basically sets there as no mans land. The State doesn’t claim it it’s not part of any county right of way, it just sets there.

Phil Baxter: There should be a record of it somewhere shouldn’t there?

Mr. Biggerstaff: Yes, there is, when the State of Indiana surveyed probably in about 1860-1870 I’ve seen maps of it in the archives I don’t know what happened to the State of Indiana, I mean they filed bankruptcy, that is what bankrupted the State of Indiana was this canal. That is what I have always heard as long as I have been around that it was just abandoned. A lot of people claimed it I guess through adverse possession but in this case we actually have a roadway here and that ditch has been there and nobody has done anything with it. It has grown up and it’s got stumps in it, trash and it’s just all grown up.
Scott: It’s a swamp.

Nova Conner: So do you know anything in terms of abandoned property?

Scott: Other than you know I can tell you what he is saying is basically true this is something that at one time was the property of the State of Indiana and the State of Indiana just abandoned it.

Mr. Biggerstaff: My clients don’t have a deed to it you know it goes to the east bank….

Don Williams:  The land part is a Commissioner issue.

Mr. Biggerstaff: That’s true we recognize that but this ditch is part of the problem, this ditch needs to be cleaned no it’s not a legal drain but it’s contiguous to your present right of way.

Don Williams: And we need to declare it abandoned land and I would assume that there is some kind of a claiming process.

Mr. Biggerstaff:  I think there is a statute on it.

David Zengler: If it fits within the you know the abandoning of a roadway, I’m just not for sure without looking at the statute but it’s probably not going to be my issue anyway. But there is an abandoned roadway that usually you know then it reverts to the adjoining landowners.

Mr. Biggerstaff: Yes, usually you vacate. But this is State of Indiana originally but of course it’s not a taxable entity so there’s no parcel number.

Don Williams:  I don’t have a problem with it, it’s just that I don’t think this Board…I think the Commissioners need to act on it.

Mr. Biggerstaff: Yes, I understand that but why I brought this up this is more or less related to the drainage in other words the west side of Chandler drains through this race track and drains into this ditch which is totally silted up and there is a partial levy there and so that is what is causing the inundation of so much flooding in these areas.

Don Williams: So is the Baker family if that is declared abandoned and they take position is that they’re intent to……

Mr. Biggerstaff: We don’t care, they’re intent was to take ownership of it however we do it and at least they could get in there and do something with that piece of property maybe clean up that towpath drainage.

Nova Conner:  They would be willing to do that?

Mr. Biggerstaff: Yes

Bobby: The ditch that runs along the north side of the Hobby Horse Farms, it runs back to the Baker…..
Mr. Biggerstaff: Well, the road turns if you see the road turns away from towpath.

Bobby: Right, but I was concerned that ditch runs back on the Bakers property as well from Chandler, it goes underneath Inderrieden Road that ditch runs all the way back there and then it just kind of fizzles out.

Mr. Biggerstaff:  Well, it kind of stops, it stops at that first property, I can show you about where it stops at.

Bobby: That is what we’re trying to figure out where that goes, there’s a large amount of water that drains that way too.

Mr. Biggerstaff: It stops right here pretty well (showing on the map he provided) He pointed out about where the Hobby Horse Farm is located. 

See Chandler all their water discharges……

Bobby: Here is the Hillstrand property and it runs up into here and then runs into here and I was wondering where it goes on the Baker’s property.

Mr. Biggerstaff: Well, what it does it goes underneath this track, there is a little bitty culvert but that’s why this floods all the time and of course the race track is seasonal so nobody cares about this end of it. But actually the water what it does is it’s just like a big holding area and there is a pipe underneath here.
Don Williams:  Were you planning on presenting this to the Commissioners? Are you on the agenda?
Mr. Biggerstaff: Sure I can do that and I gave Bobby a copy.

Bobby: I’ve got something I can forward to Doug to get his opinion, we’ll need his opinion before we can do anything.

Don Williams:  Okay we were just discussing it today, right? I personally don’t have a problem with what you’re representing to us from the Baker family at all.

Mr. Biggerstaff:  That leads to the second problem which is the Wright Ditch, this all drains to Wright Ditch. Wright Ditch is a legal drain, the way I understand. What’s happening, I done a little drainage study there is about a 2400 acre watershed that drains into Wright Ditch and it can’t get past Towpath Road. There is a wooden structure there and I think the ditch has been cleaned in the previous up to Towpath Road.
Scott: The channel down stream is not in too bad a shape but I counted one, two, three, four, five obstructions counting the obstructions at the mouth but the biggest contributor to the problem in that area right now and at the mouth of the Wright Ditch is a log jam in Pigeon Creek approximately 200 feet long and it’s holding back about 2-2 ½ feet of water. It is jammed all the way up to the top of the bank. I mean that’s definitely going to have an impact on Wright Ditch or anything else. All this sets in the Pigeon Creek flood plain.

