&

DEPARTMENT OF STORM WATER

MINUTES

November 26, 2008

The Warrick County Drainage Board and Storm water Management met in regular session with President Phillip H. Baxter presiding; also present were Nova Conner, Vice-President; Don Williams, Secretary; Scott Holder, Deputy Surveyor; Noelle Mominee sitting in for Director of Storm Water and David Zengler, Attorney for Boards.

Those in the audience were Dick Kabrick, Harold Martin and Thomas Keith.

Phil Baxter:  The Warrick County Drainage Board and Storm Water will now come to order.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

Phil Baxter: The first thing on the agenda is the approval of minutes from November 12, 2008.

Don Williams:  Move to approve.

Nova Conner:  Second

Motion was made and seconded to approve minutes. Motion passed 3-0.

WYNGAGE SUBDIVISION:

Scott: We have Mr. Tom Keith here from Easley Engineering. We talked this over with Bobby and Noelle and before we can give it a blessing we have to see an as-built of the basin itself so we know that we have adequate capacity and Tom has indicated that they are willing to do that and are asking to get approval of this revision subject to our giving our blessing.

Mr. Keith: Providing you with a satisfactory as-built indicating that we have sufficient retention volume.

Scott: I have no problem with that because that still gives us control, is that all right with you Noelle?

Noelle: It’s really up to you guys, you’re giving approval before he gives you actual as-builts.
Mr. Keith: Just approval on the revision on setting aside this ground instead of being a wet ponded dry pond and a revised release structure.

Don Williams:  Contingent on the approval of the as-built.

Scott: The only variable I see based on the weir design assuming that we don’t have sufficient capacity we’d simply have to raise the weir.

Mr. Keith: Correct.

Nova Conner;  Well, is that due to time, I mean is that why we’re….

Mr. Keith: Probably more due to the fact that my surveyors are hunters and it’s been good weather and trying to get a crew scheduled to go out and get the surveying done and do their hunting, I’ve had a problem. It’s Easley Engineering’s problem trying to get a crew out there.

Phil Baxter: What are the wishes of the Board?

Don Williams:  I don’t have a problem as long as we get the as-builts, so I would make a motion that we approve contingent on the as-builts being acceptable.
Nova Conner;  And Scott are you going to make sure that happens? Scott answered yes. Okay second.

Motion was made and second with contingent. Motion passed 3-0.

WIRES DITCH:

Scott: We’ve got Wires Ditch, Lavern McDaniel, I don’t think Mr. McDaniel has come in.
Don Williams:  Do you want to just skip him and go on?

Scott: Yes, I mean we had a conversation out there and he’s sort of admitted out there that the damage to the fence wasn’t really significant and my primary concern or the primary concern of anybody in the surveyors office that comes there to maintain it again is at some point he may want to put live stock in there and I’d like to see that fence moved back. But of course if he doesn’t wish to come in and communicate about it then that is something that will have to be dealt with at the time he shows up.

STOLLBERG DITCH:

Scott: Stollberg Ditch,  I had a report that water was coming up in there again and I did go and investigate it and found one beaver dam which is not all that high yet but I did notice that water was impounded downstream from there. I walked in and found two compacted log jams that is getting pretty close to the mouth of Pigeon Creek. There was also a little bit of damage left behind by where a logger had a temporary crossing, I had told all the contractors prior to the bid going out on Pigeon Creek that I may come up at some point and say look I’ve run into a situation here, your near the site so I’d like you to shoot me a good price and I’ve discussed this with Henry and his price to deal with all these issues including the beaver dam and the two log jams will be $400.00, is that acceptable to the Board?

Don Williams: Does he have other work he’s going to be doing in the area?

Scott: Yes, he will be going all the way through on Pigeon Creek.

Don Williams:  I was going to say that is pretty reasonable. He will take care of the beaver dam and both log jams? Do you need a motion?

Scott: Matter of fact Jerry Joe Barnett trapped the beaver yesterday. (There was more discussion about beavers and their dams.)
Nova Conner:  It’s $450.00 I mean what do they charge, is it per beaver?

Scott: He charges a pretty reasonable price, I’ve got one of his claims here. The $450.00 is for 7 beavers at $50.00 each. I’d say he earns his fifty bucks. 

