WARRICK COUNTY DRAINAGE BOARD

& 

DEPARTMENT OF STORM WATER MANAGEMENT

JUNE 25, 2008

2:30 P.M.

The Warrick County Drainage Board and Department of storm water Management met in regular session with President Phillip H. Baxter, presiding also in attendance were Nova Conner, Vice-President, James E. Niemeyer, Surveyor, Bobby Howard, Director of Storm water Management and David K. Zengler, Attorney for Boards.

Minutes were recorded and transcribed by Cheryl D. Embry.

Those present in the audience were Leon Corressell, Joe Veatch and Joy Veatch.
Phil Baxter: The Warrick County Drainage Board and Department of Storm Water Management, June 25, 2008 will now come to order.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

Phil Baxter: First on the agenda is the approval of minutes from June 11th.

Nova Conner:  Motion to approve.

Phil Baxter:  Second.

Motion was made and seconded to approve minutes. Motion carried 2-0.

BLUEGRASS CREEK:

Jim Niemeyer: We have a couple of items for discussion, first is Bluegrass Creek, which is a legal drain that runs south of Elberfeld and I was directed to get an estimate of cost to clean at least a portion of that ditch. It is about 2,500 feet in length and it all needs to be ground down and the slope set at about 2:1. I’ve got an estimate here from Mr. Bigge, I did not open it.

Nova Conner: You only received one?

Jim Niemeyer:  That’s all I ask, I was just told to get an estimate so if we need to bid it we’ll just have to go out for bids.

David Zengler: From Bigge Excavating a job quote for Bluegrass Creek, grind all brush and trees on ditch bank and remove stumps straighten ditch to original flow line and cut slopes to 2:1. Spoile may be spread at a later date to avoid damaging crops. Cost per foot $.3.50 total for 6,000 feet $21,000.00.

Jim Niemeyer: But if we only do a portion of that it will be accordingly less.

Nova Conner: The portion that you are talking about is the one that we were concerned about.

Jim Niemeyer: Yes, that’s the bad one. The one that begins at the bridge that is pretty clean. North of the bridge sometime that will need attention but not right now.

Nova Conner: But your saying the 21,000, is that cleaning it all?

Jim Niemeyer: The entire ditch. If we want to do all of it it will be at that rate.

Nova Conner: He’s talking about I think….you’re saying the 2,500 feet to clean. What was he saying he was charging….. $3.50 per foot.

So it will definitely be a considerable amount.

Jim Niemeyer All right so it’s whatever you decide we can do it or go out for bids. But it’s going to be hard to beat that.

Nova Conner: Phil, do you want to wait and get Don’s input on this before we make that decision or do you feel comfortable…….

Phil Baxter: Let’s table it until the first meeting of next month. I move that we table until July 9, 2008.
Nova Conner:  Second.

Motion was made and seconded to table. Motion passed 2-0.

SCHNUCKS-EDWARDS DITCH:
Jim Niemeyer: The next item is the maintenance on Edwards Ditch extension which runs behind Schnucks Food Store. I sent out bids to three (3) parties and I only received replies from one (1) and only one showed up at the pre-bid meeting.

David Zengler:  Bid for Edwards Ditch extension, grind all trees and brush in waterway and on slopes. Grind brush and trees on south side of bank where possible. All brush and trees and grindings will be removed from site. Remove silt, sediment and debried from ditch and cut banks back to original grade. All spoils removed during excavating will be removed from site.

Warrick County Surveyor will provide suitable site for spoils. All work will be preformed to general specifications provided by Warrick County Surveyor.

Cost for job per foot $12.50. Total cost for 1750 feet $21,875.00.

