WARRICK COUNTY DRAINAGE BOARD

&

DEPARTMENT OF STORM WATER MANAGEMENT

September 10. 2008

The Warrick County Drainage Board and Storm Water Management met in regular session with President Phillip H. Baxter presiding; also present were Nova Conner, Vice-President; Don Williams, Secretary; Jim Niemeyer, Surveyor; Bobby Howard,  Director of Storm Water and David Zengler, Attorney for boards.

Also present was Scott Holder, Deputy Surveyor.

Minutes were recorded and transcribed by Cheryl D. Embry.

Those in the audience were Ora Garrison, John Springer and Jordan Aigner.

Phil Baxter: The Warrick County Drainage Board and Storm Water Department will now come to order.

APPROVAL OF  MINUTES:

Phil Baxter: The first on the agenda is the approval of minutes from August 27, 2008.

Don Williams:  Move to approve.

Nova Conner:  Second

Motion was made and seconded to approve the minutes. Motion carried 2-1.          (Commissioner Baxter was absent last meeting)

DRAINAGE PLAN APPROVAL:

ESTATES AT VICTORIA:

Jim Niemeyer: The first item on the agenda is drainage plans for Estates at Victoria.

Jordan Aigner: Jordan Aigner with Aigner Construction and Engineering representing Victoria Manor and will be happy to answer any questions that you might have.

Nova Conner: Do we have plans for that?

Don Williams: Yeah, Bobby how about some input on these plans, I have not had a chance to look at them yet.

Bobby: Well as far as the drainage plans go I think there were three structures, is that correct? And all three structures were sized correctly the only thing a little bit unusual about this subdivision in this area is that the adjacent subdivision is attached to does have curb and gutter streets and this is designed for larger lots and has side ditches.

Don Williams:  We did not get this until today and I haven’t…..side ditches….are they going into a common lake or….I’m sorry Mr. Aigner, I just have not had a chance to look at this.
Nova Conner: I haven’t either.

Don Williams:  You haven’t either? I hope this isn’t an imposition but I would just like to table this for two weeks, since Nova hasn’t had a chance to look at it either, have you had a chance to look at it Commissioner Baxter?

Mr. Aigner: Is there any way I could explain it to you or Bobby and I could work together because…..

Don Williams:  No, I usually…if you’re going to do something like those ditches I’d like to go out and look at it, to be honest with you.

Mr. Aigner: I don’t want to impose on you guys but we kind of have everything scheduled, we had kind of a ground breaking today and we’re hoping to get all of our approvals today. I had assumed that you had received everything, I mean we got it to the office in time so……

Nova Conner:  I know I received one from Area Plan, but in terms of….are you talking about the……have you, Phil?

Don Williams:  I didn’t get it until today I know that for sure. I mean you’re asking me to approve something that I haven’t had a chance to look at and I for one am not willing to do that.

Phil Baxter: I first saw it an hour ago and haven’t talked to anyone about it.

Nova Conner:   The one I received from Area Plan was larger and had all the lots listed and that is the one that…..

Mr. Aigner: We submitted a letter and worked with Jim and his office that he would require no retention requirements and we received that letter and as far as drainage, yes there are roadside ditches, there’s only 3 pipes…culverts basically in the entire subdivision so we have a letter that’s you know basically allows us to not have any retention you know because there is an existing lake there, so I don’t know….everything we turned in was in on time so…….
Phil Baxter:  Does this drawing show the pipes? Do you see them?

Don Williams:  No, I don’t see them, that’s what I’m saying…..Mr. Aigner I really feel badly about holding you up but…..

Bobby: Did you turn in the same drainage plans to Jim’s office that you did to mine?

The Secretary stated the drainage plans were here at the meeting.

Don Williams:  It doesn’t matter we haven’t seen them, I mean I’m sorry but I don’t think this Board has passed any kind of drainage plan unless we’ve had a chance to look at it, at least look at it ahead of time. I can apologize to you but that won’t do you any good. But we need until the next meeting to look at it, at least I do. So on that basis I would move that we table it for two weeks.
Mr. Aigner: Well, while I’m here do you have any questions about the idea of what we’re doing?

Don Williams:  I’ll tell you what I’ll look at it and if I do I’ll call you.

Mr. Aigner: Will this affect anything for the other meetings today?

It was answered that it would for the Area Plan.