Mr. Biggerstaff: What we recognize that because of the improper drainage of Wright Ditch Towpath has been laying in there for years and it cannot discharge and get out of that area.
Bobby: But when Pigeon is backed up that elevation is going to be higher than Towpath now isn’t it?

Mr. Biggerstaff: No

Bobby: Well then the backup in some of these areas……

Mr. Biggerstaff: And as long as the ditch is cleaned out you know we can discharge this water out here fast enough to take care of the problem. But there is no place for it to go and it probably takes…..
Don Williams:  You’re looking at cleaning Pigeon out aren’t you?

Scott: Yeah, I mean we’re going to be dealing with log jams in Pigeon when it comes up for bid.

Don Williams: If Evansville and Vanderburgh would clean it out we could actually have water flowing out of the County.

Jim Biggerstaff: So our request is what can we do to take care of Wright Ditch?

Nova Conner: What is you suggestion, Scott, I mean in terms of that?

Scott: Well if we get into it we’re going to go in and actually clean the ditch I mean remove silt and the whole nine yards, I’ve got to get permits from the corps, DNR and IDEM. We can go in and grind the brush down anytime we want to that is no problem.

Jim B: I think that right there alone is just the log jams and the debris that’s going to really…….

Scott: Here is the mouth of Wright Ditch (showing pictures of huge log jams) this is right where it comes into Pigeon Creek and most of that stuff is floating. It’s about 200 feet long and it’s impacted it’s been there probably about 2 years.

Nova Conner:  So Scott would it help to clean it, what is your recommendation?

Scott: Well, the first thing I’d do is I mean you know you’ve got some overgrowth over in the agricultural area where there are willows and things like that coming up. One thing we can do real quick is to go in and grind that down.
Nova Conner: And that would help for this.

Scott: Yes that would help.

Biggerstaff: And we have the means I do represent Presley Lands Speed Park, Inc. out of California and this is part of an overall plan project and there are you know as far as making contributions to the ….you know getting this problem alleviated because what it does it drops our overall retention area and it makes us a more seasonal development. And also it does help the whole Town of Chandler by cleaning this drainage way in fact 2/3 of Chandler drains through this on that Western area. So that’s one of the things that we are saying that if we can get this done and get this area then we can make this a very desirable area for our people to go in here and…..
Nova Conner: So you’re saying that you might have funds available to help with that?

Biggerstaff: Well we can’t get on somebody else’s property we take care of all our own properties that’s not a problem. But it is a legal drain so I feel like that’s a responsibility for the Drainage Board to come up with what we need to do and it hasn’t been touched in many many many years and I think that what we have planned here will contribute an awful lot to the community and it will be a very beautiful development.

Scott: I’d say the first thing we do is go in and grind all the brush down and get the obstructions out of the low end, getting the jam out of Pigeon Creek is probably going to help but I mean we’ve got to bear in mind that we can improve Wright Ditch to a certain point but we’re still looking at the situation where when Pigeon Creek comes up, I’m talking about there is an 11 hour delay from Gibson County to here when that water comes down. You go down to the railroad trestle there West of Chandler and watch that water run backwards. It will come out and flood over Telephone Road and it may recede and it might come back up again when that water hits it. So I mean Pigeon Creek is a big flood plain.
Phil Baxter: Hopefully we’re going to have bids later in the year to do Pigeon and that will affect this area a whole lot as you know but of course we’re not going to be able to work on it this year anyway. Moneywise for one reason but it needs work that is pretty evident.

Biggerstaff: Yeah, if we can get it all cleaned out and the other thing we’ve did a preliminary design on see we can levy a portion of our property but we have to get the water out of there see and of course this affects the West side of Chandler but if we can get the drainage out of there instead of using it as a holding area you get it down to Pigeon Creek then we could drop this elevation pretty good and I think alleviate a lot of drainage problems in that area that’s been there for 30-40 years.

Phil Baxter: Yeah, but if we don’t get Pigeon taken care of first it wouldn’t make any difference what we did up here.

Biggerstaff: Sure, that’s right and as far as Wright Ditch on our properties that’s not a problem we can have the equipment to do whatever we need to do but we need guidelines and recommendations from the Drainage Board and I think the Baker Corporation owns the majority of the other property there and that’s where some of these ….Scott pointed out where the log jams are and everything else.
Phil Baxter: I for one would be in favor of cleaning it out.