There was other discussion about Mr. Barnett and the good work that he does.

CLAIMS:
BLUEGRASS & PIGEON CREEK:

To avoid confusion  I understand that Bluegrass Creek was previously approved, I talked to Cheryl and although she had it in the minutes as being approved Henry had never submitted the bill, we checked with the auditors office and the claim was never submitted, so the claim on Bluegrass creek is good to go now the claim on Pigeon Creek that will be issued with a hold notice to the auditor so that money won’t be paid until its done. I suspect that he will be done before the first of the year.

Mitchem Ditch claim is for the extra footage that he did there.

Payment to Bernardin Lochmueller for the drainage ordinance which at this point they say is 99% complete so that means 96% maybe.

Mulzer Crushed Stone that was for rip rap that was delivered up to Wires Ditch.

Reimbursement to the treasurer for mileage and those are the claims we need to get approved and signed. Any questions?

Don Williams:  Is this total correct? $144,641.32. I didn’t see anything about reimbursing the treasurer on here.

Scott: That is for gasoline. Don’t ask me how it works, I just put the gasoline in the truck

Phil Baxter: Where is it? It’s not on the claims sheet?

Nova Conner:  I don’t see that one either.

Phil Baxter: It’s not on the claims, that’s what we’re talking about.
Don Williams:  Has it been advertised?

Scott: Well, you’re asking me a question that I don’t know, this was all handed to me before she left for vacation, so when you ask me is it advertised, that’s a question I can’t answer. We could table that until the next meeting.

Phil Baxter: I don’t know how we would table it because it is not on the claims list.

Nova Conner: It’s not on there can we just do it at the next meeting?

Don Williams: Yes, just put it on next meetings claims.

Nova Conner:  I make a motion to pay the claims in the amount of $144,641.32.

Don Williams:  As presented, I second the motion.

Motion was made and seconded to pay the claims as submitted. Motion carried 3-0.

Scott: I’ve got some more business for the Board, I talked to Phil about this this morning.
SUGAR CREEK:

Scott: This is a picture of trees in Sugar Creek and this is not a small creek, it’s about the size of Polkberry Creek or little Pigeon, that is a big tree and a big root wad. What I would like to do in order to expedite that and get these done as soon as possible and get the claims in is to do these jobs basically without writing up a whole lot of specifications, I’ll take the contractors up and go over it with them and tell them what I expect. 

GENE MICHEL PROPERTY-COLES CREEK:
This is the other job that involves about 12,195 feet, this is Gene Michel’s property. I obtained signed waivers of consent of a hearing because this fellow happens to be a lawyer….

Nova Conner:  So it’s going to be this whole thing?

Scott: Yes, which is mainly, they came through and cleared the east bank, the west bank was left overgrown with trees. The idea is to grind the west bank down and try and re-stabilize the eastern bank and do a little channelization down here on this end.
Nova Conner:  Where is this?

Scott: This would be Taylorville Road so this is Coles Creek.
Nova Conner: What are we talking about in terms of cost?

Scott: I’d say we’re going to run right at about what is left in the budget which is about $30,000.00 by the time I figure both of those jobs. I can’t tell you for a hundred percent for certain but the idea here in my mind even if that cost runs a little higher, I will be giving these contractors to understand that they can submit a claim if you’re done the idea is to get the monies encumbered. Now whatever could not be encumbered, say it was in excess of the budget then that money would be issued next year. I think that is the easiest way to make it simple for Phil in his transition he won’t have to ask to re-appropriate anything from the previous year.
Nova Conner:  So you’re talking about $30,000.00 for both of these, is that what you’re saying?

Scott: Probably not quite that much, but I’m not going to under estimate either. That is a big tree and I told Mr. Raber that I would get that root wad cut off and moved and if you want to leave the wood sitting there I may have a little time to cut some of it off and take care of some firewood.

Don Williams:  How much did you say you thought you had left in the budget?

Scott: Around $30,000.00.

Nova Conner: So you think this might be close to that or it might exceed?

Don Williams:  It might be a little over, if they charge $2.50 per linear foot it’s going to be $30,490.00. It will be close.       

Phil Baxter:  It might be a little less.