Jim Niemeyer: I can add and make some comments if you wish why it’s higher than what we normally receive is that it’s going to be slow work. There is very little room to work and every bit of spoil or brush will have to be hauled, there is just no other way. And on the east end we’re going to have to rent a small back hoe track type because it’s just to narrow to get a big machine in there. But once done and I certainly recommend that we go ahead and apply mulch to it, the spray type as that will stabilize the banks because in certain areas they are starting to slough. It’s a fine silt and we need to straighten a portion a little, the northeast corner needs a lot of work to clean it and then it needs to be rip rapped because the velocity of the water is pretty high coming around there. We will need to remove a choke there at the bridge on Burch Drive to eliminate the slow down there. But those are my comments.
Nova Conner: What kind of cost are we looking at for that, Jim?

Jim Niemeyer: For the whole thing is $22,000.00.

Nova Conner: Is this the things that we are going to do afterwards?

Jim Niemeyer: If we mulch it, it will run a $1.30 a yard.

Nova Conner: So you don’t feel like any of that’s going to be an issue?

Jim Niemeyer: Yes, and I think it should be done. We’ll need a certain amount of rip rap and probably estimate about 10 loads.

Nova Conner:  So what are we looking at price wise?

Jim Niemeyer: I’m not sure what it is.

Nova Conner:  Do you know, Bobby?

Phil Baxter: It’s not figured in this?

Jim Niemeyer:  No.

Nova Conner: This is just them doing the basic work and then us doing the rest.

Jim Niemeyer: If we buy it we’ll save money because otherwise we’ll have to pay 15% handling charge.

Nova Conner:  I know that this is been something that’s been you know on our agenda for how long?

Jim Niemeyer: A long time and this is the first time we’ve been able to get in it because the water is down and there are a lot of trees in there that need to come down and they are going to fall, They will either fall on the apartment complex or on the condo complex and this material will either have to come up here to the Boonville Landfill or there’s one a short distance from there, I was told and they would have no charge for the disposal of the material.

Nova Conner: Now in terms of…is this something that Steve has reviewed, I mean in terms of what we are doing?

Jim Niemeyer: Yes and Henry Nodarse the engineer for Bernardin and Lochmueller visited at the site with us the day of the bidding and he had a quite different, a higher price than what we were bid for than Henry Bigge bid for, quite a bit. So all I’m saying is I think looking at the constraints on the job I think it’s a good price.

Phil Baxter: I’ll agree but it was put out for bid and only one (1) out of the three (3) gave us a price so I’d move we accept the $21,875.00 for this ditch.

Nova Conner:  I second.

Motion was made and seconded to accept bid. Motion passed 2-0.

Jim Niemeyer: I receive a telephone calls 2-3 times a month about that ditch, so they will be happy.
BLUEGRASS CREEK:

Phil Baxter:  Jim, on Bluegrass if you don’t care I would like for you to see if you can get some bids on it and see if you can get them by first meeting of next month please. Because I  would like to have it 2-3 bids on it if we can.

COLONIAL HILLS SUBDIVISION: LEON CORRESSELL:

Leon Corressell: Leon Corressell 10933 Williamsburg Court Newburgh Colonial Hills Subdivision. I’ve been up here several times in the last 4-5 years pleading for some help. I live on the Northwest corner that’s the closest to 164 back in the subdivision along Fall Creek. The problem is bad it’s going to get worse. I talked to Don Williams about it he said he would be out of town this week that he couldn’t be here. I’ve talked to Jim about it and Jim was out there and I think he’ll realize what the problem is. They are starting to build houses behind me now, I’ve been there for 32 years, I’ve never had a water problem like this before and it’s going to get worse. They framed the second house yesterday, they hauled a bunch of dirt in there a few years ago and now they are hauling more dirt in. When they build these homes Jagoe is building some now, they go 6 blocks all right, it’s already high and now they are hauling more dirt in to bring it up to the six blocks. All that water runs, it has no place to go so it runs over on me and I have been asking and pleading for a ditch of some type to run from the corner, the end of Fall Creek to Howards Ditch. I know it’s not a legal drain but I thought maybe we could do something with the Waste Water Management of this new deal we got going.
Phil Baxter: What’s the length of that, did you measure it?