Bobby: They normally don’t approve street plans unless there is drainage plan approval.

Mr. Aigner: Man, that is not good.

Don Williams:  That’s my motion.  Two weeks, that will give me the time I need.

Nova Conner:  Two weeks? 

Mr. Aigner: So you won’t have another meeting for two weeks, is that what you’re saying?

Commissioner Williams:  Yes, sir.

Nova Conner:  Second

Motion was made and seconded to table plans for Estates at Victoria for two weeks. Motion carried 3-0.

Commissioner Williams made sure he had Mr. Aigner’s phone number and stated that he would drive out there Monday and look at it.

ST. LUCIA DRIVE-SANDALS SUBDIVISON: FENCE REQUEST:
Jim Niemeyer: The next item is a fence request from Ora Garrison.

Ora Garrison: I am seeking permits for a deck and a fence behind my property at 1834 St. Lucia Drive in Newburgh. It’s in the Sandals Subdivision.

Don Williams:  How far does that infringe into the legal drain right-of-way easement.

Jim Niemeyer: There is a ditch behind her house which the edge of the ditch is about……..lets see was it 75…a minimum of 75-feet from the edge.

Scott: The pipe is about 45 ½ feet the center of a 24-inch

Don Williams:  How big of a pipe is going under there, Jim?

Scott: 24-inch

Don Williams: That is plenty big?

Scott: Yes, I’ve explained to Mrs. Garrison that when you put a fence or anything in an easement it’s kind of at your own hazard and she had indicated what she was going to put up will have a section that she can easily remove should there be any reason for machinery to get in there and at that pipe in the future. There are no other utilities back there at this time. The 24-inch pipe is actually in what’s called the regulated drain easement on the plat although I don’t have a record of a hearing on that drain but it is platted. There are existing fences that are already there.

Don Williams:  Does that drain go right underneath that building, it looks like it’s going under the fence and right in the building.

Scott: It’s kind of hard to tell, I mean you’re standing near the end of the pipe and you can’t see exactly where it runs but that is kind of a generalization.

Don Williams:  So this fence is not going to hinder any drainage?

Scott: No, like I explained to her the fence would be in jeopardy should the homeowners or utilities have to replace it.

Bobby: As our Storm Water projects I can tell you there has been multiple projects where fences have been in the way and we’ve requested that the homeowner remove the fence prior to us coming onsite so there could be a time when that fence would be down for a week or so before we were scheduled to be there even.

Ora Garrison stated that she would be willing to make two sections that would be removable as she realizes the situations where access is needed.
Don Williams:  Your recommendation, Jim?

Jim Niemeyer: I recommend we give her permission.

Don Williams: I would move that we approve Mrs. Garrison’s request.

Nova Conner:  Second

Motion was made and seconded to approve request for the deck and fence. Motion passed 3-0.

KEVIN COURT-LINCOLN POINTE ESTATES:

John Springer: 6150 Kevin Court Newburgh. We are asking permission to encroach upon a drainage easement at the rear of the property.

Don Williams:  Is this a legal drain?

Scott: It’s just a rear yard swale.

Don Williams:  Were you planning on putting a fence on the ground>

Mr. Springer: two inches up and it’s a vinyl fence.

Don Williams:   Two inches up that will give plenty of room for water to flow will it not?

Scott: Yes, right now that’s a mowed and maintained area, are you going to continued to mow that if you put up a fence? (It was answered yes he would)  As long as it’s taken care of it’s just a surface swale and there is no obstructions I don’t see any problem with it.
Don Williams:  I move to approve.

Phil Baxter: Do I have a second?

Nova Conner: Is two inches enough?

Jim Niemeyer: I would like to see it more but I haven’t seen the drainage swale but we have had experience with those that have been trouble and even 6 inches wasn’t enough.

Scott: Have you ever had any water back there to speak of?

Mr. Springer: Very little.

Bobby Howard:  Has the drainage plan been looked at to see how much water shed area is flowing through that swale in that area?

Scott: We’ve got it right here.

Mr. Springer: We had some standing water at one point but it’s almost flat.

Scott: There is no pipe there it apparently just drains the rear of those yards.
Bobby: Right, do you have how big a watershed area, do you have that?

Scott: If there is a break down on here, these plans go back aways.