Don Williams:  Absolutely.

Nova Conner:  So he wants to do the grinding and……

Phil Baxter:  Especially if we can get that development in there.

Biggerstaff: We’ve got no problem on the East side of Towpath Road I mean we’re probably about a half a mile there so there’s no problem doing any of that.

Nova Conner; So budget wise we can do this too?

Scott: Yeah, I think so, a grinding job usually doesn’t run all that much and then it needs to be sprayed for broadleaf control.

Biggerstaff: Well, we’ve got close to a year of planning in this project, we’re just in the planning stage now so and this is one of the issues that came up with the lending institutions out of Chicago.

It was discussed whether a motion was needed.

Phil Baxter: Are we sure that just the grinding will take care of it without cleaning?

Scott: It will help.

Phil Baxter: I wouldn’t mind at this point to if we wanted to give approval to get bids and maybe start it sometime after the first of the year.

Don Williams:  I don’t have a problem with that either but if it needs cleaned out there is no sense grinding and then come back later and clean it out.
Phil Baxter: That was my question.

Nova Conner:  Well, they would have to grind if they clean anyhow will they not?

Don Williams: I think we need to look what needs to be done there, if it’s just grinding fine if parts of it needs grinding and cleaning then we get all that in a bid package.

Nova Conner:  Do we have to wait until the first of the year, I mean is that something that could be……

Don Williams: We have to have money to pay for it.

Scott: Well, if we’re going to go ahead and excavate we’re going to have to get permits.

Don Williams:  It could take months to get permits from the Army Corps though. I think applying for those permits would be a good idea, Scott you know you and Jim if you apply for those permits at least get the ball rolling because you know it could take months.
Nova Conner: There’s nothing we can do until we get those?

Jim Niemeyer: Not if we’re going to clean it.

Mr. Biggerstaff explained that it takes months to get the permits and then you have a very short window to get it done.

Phil Baxter: It’s just my concern is the grinding, it would be great if that took care of it.
Nova Conner:  But I mean your saying that would be a start that would be a help.

Biggerstaff: That would at least get this water discharged out of here.

Scott: One thing we definitely need to do right now before the excavator or anything else is there are obstructions you know that are downstream from Towpath Road we need to get somebody in and get those out. It’s just a matter of pulling that stuff out it’s about 700 feet.

Biggerstaff:  We can handle our own we just need a designed recommended by the Drainage Board.

Nova Conner: So it would be in the budget to get started on the grinding?

Scott: Well, if they want to hold off on the grinding, I’m fine with that but I’m saying that we do need to go down and get the obstructions out of the low end at the wooded area by Towpath.

Jim Niemeyer: Just remove the jams.

Nova Conner:  And that can be done?

Scott: Yeah and all that stuff needs to come out of the mouth of the ditch down there by Pigeon Creek because the contractor is going to be working on Pigeon probably won’t be able to reach that.

Nova Conner:  So are you saying that’s all we’re going to do now and we’ve got the money to do it?

Scott: Whatever the Board wished to entertain, I’m saying grinding doesn’t have to be done up to that agricultural area but in the area downstream from Towpath we definitely need to get the obstructions out, get the mouth of the ditch open and there are some trees down there that are kind of leaning they are probably going to fall and they should be cut off and removed.

Don Williams:  Why don’t we have the Surveyor’s Office put a step by step proposal for what we need to do down there for the next meeting. Then we’ve got it in front of us in writing and we can look at it and do something. Is that okay? Do we need a motion?

Thank you, Jim.

Nova Conner: I guess I don’t understand why we just can’t go ahead do that pending.

Don Williams: I kind of like to know what needs to be done before I make a motion.

Nova Conner: I mean I think he’s telling you what needs to be done.

Phil Baxter: For one thing if we go ahead and do Pigeon we won’t have any money left do we Jim?

Everybody was talking at the same time and only bits and pieces of what everyone was saying was audible. There was discussion that everyone was in agreement that it needs to be done. Mr. Biggerstaff stated that his clients were very interested in this and are proposing a lot of money to get it going.
Don Williams: With the money situation you know two weeks until we get out ducks lined up is not going to hurt anything.

Nova Conner:  It’s up to you I think in terms of that they have money in the budget and they know what to do, I would just like to get started on it. But that’s up to you.

Don Williams: I didn’t hear that we had money in the budget.

Nova Conner; Do we have money in the budget to do this?