Don Williams:  You’re planning on bidding it out, Scott?

Scott: It won’t be a bid it will be an informal quote because it certainly not going to run over $50,000.00. I really doubt if it’s going to run too much over $25,000.00. It just depends on who gets the bid.

Don Williams:  I can’t remember anybody bidding any less than $2.50 per linear foot in a long time.
Scott: And you may be right and to be honest, you know I gave you a total footage when this was initially discussed that area down there where you see that crooked area at the channelization. It’s quite likely that I might take that portion out as Quentin Stahl owns that ground and when I spoke to Quentin about it he had specific requests, he didn’t want those trees ground, he wanted them sheared and not every contractor has a tree shear. Henry may be exceptionally busy working on Pigeon Creek. So more than likely I am going to use my judgment and I will probably stop right there at Quentin’s line and take that portion out, that should keep the cost down a little because I gave Quentin my word that the trees wouldn’t be ground up because he is wanting to dispose of them himself. I can’t give my word if I’m not here to carry it out.
Nova Conner: I make a motion to approve these two projects.

Don Williams:  I’ll second.

Motion was made and seconded to approve two projects. Motion carried 3-0.

DEPARTMENT OF STORM WATER

PROJECTS UPDATE:

Noelle: We’re really just going back to the projects we’ve done before and making sure the sediment you know we bring back more dirt, seed it, straw it and make sure everything’s just complete on the projects we’ve done so far this year.

CITIZENS REQUEST:

WYNTREE VILLAS

Noelle:  Mr. Kabrick from Wyntree Villas had called about maybe seeing if the Storm Water Department could help with some erosion control that they need to do around their basin. Do you want to come up and discuss what is going on?

Mr. Kabrick: Thank you, my name is Dick Kabrick and I’m President of Wyntree Villas owner association and we are a 40-unit condominium association right behind the showplace cinema in Newburgh and we’ve got a retention pond on our property of about nine tenths of an acre and because of increased construction more buildings and more blacktop to the north and northeast of us, we are getting a lot of water in there. It is washing out and I’ve got some pictures here. It is washing out the inlets and the drainage runways into the retention pond and we are wondering if there is anything from the County that would be able to help us or is that something that is strictly our responsibility? We maintain the pond and keep it mowed, we’ve got pine trees around it but it is washing out pretty good. Scott has been there and he has seen it and she has seen it.
Scott: It was an answer that I could not answer even though I thought he had legitimate issues. There are some issues with the discharge pipe on that lake. Has that gentleman contacted you regarding that?

Mr. Kabrick: No, he has not.

Scott: I was called yesterday, I don’t remember the man’s name but I did give him yours, beyond that I don’t know what…apparently Jim talked to Henry and Henry talked to this fellow because Henry is going to be real busy.
Mr. Kabrick: So Henry was at one point and time looking at replacing that discharge pipe.

Scott: He’s been there and he’s seen it. I just looked at it this morning and it’s in pretty sad shape, corrugated metal pipes about 15-inch pipe……
Mr. Kabrick: All that water from the Wyntree…from the showplace cinema, all that parking area and all them strip malls that are going up the new Turoni’s restaurant, all that up in there is all coming down and coming into us and it’s pushing a lot of water down there. We did have a couple of estimates, one of them was from Floyd Staub, he was the person that put the retention pond in originally and he gave us an estimate of $3,500.00.

Don Williams:  Was that for the overflow, Sir?

Mr. Kabrick: No this is for the inlet of the water coming in, there is some rip rap drainage areas and he gave us an estimate of $3,500.00 for the one place on the northeast corner and then the other estimate I have attached there is for both corners as they are both washing out and his bid was $3,600.00 for both areas coming in.

Noelle: I did go look at it and I did review the drainage plans and that is what it’s supposed to take. I mean the water there is what it is supposed to take, it was designed to take those building that weren’t there before but now that they are there they are all into one pipe system that comes out on the northeast corner, there’s a concrete lined ditch that that pipe runs out into the pond. So it’s not carrying more water than what it’s designed for. There is substantial erosion, I don’t know if it’s the Storm Water Departments, if they want to take that issue on for all basins. I think maybe we can look at other options, I’m not quite sure if you’ve talked to all the other commercial sites that are around there to see if they would be willing to help.
Mr. Kabrick: I’ve tried and I’m not getting any answer back from any of them..