Jim Niemeyer: It’s probably about 600 to 800 feet in length. What needs to be done is a swale cut on the….from the corner of his property all the way south and that’s to that new development there you know where the Off the Wall Sports was and there is nothing. Part of the approval for that whole project out there was contingent upon a berm and a swale to be built and that was in two parts if you recall and that would take care of it.

Phil Baxter: Yes I do.

Jim Niemeyer: It’s not as far as the swale is concerned a big deal. There used to be a drain that ran from the Northwest corner of his property south, it was cut by a farmer and he took it so far and he quit, well that took care of some of the water but now it’s all filled up cause it has to flow south and Howard-Williams Ditch comes in there.
Phil Baxter: When that was approved wasn’t that one of the conditions that the berm and the swale be put in there?

Jim Niemeyer: Yes.

Mr. Corressell: Yes, that was the plat.

Phil Baxter: But was it not put in there?

Mr. Corressell: No, see I been on Jim Morley, Jr. on this when he was engineering this, when Mr. Sterchi was first talking abut this subdivision. If you look at pictures there and you can see the engineering that’s been done, it’s not working. All the water is running down the swale coming over on me and my neighbor, like Jim said a farmer many years ago when they used to farm that took a grader blade on the back of his tractor and kind of made a little swale past the pines and that’s as far. Now South of those pines it’s grown up in brush and it’s got no place to go, it just lays there. Then when you get heavy rains it just keeps falling back more on me and my neighbor, it has no place to go.

Phil Baxter: Have you talked to Jim? (Morley)

Jim Niemeyer: No, I just spoke with him (Mr. Corressell) a couple of days ago.

Phil Baxter: Okay, if you don’t care why don’t you get with him and ask him to explain why this hasn’t been done. Bobby if you’re in that area sometime before the next meeting if you could make us a report also.

Mr. Corressell: It’s going to get worse, I mean you have to walk up a hill to get to these houses and there is going to be more dirt hauled in there when they get ready to seed and sod it.

Phil Baxter:  I remember the meeting when we approved this with those….

Nova Conner: I can too if I’m thinking of the right one. Bobby, is there a certain well or whoever, is there a certain time length on that, I mean that they have to have, they don’t  have an option of not doing it but is there an………………

Bobby: I’ll check and see where we are with that, I don’t know what’s been going on.

Mr. Corressell: I’m going by memory but I was up here at some of those meetings when Jim Morley come up here and spoke and they wanted to plat that area but I think Don said no because of the water problems we’ve got there already. But we’re creating more water problems for me and neighbors and other people so somethings got to be done. I don’t have flood insurance, I don’t intend on buying flooding insurance but I mean if you get one of these heavy rains and luckily we haven’t had one since these houses have been built. They are building some east of me also and there are going to be some all along 164 and there’s going to be more behind me. (Mr. Corressell showed the board some pictures and explained the pictures to them). Jim Morley said we’ll put a dam around it and as you can see it’s broke through it twice but if it doesn’t break through, it will come over the top of it and then run down that swale and then come over on me. I just think if we had a ditch there it wouldn’t be as bad.
Phil Baxter: Okay we’ll do some investigating and we’ll put you back on the agenda on the 9th of July. Thank you.

FUTURE PROJECTS DISCUSSION:

Jim Niemeyer: I’ve listed some future projects for discussion and there are a number of them there. I don’t really need to go into the details but most of them require grinding and cleaning of sediment and so forth. In all I wanted to bring out that there is 42,800 feet. If we get some relief from the County on the invoice they sent to me for cleaning Edwards Ditch we can probably make that and we can get that cleaned out.
Nova Conner: Jim, these are ones that you personally went out and inspected in terms of…..

Jim Niemeyer: Yes, I’ve got a whole summery of them here and the estimated footage which was taken from aerials.

Nova Conner: And are these in areas where we are having some flooding.