Bobby:Okay, Lincoln Pointe off of Lincoln Avenue, Ken Ubehlor. I don’t know how…..

Mr. Springer: There is a total of six homes. I’m not sure if everything drains to that holding area. We are the fifth home just before the cul-de-sac.

Phil Baxter: I don’t know of any problem down there do you, Bobby?

Bobby: I haven’t been contacted about any kind of drainage problems currently.
Don Williams:  There are other easements in there but they’ve all signed off it looks like. All the utilities have signed off saying that it’s okay with them. Vectren, Time Warner, AT&T and Indiana American Water.

Scott: I can see where he has his off side areas on here but I don’t see any specific reference to that area, my impression on being out there was all that drains is those rear yards.

Bobby: A few houses of like six houses.

Scott: Yes, rear yards because there is no storm sewer there, it’s just a swale like you see in that photograph.

Commissioner Williams: It shouldn’t be a problem then.

Mr. Springer: And I’m not sure it drains all the way from the road back or if part of it drains toward the road or the street.

Scott: Well depending on how he’s finally graded it, it indicates here that these yards are draining to that swale. It’s the only area I see draining to the swale there is no street drain going through it or anything like that. It’s not to say that they haven’t regarded those lots down there on the end and probably part of the front of those is actually going to the street.

Nova Conner: How many additional feet is that giving you by putting it in the easement?
Mr. Springer: The drainage easement is a total of 15 feet and we pick up about 11 feet of the fifteen. There will still be four feet left.

Scott: I think what those photographs show is a stake near where the location of that fence is going in.

Mr. Springer: The fence behind us actually goes to within a foot of the easement of the property line.

Phil Baxter: Got a motion to approve.

Nova Conner:  I don’t feel comfortable seconding that with it being two inches, I just don’t.

Phil Baxter: Would you mind raising it 3-4 inches? Would you go along with 4 inches?

Mr. Springer: I can do that, no problem.

Jim Niemeyer:  I would.

Bobby:  I would just say that you could leave it open ended that if it ever did cause a problem we would have the ability to tell him that the fence either needs to be removed or raised further in the future if it did cause a problem at the four inches.
Phil Baxter: Would you mind rescinding your motion?

Don Williams:  I will amend my motion to say four (4) inches if that is agreeable.

Nova Conner:  I second.

Motion was made and seconded to approve fence of four inches above the ground. Motion was passed 3-0.

INSPECTION REPORTS:
Jim Niemeyer: The next item on the agenda concerns various inspection reports that Scott made.

LITTLE PIGEON CREEK:

Scott: I think everyone has a copy and you’ve had them for awhile. I don’t remember the date that I was up there but I walked it south from Lincoln Trail Road and I noted some partial stream blockages, three full stream log jams that are in the narrows south of Lincoln Trail Road. There is about 600 hundred feet that I did not get to, I got cut off by a lateral on the east side of the ditch, the maintenance path is pretty much overgrown. We need to get somebody down there and kind of clean it out or get it mashed down to even get bidders to look at it. There is also a 40 inch oak tree that’s down, it’s a large tree with the branches extended into the channel, I would anticipate if it’s still there during spring rains that there will be another jam at that location.

Nova Conner: So what are you recommending?

Scott: I would recommend that we try and get a bid for somebody get in there and mow that right of way down and get a pipe into a road ditch. If I had a pipe in that road ditch I might go in there and try to knock it down with a four wheeler. We are going to have to get the log jams out of there, it’s going to be a major problem this spring. I need a pipe put in to get the four wheeler in there.
Jim Niemeyer: That is the one we did in conjunction with Spencer County.

Phil Baxter: I have no problem with that, is that what you’re asking for?

Scott: We have to get that tree out and there are three log jams.

Don Williams:  I  don’t have any problem with the log jams either.
Bobby: Would a contractor be able to put that in his bid for temporary crossing.

Jim Niemeyer: The last time we did that was …….they got right down in there and removed it when they were finished.

Nova Conner: Is this within budget, do you have any idea?

Scott: I think it would be.