Scott: By the time we get everything set up we’ll be coming out of next year’s budget and we’ll transfer the money that’s left over in this year’s budget to roll over into it so it shouldn’t be a problem.

Biggerstaff: David I can follow up on that abandoned property situation, I talked to Dennis Dewey and Weyerbacher on that, they are the one that came up with that idea. I don’t know who we need to address that to later.
Commissioner Baxter asked a gentleman in the audience if he had anything to say and to please state his name and address.

Terry Fisher: Hi, my name is Terry Fisher, I’m the MS4 coordinator for the Town of Chandler, I’m taking over Jerry Gills job. I thank you for this opportunity to speak to you. I went on the think map and made up some diagrams of this same situation we’re talking about here for this ditch. It shows areas in Chandler where it actually drains that way and it shows they are legal drains and which sections of the town drains to each one. I had a citizen call me that lives on Heim Road and she actually lives in the County but since we annexed some of that area we are responsible for some of the drainage there and they were complaining about that drainage from the south side of the orange area there where that goes by the Hobby Horse Farms. It goes back into there and then comes back into their property, her name is Mrs. Julie Lockyear some of you may be familiar with her and she was told that it was our responsibility for her water because it wasn’t getting away from there. If you will notice on the drawing in the pink section down there where I have a straight line drawn from Heim Road that is all private property that belongs to a farmer in there and we are in the process now of trying to clean out that ditch to help relieve those people in that area. They are actually County people to get rid of that water we are kind of getting into the same issues as you were talking about with going on private property and doing the work so our attorney Anthony Long is looking into that. We are going to try to take care of this area and we’d appreciate it if you would try to help us out with Wright Ditch because we think that would be a great asset for the Town of Chandler if we could get that ditch cleaned. I thank you for your time.
Don Williams: I think all of us are for that.

TANGLEWOOD STUDY REPORT:
Bobby Howard: I just wanted to follow up from last meeting when we discussed the preliminary report for the Tanglewood drainage study. I do have as directed from last meeting the agreement with Bernardin and Lochmueller to finish that up and go to final construction plans. They believe they can get this….we’ll have a public meeting tentatively scheduled for October 29th if this is approved and we can receive bids on December 10, 2008 for this job to correct the drainage problems that have plagued Tanglewood Subdivision for many years now. The project total is a lump sum fee not to exceed $29,500.00 and I put this before you for approval. I’ve asked….
Don Williams:  What was the date of the bid again?

Bobby: To open the bids would be December 10, 2008. And we will work to see if we can get it any faster but that is the preliminary schedule right now that they are able to work with.

Don Williams: It is going to be good to get those problems taken care of down there. I would move to approve this.

Nova Conner; I will second it.

Motion was made and seconded to approve Tanglewood study. Motion passed 4-0.

David Zengler: There is a contract here that I have reviewed I think there is no problem with the legal……

Bobby: There is only one signature block so is it alright if the President signs on behalf of the Board?

David; As long as you’re satisfied with the scope of services, I have no problems with the legal…..

Don Williams:  Bobby, did you go over all that?

Bobby: Yes, I went over everything.

Don Williams:  Any problem with anything?

Bobby: No

Don Williams:  I would move that we have Phil our President sign the contract with BLA for Tanglewood.

Bobby: The only other thing is what I call our good housekeeping phase of the project to meet our minimum control measures in house we have worked on 13 separate projects and maintenance 8 of those have been culvert repair and replacement projects to eliminate sediment from entering our system. Four projects were to improve flooding issues, we have three more projects under design currently and four are pending, we are waiting on either temporary right of entry form or in some cases they are driveways that the owners are going to pay for those structures and once we get those we can schedule those for construction as well and we hope to have…..we have three scheduled projects right now that we are hoping to have finished up by early November to go with the 13 we’ve already completed. That is all I have.

Nova Conner: Bobby, can I ask a question in terms of the ordinances?

Bobby: I’m meeting with Henry tomorrow morning to go over the changes and so he can have a new draft printed up.

Phil Baxter: Anything else?

Nova Conner:  I would just like a clear understanding on what the expectations are on Wright Ditch.

Don Williams:  As soon as they get a step by step laid out I hope we approve it and go forward with it. I just want it laid out because they kept saying we need to do this and do this and do this, I guess I’m more of a visual person and I need to see it.

Nova Conner: That’s fine I just wanted to make sure he knows what the expectations are because I really do want to get it moving.

Don Williams:  Absolutely.

Scott: Treetops are out of Wires Ditch.

Don Williams: Move to adjourn.

Nova Conner:  Second

Motion was made and seconded to adjourn. Motion passed 3-0.
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