Noelle: And I don’t know if there’s anything that maybe we can do from that standpoint to see if they would be willing to……

Don Williams:  It sounds like something our crew could do without too much difficulty, to be honest with you.

Mr. Kabrick: It involves as we see it, it involves taking the rip rap off and put a swag…it is pretty well flat, it just needs swags and then put the rip rap back is essentially what it needs, I think it’s like a 75-foot area on each corner that needs it done.

Don Williams:  Do you know what he’s talking about, Noelle?

Noelle: Yes

Don Williams: Can that be done with a little excavator?

Noelle: Yes

Don Williams:  I would like for you and Bobby to look at that. Has Bobby given you any input on that as our Storm Water Director?

Noelle:  What we talked about was we don’t mind doing it if that is your guys wishes, the issue I that I think what we have is if we do one where do we draw the line because there is lots of erosion control issues and it would just be up to the Board you know to say if we……
Don Williams:  Well, erosion control issues is one of the Storm water areas, is it not? I thought that was part of it. I could be wrong.

Phil Baxter:  On storm basins?

Don Williams:  That I’m not sure of. Erosion is erosion.

Noelle: It’s really we’re in charge of erosion control for construction, pre and post and also trying to educate the citizens on what they can do to help the erosion control. As far as where you guys see where you know what work we do and what we don’t is really up to you guys.

Don Williams:   Well, we could approve this as a training for our two guys to see if they are capable of that, I mean it could be a one time…..

Phil Baxter: I’d have to go look at it. (Commissioners Williams and Baxter were talking but their conversation was inaudible.)

Scott: There would be one other question that I want to ask while you’re here because this is really one of the primary concerns, Noelle also looked at it, is the outlet structure for the pond. Now is this structure something that you are willing to purchase through your homeowners association?

Mr. Kabrick; That new drain?
Scott: Yes over where the pond outlets into Edwards Ditch there on the west side.

Mr. Kabrick: That is something we could look at  we haven’t discussed the idea we have no way of knowing what we’re talking about in numbers or anything.

Scott: I mean in my mind I’m just saying if anybody disagrees speak up but it would seem like if they are willing to purchase materials to install that pipe and we do decide to have a crew out there that is something that should be done while they’re there.

Mr. Kabirck: I think that is something we could seriously consider.

Scott: When did you take over the maintenance of this basin?

Mr. Kabrick: We took over January 1, 2007 as the association, prior to that it was the developers. This was approved in August of 2003 and since then we’ve had all that construction. We will do whatever we can to cooperate.

Phil Baxter: I’d like to go out and look at this and we’ll bring it up at the next meeting, which will be December 10th at the same time.

Mr. Kabrick: Would it be helpful if we would be here for that meeting, will there be any questions?
Phil Baxter: If you can.

Harold Martin: I would like to give some input. My name is Harold Martin and I have lived there since December 2005 and it’s designed  where the output is where the water got too high it would go over at the dam at that point and the three times we have the 5-inch rains in 2006 the pond functioned as designed as engineered. So the design and everything about the pond, it really works and that water will come up 6-8 feet and then when you wake up the next morning, its all gone. The two areas we’re talking about is, we tried…the developer tried to put the rock in and do that but he didn’t understand what was going to happen down the road and that is why when you come out to see it you’ll understand.

Mr. Kabrick: Even though the construction people around the area do their best to put up these little black barriers, the other day when we had that pretty good rain the mud came flowing from the new Turoni’s that is being built. We appreciate you taking a look at it.

Phil Baxter: Thank you. I guess that is what your making a note on, Noelle the mud from Turoni’s?

Nova Conner: Does that make it a storm water issue?

Phil Baxter: Yes.

David Zengler: I will report back next meeting, let me look at the ordinance on that before we go down that road on Storm water because we could be……

Don Williams:  I agree because we could be opening up and setting a precedence.

Phil Baxter: Anything else, Noelle?

Don Williams:  Move to adjourn.

Nova Conner: Second

Motion and second to adjourn meeting. Motion carried 3-0.
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