Jim Niemeyer:  Well, we get a lot of wash-outs in those area, it’s up in the areas of Little Pigeon Creek up there in the Northeast part, they don’t get much attention up there but they really have some deep ditches that have a lot of water flow when it rains and we could spend a lot of time up there in that Little Pigeon Creek but a lot of that work is going to require permits from DNR and all those folks and that takes time because it’s all tied into the Army Corp of Engineers.
Nova Conner: But you’re saying these are your goals?

Jim Niemeyer: Yes, these have been here for some of them 2-3 years and they kept getting pushed back, pushed back etc and we need to take care of those.

Nova Conner:  But altogether you’re thinking of 42,800 feet?

Jim Niemeyer: Yes, I’d estimate that just off the cuff and don’t want to be held to this but it will probably run somewhere between $3.00 and $5.00 a foot. Some of those ditches out there are 20-feet deep and 25 to 40 feet across.
Nova Conner: I just want to make sure in terms of priority that we……………..

Jim Niemeyer: Well, we always keep a few back like Bluegrass Creek you know they want us to get that done because they want to get started on their subdivision project there.
Nova Conner: So what you are saying is that you don’t think you have enough left in your budget unless we look at…..

Jim Niemeyer: Well, we need to be conservative, right now if I pay that invoice I’ll only have $150,000.00 in the till and that doesn’t allot for any emergencies. 

Nova Conner: Well, probably at this point we need to discuss the bill from the highway department and make that decision before we can go any further.

Bobby: Did you review that bill, I haven’t reviewed the bill from the highway department in regards to. I didn’t know if the Board had a chance to look at it?

Phil Baxter: I just received a copy this afternoon.

Nova Conner: It was about $80,000.00

Jim Niemeyer: It came to just slightly less than $91,000.00.

Nova Conner: And a lot of that Bobby was labor which we thought we would question some of those areas. I’d like to look at that.

Bobby: Have you talked to Sam about it?

Jim Niemeyer:  Briefly, I told him it was too high. It took 14 weeks spanning over a period of time. Henry would have done it in 3-4 weeks.

Bobby: I would just ask him what the excavator you know the equipment cost and how they came up with those…at $125.00 an hour for an excavator and then add the other $14.40 op top of that for a laborer, it seems a little high. I don’t know.

Nova Conner: I don’t think he feels that way, but yes.

Bobby: Yeah, I’d just like to find out where…what those costs stemmed from.

Phil Baxter: I think we all agree and we’ll bring that up at the next meeting after everybody has reviewed it.

Bobby: I thought that at one time there was an agreement on…….

Jim Niemeyer:  We did have an agreement on the so much per foot and I remember doing that memo. I guess I’ll find it in my old word file.

Bobby: Yeah, there was an agreement that was set up at one time about how much per foot the County would charge and that basically would take care of all the equipment costs for the most part.

Nova Conner: I mean I really thought in terms of and Bobby, is this not true that a lot of times when the in the winter when they do those cleaning ditches they can do those projects when they can’t do road projects.

Bobby: Yeah, I mean that’s possible when the excavators not in use the Highway Department can be doing that and I had thought that a couple years ago there was an agreement that was kind of looked at.
Jim Niemeyer: We did a little project up there North of Degonia Springs, remember I can’t remember exactly.

Bobby: I’d look that up Jim because I think it was agreed upon then about how much the dollar amount would be per foot of cleaning the ditch and things like that.

Jim Niemeyer: If I can’t find it I’ll get in your computer.

Phil Baxter: I remember it but I don’t remember where it was. But we’ll bring it up next month.

Jim Niemeyer: We have one other item that didn’t make it on the agenda.
ESCHE DITCH-JOE VEATCH:

Joe Veatch: My name is Joe Veatch and my daughter Joy 5533 Park Drive Newburgh, Broadview Subdivision.  I have to read my notes here.

Jim Niemeyer:  I spent some time with him out in their area reviewing his complaint and I made a tour of the watershed of the entire area.