Phil Baxter: Okay, you’ve got consensus to do it.
WYNGATE SUBDIVSION SECTION B-RETENTION POND:

Scott: We’ve had complaints from the dentist that lives on Robin Hill Road regarding the discharge from the retention pond in Wyngate Subdivision. I went down and looked at it and what he’s got is a 30-inch reinforced concrete pipe he has a vertical piece of what looks like plastic pipe fastened vertically to the 30-inch. The basin is being used like a dry retention basin when on the plan it was supposed to be a wet basin with a spill that went into a 4-inch orifice to control the discharge restricted down to 1.6 CFS. I talked to Mr. Miller about it initially he didn’t contact me until about a half an hour before he thought I was coming up to a meeting and now he says he would like to amend the plan to be a dry retention basin and that is the only way that I would consider that would be if he revised it and put in some type of slotted riser that is equal to the discharge rate that was approved. He can’t put a little 4-inch orifice in the bottom of a dry basin it would be covered up in silt in less than a year.
Phil Baxter: What are you asking for?

Scott: Well, I guess this is for our information right now, he is not in compliance at this time with this approved plan and I don’t think his letter of credit has been released yet so we need to keep a hold on that until he does get that fixed.

WIRES DITCH:

Scott: Wires ditch had a pre-bid with most of the affected landowners and tenets present. I got the basic idea of what they had in mind or where the bank slopes were relatively stable is the only reason to do any additional sloping, just get the brush under control. The less we excavate the better if we can. There is one area that is south of Hadley Road between Hadley and Lincoln Trail there will be some channel straightening. Landowners had requested that some rip rap be placed at the road ditches on the south side of Lincoln Trail Road where it comes under the bridge. I don’t know whether we pay for that out of our project or whether it can be delivered to the contractor by the Highway Department. I think we’ve already bid the project.
Bobby: The project was bid with rip rap?

Scott: I think the project was bid was done at the last meeting I was up in Indianapolis and I think you were too.

Jim Niemeyer: It was bid without rip rap.

Bobby: So you’re wanting the County Highway Department to see about contributing rip rap to the bridge?

Scott: If that’s possible.

Phil Baxter: I don’t think that’s possible.

Don Williams:  What does contribute mean to donate it?

Scott: Yes

Phil Baxter: Who’s going to pay for it? You want to pay for it out of County Highway?

Don Williams:  No

Scott: I don’t think we’ve got a problem with taking the rip rap out of the Cumulative Drain I was just kind of hoping we could get the Highway Department’s trucks to deliver it.

Phil Baxter:  I don’t have a problem with that.

Nova Conner: I don’t either.

Don Williams:  I don’t either as long as their not pulled off of a job to do it.

BLUEGRASS CREEK:

Scott: Bluegrass Creek is up by Elberfeld Industrial Park.

(there was a mix-up on the reports as Commissioner Williams got all five copies of one report and Commissioner Conner got five reports on another on and etc. etc)
I think there was a project that Jim has been setting up for bid and he wanted me to look at it. I took a pretty close look at it and walked the creek from Seven Hills Road up towards St. John’s Elberfeld and walked it from down the bottom of the creek because I couldn’t really get at it from either side. My recommendation on the report was that at this time I wouldn’t recommend going in and doing more on that creek than grinding all that brush down and getting it under control. Any large trees or anything needs to be cut off at the stump the stumps should be left in the bank to help hold it. It looked to me like it’s pretty erosive coming down through there. I don’t want to jump in and start straightening out one area until we get the whole thing under control and you have to step back and take a look at it. So what I’m recommending at this time is to cut off trees that are undercut, leave the root wad and grind all the brush.
Don Williams:  Will that help that drainage for the Town of Elberfeld?

Scott: It will help some. We’re probably going to have to do some straightening in there and one contractor talked to me about it and I said look it’s not like there is just one crooked spot in it, once you get back to the woods it really starts snaking and it’s cutting pretty hard down through there. Some areas of the ditch is dry and some of it is up to the middle of my thighs. We need to study it and may have to put a couple of tables in there.

Don Williams: So basically we’re just doing a large band-aid for now?

Scott: Yeah, basically if you cut some of the trees off and grind some of that stuff off your letting the water come through easier but I don’t want it to come through there and take a lot of dirt with it.
Nova Conner: And again this is within the budget?

Scott: Yes, I think it is.

Phil Baxter: So you’re going to get a price on it?

Scott: We’ll let it out for bids, get a quote on it.

Jim Niemeyer: There is another area there south of Seven Hills Road that goes on the west side of their septic system. There are a lot of jams down there, that whole stretch is going to have to be taken care of, not this year but sometime in the near future. It’s eroding very badly.