Mr. Veatch: It wasn’t quite the entire area. I’m not here to dump a problem on you I usually try to take care of my own but this is a drainage that is pretty well beyond the scope of me physically and financially. I lost about 15-feet of my back yard to a branch of the Esche Ditch and about 4 years ago I started a replacement of my drive-way and my garage which was halfway linked to the watershed with the ground being so soaked the road came down into my drive-way and my drive-way into my garage and my garage into my house. My insurance didn’t pay that so that was $10,000.00 that has gone out because of water damage. I used the concrete from the drive-way and the garage to help the erosion in the ditch here on my property. I put it down as a foundation like hoping to put rip rap on there but after I got to investigating I thought that was going to be another $4,000.00 or more for that and I didn’t have an extra $15,000.00 as a homeowner to fork out because of water damage. My neighbor, he’s lost since I’ve been there one 8-foot section of fence and there was another one was falling in when I moved there so that is 16-foot of fence that’s gone. I was surprised that Esche Ditch was not under the authority of the Drainage Board. I would have thought that something as big as Broadview was it had been incorporated into County management then, but I am ignorant of those requirements and stuff. But mostly because the ditch runs the length of Sharon School and tributaries on both sides there so it’s really on three sides of Sharon School. I thought that there was enough that the County would have kind of taken over control of it.
Jim Niemeyer: May I interrupt? We had….there were two attempts to have that ditch declared a legal drain but there were not respondents for us to go any further.

Mr. Veatch: I met with Mr. Howard after the May 17th meeting and I was hoping to meet him out there but he came and inspected in back of my place and he advised me of the petitions then that had failed and he referred me to you. You came out to my house on June 17th and talked to my dad. Mr. Niemeyer toured the whole subdivision. We started on Jefferies with the school and their cross walk that exists and also showed him the storm sewer that is underneath there and it is eroding. The concrete there is eroding and is being washed out, it is going to fall, not real soon but it is going to fall. This is a liability for the kids.
Jim Niemeyer: There are two sanitary sewers exposed in four places.

Mr. Veatch: I also took him to the perimeter of the subdivision all the water that comes behind me there and I was shocked at how much water comes through there and how much area was involved. After touring all of this Mr. Niemeyer suggested that some of this could possibly come under the storm water management.

Phil Baxter: Are you saying that the water might be restricted there at Sharon Road where the erosion is, that there is not enough pipe to handle it?

Mr. Veatch: That too, I was going to get there. I was only interested in my problem but as I looked at it I keep seeing more and more.

Jim Niemeyer:  The ditch drains fairly fast but boy it handles a lot of volume and it is eroding and it is going to get worse. It runs right down to the Ohio River and I think eventually it connects to the Cypress Creek Ditch before it gets into the Ohio River. But it is showing a lot of erosion, trees collapsing and getting close to properties. I think the reason they turned it down because they thought we were going to get in their back yard. It would pretty much have to be an urban drain.

Phil Baxter:  Some areas it would have to be.

Mr. Veatch: Following the meeting with Mr. Niemeyer I further examined it. I didn’t walk the whole ditch but walked most of it. Esche Ditch handles watershed for most of the area northeast of Newburgh, north of Outer Grey and east of 261 and south of Camp Brosend. (Mr. Veatch showed a map of the area to the Board) It’s the east half of Broadview Subdivision, Rosewood Subdivision which is what the ditch runs along opposite of Sharon School it’s the last subdivision going in there. Lake Vale which is Pfafflin Lake, Old Stone House Estates, River Ridge and then Sharon School, there is also Forrest Part along Sharon Road there, anyway all that area comes into there and a big portion of it comes right behind me and there is such a fall to it and as I told him as an 18 year old I could not physically run as fast as that water streams past me there and that is with trees in there. If those trees weren’t in there I think it could take out the culvert at Jefferies Lane there which is already damaged. 
Mr. Veatch and his daughter had a lap top full of pictures, they described every picture and where it was. (this lasted approximately35 minutes)
Bobby Howard suggested that just some of the ditch be petitioned for a legal drain because of the size of the ditch.