WILLIAMS DITCH:

Scott: This is kind of for you information. I went down and looked at south of Lincoln Trail Road a lot of bank erosion taking place on the Vanderburgh County side which is also the side of the City of Evansville. They have a lot of landscaping down there, cedar trees are getting undercut so probably at some point in the future if it continues there are going to be trees falling into that ditch. Areas for maintenance and access to that are getting very limited we’ve got some maintenance agreements with landowners. I talked to Bill Jeffers and he was saying he recommended driving sheet pile or putting gabions all along that area, I think it was about 450 feet but I think that would be pretty expensive. Bobby and I looked at it, I’d say the handwriting is probably on the wall for that area at some point in the future it will be necessary to consider enclosing that whole ditch probably in a concrete box type structure and if we get into that we’re talking about a bond issue.
Don Williams: If we do that we might as well reverse the flow and take it to the river.

Nova Conner:  Is this the one by the rental places?

Jim Niemeyer: Do you know where the office complex is on I-164, it’s just on the west side of there, that ditch runs right down the county line.

Scott: Vanderburgh County Surveyor’s Office and City of Evansville don’t want to sink any money into it.

Don Williams:  It borders their county and their saying it’s our complete responsibility, is that….?
Jim Niemeyer: Yes

Scott: That’s what they’re saying now I don’t know what the statutes cover insofar as County’s maintaining, I think there are Southern and Eastern boundaries, but I don’t know how that applies.

Don Williams:  If it’s Southern and Eastern then it would be theirs.

Scott: Well, it’s their embankment, it’s their citizens that are ultimately going to be threatened by the erosion. I mean if a tree falls over in a ditch, I guess we’ll take it out but it’s getting so tight in there that at some point you have to consider that Colonial Hills Subdivision drains into that, we have a fairly large area that is affected by that drain and the tighter it gets in there the harder it is to maintain.

Jim Niemeyer: I called INDOT this morning to check to see where they were on their plans to clean the culverts under I-164 and 66 and they are not there, but they assured me they would get back to me.

Don Williams:  Did you ask them if they were going to get done before the rainy season hits?

Jim Niemeyer: I’ve already mentioned that to them.

Don Williams:  Who are you talking to up there?

Jim Niemeyer: His name is Greg…..

Don Williams:  Do I need to stop by and talk to the director on the way to school one day? Give me the information in writing and I’ll talk to the boss’s boss.

MITCHEM DITCH:

Scott: Did you get the one on Mitchem Ditch, I know it’s not on the agenda. I met with a farmer out there on Monday, it’s west of Cypress Creek there is about 1800 feet or so that is silted in the banks are in good shape and he’s requesting a contract be let to have somebody come in and clean the silt out of the bottom. His culvert has probably got about a foot and a half of silt in it. I don’t see any problem with just getting the silt dipped out of there. It would probably be a relatively cheap project for what distance is involved. This is well within the budget.
Jim Niemeyer: We’re getting near the end of the budget though.

Nova Conner: You should be getting another payout will you not for November?

Jim Niemeyer: Yes, we’ll get the final one in November.

Nova Conner:  I want to hear about Pigeon Creek.

PIGEON CREEK:

Scott: I looked at it yesterday at Highway 68, Stanley Road, Millersburg Road, Heim Road, Stevenson Station Road and found a large area where the bank had failed. It’s about probably a quarter mile east of Stevenson Station Road, there is a lot of trees that are in jeopardy that are probably going to fall into that creek in the near future. There are some log jams and I had a contractor tell me that he wouldn’t state his price but that it would be cheaper than it was in 1999 and he would take care of the trees and the log jams while he’s there.

Nova Conner: How much was it in 1999 and how many feet are we talking about?

Jim Niemeyer: $1.25 per foot.

Scott: Probably about 15,000.

Jim Niemeyer: There is 15 miles so it’s about 79,000 feet.

Phil Baxter: So you’re talking about $100,000.00.

Jim Niemeyer: No, it would be less than that.

Phil Baxter: It would be close to it.

Nova Conner: I feel like that would be a goal we need to accomplish and he will be getting more money of course in November but I would like to see that completed.

Scott: I wouldn’t anticipate that that whole project would be finished in this years budget probably some of it would come out of next years budget.