Phil Baxter: We can look at it but I don’t think you have much room in a lot of places to do anything.
Bobby: Well, coming back from the bottoms like he said up past 66 towards Sharon Road we might have usable space to do something with. He also stated that he had contacted the state to remove some trees.

Phil Baxter: We’ll do that, the first thing you need to get rid of the water in which we’ve tried to make the other portion a legal drain and couldn’t.

Mr. Veatch: The majority of this has access.

Phil Baxter: I’m talking about south of Sharon Road.

Mr. Veatch: Even north of Sharon Road all the way along the grade school…….

Jim Niemeyer: That ridge is on the north end north of Sharon Road you’ve got pretty good going all the way up there, as far as cleaning it then there is probably room but it is going to be very difficult, there are a lot of utilities in there.

Phil Baxter: Yes, we’ve run into that before.
Bobby: Did you look up some of the notes as to why it failed in the past?

Jim Niemeyer: Well, the people just aren’t interested, we didn’t get any replies.

Phil Baxter: What’s that been about 2 years ago, Dave?

Mr. Veatch: What are the requirements for that?

Bobby: What does he need to do to get a petition started to petition for this to become a legal drain?

Jim Niemeyer: Well, I think he needs to contact the neighbors and tell them what you want to do and we can set up a procedure for that.

Mr. Veatch: The majority of this doesn’t even have….well, the whole Sharon School side that’s school property there and the whole length to the river on the other side of Sharon Road has access, it’s (inaudible) access there and that’s where the work needs to be done first besides my back yard.

Jim Niemeyer: One thing we need to do is get it connected to another legal drain that’s one of the requirements and I think the closest one would be Cypress Creek.
Bobby: We have to review that I’m not sure if it goes there or straight to the river.

Jim Niemeyer: Either that or all the way up to Schnucks and then there is a legal drain that goes up to 66 just west of Casey Road.

Phil Baxter: Let us look at some options and do some study on it to see what we can do.

The Veatch’s offered pictures and videos of Esche Ditch. The Board thanks them but declined.

Phil Baxter: We’ll contact the state and get that tree out of there. But at this point we don’t have very many legal options as far as the Drainage Board, we can’t do anything as it’s not a legal drain and the homeowners don’t want to cooperate and help to make it a legal drain we cannot get on your property. It’s private property.

Mr. Veatch:  Starting at the creek you can at least make it all the way up to I think the cross walk at Sharon Road can’t you?

Phil Baxter: We tried that before 2 years ago.

Jim Niemeyer: We went south of Sharon Road down to the Rosewood Subdivision.

Mr. Veatch: There’s just one house on it, all the other houses are on the other side of the street.

David Zengler: You have to do it on both sides of the ditch, you can’t make just one side a legal drain. So you have to get property owners on both sides.

Mr. Veatch: When you get over into Broadview you’ve got the school on one side and the houses on the other side but there is kind of an access through there but from Sharon south to the river there’s really only one home owner.

David Zengler: Of course often the problem is when you start trying to tell people we’re talking about a right of way of 35 feet for Urban on each side or from top of bank, then people get a little bit nervous when you talk about taking everything…you know.
Mr. Veatch: That’s where I thought that…..so much of this could be Drainage Board authority but then can’t the rest come under the Storm Water Management?

Bobby: Storm Water Management doesn’t clean ditches, they really just take care of say a blockage but they can’t go through and entirely clean a ditch and take out all the debris.

Mr. Veatch: That’s what I’m saying the majority of the trees and stuff are in area that aren’t…………

Bobby:  Right, that’s why they need to look at making what they can of it a legal drain, to see if something can get going.

Mr. Veatch asked again what it takes to make it a legal drain and it was answered that a certain percentage of the property owners have to sign the petition.

CLAIMS:

Phil Baxter:  We’ve got claims in the amount of $740.05.

Nova Conner:  Motion to approve.

Motion was made and seconded to pay claims. Motion carried 2-0.