Jim Niemeyer: I’m of the understanding that it would take about a month to do the work, depending on the weather you know if we got a lot of rain then you couldn’t do any work. But that’s as far as we got.

Nova Conner: I would like to see that done.

Jim Niemeyer: That would give you a start for the future work because you’ve got to get in there and there is no way to get down through all that mess. This will provide a path way through it and make it easier to get in there and do the work.

Nova Conner: Have you talked to Evansville at all in regards to that of them working with you at all?

Jim Niemeyer: No

Scott: The last I heard there is a large log jam inside Vanderburgh County that has been there for a few years and it is about 60 feet long.

Bobby: Maybe if that was the right place that we saw on the aerial.

Nova Conner: You know at one point I talked to him and he was willing to at least sit down and talk and look at some of those issues.

Scott: Are you talking about Jeffers? I’ll talk to him. I don’t think they consider that a regulated drain in Vanderburgh County? I think they consider it to be a navigatable water way.
Don Williams:  They do not in fact I approached that with the President of Commissioners and their mayor last year and they asked me what I would like to see come out of the I-69 study and I said the first thing I would like to see is that you make Pigeon Creek a regulated drain and I did not get a positive reaction from either body.

Commissioner Williams stated that we do have a joint drainage board with Vanderburgh County, that we haven’t had a meeting for awhile as that was when there was some State money and Russ Stillwell had got some $50,000.00 or so earmarked for this project. But that money kind of evaporated. Commissioner Baxter stated that he thought that was about 7-8 years ago.

Nova Conner: Could you give me an updated for the next meeting……….

Scott: Yeah, I can do that.

Nova Conner: An updated version of your budget of where you are in terms of what you’re balances are.

STOLLBERG DITCH:
Scott: On Stollberg Ditch, I looked at also yesterday, I had a complaint from Tim Mosbey the ditch was standing full of water and while I was out there I saw two beaver dams and we have contacted out beaver trapper Jerry Joe Barnett.
Nova Conner: When will you be getting an updated budget statement for September? 

Jim Niemeyer: We haven’t received one as yet.

Nova Conner: I would like to see where you are as I would like to see work on Pigeon Creek.

Phil Baxter: We need to move on as we have Storm Water to do yet.

CLAIMS:

Phil Baxter: We have claims in the amount of $10,471.66.

Nova Conner:  Make a motion to approve.

Don Williams:  Second.

Motion was made and seconded to pay claims, motion carried 3-0.
DEPARTMENT OF STORM WATER MANAGEMENT

BILLING STATUS:
Bobby:  The status of the billings there were….Umbaugh did pick up some more that were originally missed and those have all been billed out through the Auditors Office.
I have looked at it some more and I still believe there are some missing and I have been in contact with Manatron. I’m waiting on a response from them and I’ve also contacted Umbaugh to research a little on their side. A lot of things that were missing were like house trailers on acreage, anything property says code 541 and 542 appears to have not been picked up and that was through the treasurers office. They looked at that and gave me the information to go back with Umbaugh.
Nova Conner: You know Bobby I do want to tell you that Mr. McKensey called me, the CEO of Manatron and did really inform me that he feels they gave only the information that they were wanting and the information they gave was correct and he listed everything they did and then I in turn gave that to Mike Phelps because he was in and I told him that this is what they were saying. That they gave you everything that you requested and so he was going to go back and look at that. I still can’t decide what’s wrong there but I really wanted to get back with Mike or if you would get back with Mike and ask him because he showed me every single thing that Commonwealth asked for.

Bobby: And that is another issue that I’ll try to do but each time we talk to Commonwealth they consider that billable hours. I just got a bill from them for the last few months for $5,000.00. I’ll send you a copy of it but I have no intention of paying it this year at least due to our predicament. 
Nova Conner: What was it for?

Bobby: He’s got some listings on some billable time that he said he had some meetings. One was with you and I think one was with Don and it was putting together the Master Plan, I’ll give you a copy of it.

Nova Conner: The one he had with us I think he met with both of us when his boss was sent out and he was giving us that information for the plan, we all met then just to see…but you were there.

Bobby: I’ll give you the dates and things, I was a little bit surprised that there was another bill.

Don Williams:  Sometimes it’s time to just cut your loses and go on.

Nova Conner: The only time I can think of what we met with him was when he made the introduction of what the plan was…okay.