DEPARTMENT OF STORM WATER MANAGEMENT:

Phil Baxter: Okay, Bobby do you have something that we need to go over? I know we don’t have much time.

Bobby:  I don’t have a lot.

USER FEE UPDATE:

Bobby: User Fee update just to let you know that Umbaugh did get the information to the Auditors Office, unfortunately there seems to be some parcels that were missed. Umbaugh claims that they didn’t get all the information from Manatron and that is their only explanation. So I’m following up with Larry in the Auditors Office trying to figure out how we can print off what bills weren’t assessed with the Storm Water Fee so that we can bill them the full amount this fall is my hope but I’m not sure how many were missed. And I don’t know how it occurred but Umbaugh claims that Manatron…they used all the information that they were given from Manatron. So we don’t know why it happened.
Nova Conner: Well, would Manatron be responsible for that?

Bobby: We are going to try to figure out what can be done so that we can get stuff fixed. It just happened to be an employee in the Auditor’s Office was checking her own and she was not assessed a fee so she brought it to our attention.

Nova Conner: So we have no idea of how many?

Bobby: We’re just not sure of how many were overlooked and this is the second time that things have been overlooked so I’m not sure what’s happening now.

Nova Conner: Now the ones that are overlooked and you’re going to have to….they are going to get billed at the end of the year will they get some type of letter just saying  they were deleted but that their payment will be…….

Bobby: If we wanted to do that we can, it’s however this Board wants to do it, it would come out of our budget to give them that letter.

Nova Conner: Well, I think Manatron is responsible if they didn’t give us all the information, I think they should be held liable for some of that cost.
Bobby: We’d have to figure all that out.

Nova Conner: Okay, But I think we should. I mean if the information that we are going to get is not accurate, if we can’t rely on them.

Bobby: I understand, it’s disappointing. I thought things were set and ready to go and then I get that phone call. I had also sent in some tax exempt parcels and…..

Nova Conner:  So are you going to take care of that, Bobby?  You’re going to call Manatron and talk to them.

Bobby: I’m still right now what we’re trying to do and I’ve talked to Larry about printing the data base to see how many parcels we can track down. Then we’ll go from there for the second round of the billings.

Nova Conner:  I’m anxious to see how many that is. I mean it’s more revenue.

PROJECT SCHEDULE:

Bobby: Then on the update on the Project Schedule, I did recently receive a proposal from Commonwealth to finish up the Storm Water Management Plan and in order to do the complete SWMP they have proposed a fee not to exceed $84,500.00, with your permission I would like to move forward with going to council to transfer those funds in order to finish our SWMP.

Nova Conner:  I feel…..Bobby explained that to me and I feel very comfortable with that so I do make a motion that we approve.
Phil Baxter: I do now after the explanation.

Jim Niemeyer: I second the motion.

Motion was made and seconded to approve project schedule. Motion passed 3-0.

DUMP TRUCK:

Phil Baxter: I have one thing, I have a price on a one ton dump truck from Coburn Ford for $25,500.00 and I’d like to make a motion to approve the purchase of this truck.

Nova Conner:  Second.

Motion was made and seconded to purchase a one ton dump truck. Motion passed 3-0.
Phil Baxter: Do we have anything else?

Nova Conner: The information I gave you from Donna Markham, I do hope that you can read that I’m not sure what all her problems were. She wanted to come today and talk with us and she spent many hours trying to put everything and take pictures.

Bobby: I went through it and there is more information that I was aware of.

Nova Conner: So please look through it, are we thinking more SWMP, is that what we’re thinking?

Bobby: Possibly, she does mention that there is a hole that is in the back yard in an easement, so we’ll review some of that too.

Nova Conner: I would just like to call her and say that it was presented and that you will be reading the information and we will take it under consideration and get back with her. I just wanted it on public record what we did acknowledge it and are going to try to follow through.

The Board discussed where the property was located.

Nova Conner: I make a motion that we adjourn.
Jim Niemeyer: I second the motion.

Motion was made and seconded to adjourn. Motion passed 3-0.
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