Bobby: But right now it is not in the budget to pay that bill, the money will probably be there next year if we wanted to pay it but I don’t really see the need to go back to Council for that at this time.

APPEAL OF FEE ASSESSMENTS:

Bobby: The next item is appeal of fee assessments I received a phone call from a John Spinelli at 1499 Woodfield Drive, he lives in a condo and he was concerned that he was paying the storm water fee for a building that he does not own. He claims that with the condo he only owns the interior of the building and another owner owns the building and I’ve pulled some deeds up some information in regards to the condo for the Villas of Woodfield to see who that owner would be but I don’t know if that is something we want to have Mr. Zengler research to determine who is the true owner of the building. If it’s an association then each person is being charged anyway their fare share so they would all be charged the $60.00 but he stated that he thought someone else a one single entity owner the actual building.
Don Williams:  But he owns the inside of the building.

Bobby: Inside walls according to….that is what I was told now I’m not a legal…..

David Zengler: Generally you would own the interior, I guess my question and Bobby and I have had this discussion already but who owns the exterior. If it’s an association then it would seem to be that everybody would just pay their own the $5.00 per month. If it’s other than the association then it’s another private owner then it could potentially be the private owner. I think the way the structure is though it’s going to be cheaper to pay the $5.00 each than have it as a commercial.

Bobby: If it’s a separate owner then it would work more like an apartment complex and be classified as a commercial rate than a residential rate. But I didn’t know if we wanted to have it researched a little bit before we responded.

Mr. Zengler: I can look at this as I just received it this afternoon. I can give you an answer at the next meeting. We hadn’t thought out the condo as there aren’t that many of them. But there should be a policy for condo’s. But one problem I see is if you make the association responsible most associations are not going to have the money in their budget.
Bobby: The copy of the rate ordinance specifically states that it’s the title to whoever owns the real property.

Nova Conner: They will probably just add it to our monthly fees.

Bobby: The next appeal is the Bishop of the Catholic Diocese for the Redbrush Church, their bill was $240.00 and the cap that we had on all non-profits was $180.00 so I wanted to get approval to give them the $60.00 refund.

Don Williams: So moved

Nova Conner: Second

Motion was made and seconded to refund Catholic Diocese $60.00. Motion passed 3-0.

AGENDA DISCUSSION:
Don Williams:   I have one thing is there any way that we can get our packages before meetings, can we not cut off inputs to this board on Friday and have a package completed by Monday at noon. I mean there are things that we have to look at and if I had had this Monday Mr. Aigner wouldn’t have to wait 2 weeks. Is there any reason why we couldn’t have it and have a cutoff so that Cheryl or whoever puts it together can have it put together by Monday noon and then we could have it so we would have Monday afternoon and all day Tuesday to look things over.
Scott: Do you want a full set of plans?

Jim Niemeyer: Well, what we need to do is give each Commissioner and I’ve tried to do this in the past a set of plans.

Don Williams:  I would just like to have time to study the elevations to make sure everything is draining to those lakes. I mean I looked at it a little bit more but still, I’ve been out there but I haven’t been on the property. So that’s what I’m talking about just give us where we’ve got a little more time at least another 36 hours.
Jim Niemeyer: I don’t mind, I feel very embarrassed, I’ll be honest with you and I’m trying to let loose here so Scott can take over in my absence when I’m gone.

Scott: Under the past administration when I worked here before it was always the policy that the plans were submitted, we reviewed them and that particular Board of Commissioners would come in on the day of and they would ask us for the information on the plan, we would give them our opinion and they went from there. I mean if you guys want plans on your desk I would be more in favor of making sure that you have plans on the day that I get them, so it’s done.

Don Williams: I don’t need a bit pull out as long as I’ve got small plans where I can look at them just a little ahead of time.

Scott: Right here I’ve got two sets of plans.

Don Williams:  Because we’ve done this over the past year several times, I mean I can tell you that for sure.

Jim Niemeyer: I know when Jordan brought them in we went through them on the primaries and went right through everything and went through drainage and all and that was approved. I don’t know how the ball got dropped. I really don’t. I apologize for any…….

Don Williams: Well, if I have any questions, Jordon you can meet with me out there if you’re willing to do that.

Mr. Aigner: Definitely.

Phil Baxter: Anything else?

Don Williams: Motion to adjourn.

Nova Conner: Second
