MINUTES

MARCH 23, 2009

The Warrick County Drainage Board met in regular session with President Tim Mosbey presiding over the meeting. Present at this meeting were Tim Mosbey, President; Art Noffsinger, Vice-President; Don Williams, Secretary; Phillip H. Baxter, Surveyor; David K. Zengler, Attorney and Noelle Monimee, Deputy Engineer Storm Water Management.

Pledge of Allegiance 

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

Tim Mosbey: The first item on the agenda is the approval of minutes, I will entertain a motion for the March 9, 2009 minutes.

Art Noffsinger: I move that we approve the minutes for March 9, 2009.

Tim Mosbey; Motion was made I will second it.

Motion was made and seconded to approve minutes. Motion passed 2-1, Williams abstaining as he was absent from that meeting.

Tim Mosbey: Entertain a motion for the March 13, 2009 minutes.

Don Williams: Move to approve

Art Noffsinger: Second

Motion was made and seconded to approve minutes.  Motion passed 3-0.

BID OPENING:
Tim Mosbey: The next item on the agenda is bid openings:

Weinsheimer Ditch:

Specs: Cut all trees, brush, grass, vines and weeds to a maximum of 3 inches in height. Brush, grass and weeds may be cut with a rotary or flail mower. All woody type plants including trees, vines and large brush will be ground to mulch not to exceed 4 inches x 2 inches or hauled out of the 75 foot right of entry and disposed of in a proper manner. Mulch may be spread in the right of entry so as not to cause liability to the Warrick County Drainage Board or restrict or alter the flow of water in the ditch or overland.

Tim Mosbey: Number 1 is the Weinsheimer Ditch.

David K. Zengler: I have three bids the first one is from Elliott’s Excavating, bid for grinding length is approximately 5248 linear feet $12,800.00.

Bigge Excavating he has 75 cents per foot total for 5248 feet is $3,936.00.
Jerry Aigner Construction a quote for grinding work $11,545.60.

Those are the three bids I have for Weinsheimer Ditch.

Tim Mosbey: And they all meet the qualifications?

Don Williams: Everybody use the same specs Phil? Was there a pre bid meeting and all that?

Phil Baxter: Yes they all had the same thing and everybody looked at it.

David Zengler: They all signed a memorandum that they received the specs.

Tim Mosbey: What is the pleasure of the board?

Art Noffsinger: I guess in this case we will have to move that we give the bid to Bigge for $3,936.00.

Don Williams: Second.

Motion was made and seconded to award bid to Bigge Construction. Motion passed 3-0.

ANGEL DITCH:

Specs: Cut all trees, brush, grass, vines and weeds to a maximum of 3 inches in height. Brush, grass and weeds may be cut with a rotary or flail mower. All woody type of plants including trees, vines and large brush will be ground to mulch not to exceed 4 inches x 2 inches or hauled out of the 75 foot right of entry so as not to cause liability to the Warrick County Drainage Board or restrict or alter the flow of water in the ditch or overland.
Tim Mosbey: We will now move to Angel Ditch.

David K. Zengler: On Angel Ditch I also have three bids from the same companies.

Elliott’s Excavating $7,400.00

Bigge Excavating $3,089.00

Jerry Aigner Construction  $7,784.91.

Tim Mosbey: Well, what is the pleasure of the Board on this one?

Don Williams: Phil, are these being inspected to make sure their being done according to specs?

Phil: Yes

Don Williams: Move to give it to low bidder

Art Noffsinger: Second

Motion was made and second to award the bid to Bigge Excavating. Motion passed 3-0.

THREE LAKES ESTATES SUBDIVISION:

Tim Mosbey: Next item is drainage plan approval for Three Lakes Estates Subdivision.

Phil Baxter: I think that is to be continued until the meeting of the 13th of April.

Don Williams: Is this a total new drainage plan or is it just amended?

Phil: Amended

Tim Mosbey: Is this the one that….up north of Asbury Cemetery Road and Boonville-New Harmony.

Phil: Yes

Tim Mosbey: All right, do I have a motion to table this until the 13th?

Don Williams: So moved.

Art Noffsinger: Second

Motion was made and seconded to table subdivision. Motion passed 3-0.

CLAIMS:

Tim Mosbey: Next item is claims. You have a copy of the claims in front of you.

Don Williams: I move we pay the claims in the amount of $1,616.74.

Art Noffsinger: Second

Motion was made and second to pay claims. Motion carried 3-0.

OTHER BUSINESS:

Tim Mosbey: Other business that was not available at time of compilation of this agenda.
FEMA:
Phil Baxter: A few weeks ago we were told from FEMA that they probably wouldn’t be able to help us. I met with three gentlemen this morning and they were pretty assuring that they could, they are going to get back with us and going to take a tour of some things. I am going to send them some copies of some photographs we’ve got. But I feel pretty good about it now so we’ll see where it goes.

Tim Mosbey: And for you two I don’t know if I think I shared it with you but maybe I didn’t. I was at the soil conservation office and Phil got me some pictures and we wrote a letter, Roger wrote a letter to the State Conservation Office Jane somebody there is a fund available that will help out Counties in this situation if we have no other funding source, if FEMA doesn’t come through. So that letter has been sent, I’m pretty sure because I gave Roger all the pictures and he had the letter written up. So we’ll see what happens on that. Are we ready to move into Stormwater? Is that all you have Phil?

Phil: Yes.

Terry Fisher:  May I address the Board?

Tim: Yes

Terry Fisher: I didn’t make an appointment to address the Board but I wanted to speak to you since I was here. I have heard that there were some plans to do some clearing on Stollberg Ditch on the North side of 62 cleaning it back toward Pigeon Creek, is that true? I was wondering about the South side of Stollberg if there are any plans on doing any cleaning on that side of the ditch.

Phil: There will be later but not at this time.

Terry Fisher: Ok, I had a County resident that lives on Fuquay Road with property that adjoining the city. I put out a little newsletter and in that I had something in there about if you had any storm water issues to please call me and let me know and she did call and was wondering about the ditch and getting it cleaned. I just wanted to see if there were any  plans on getting it done in the near future and also maybe last year we had some discussions about Wright Ditch and some clearing in there with the city helping with some of the financing to help get that ditch cleared since it is a legal drain.

I didn’t mean Wright, pardon me I meant Whitaker Ditch.

Don Williams: The one by the race track?

Mr. Fisher: No, I meant Whitaker Ditch the one over by the school and down through there. Just keep that in mind that we did say that we would be willing to help with some of that on Whitaker Ditch where it goes through the town.

Phil: Possibly this year, Terry, I can’t promise you because we have to see what we’ve got coming and the money we’ve got.

Terry Fisher: Thank you for letting me address the Board. I appreciate anything that you can do for us.

Tim Mosbey: If there if nothing else we will go on to Stormwater.
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Tim Mosbey: The first item states waiting on Highway Department to loan two guys to move forward with our list of projects. There is no storm water work being done at this moment?

Phil: No, they would like to start pretty soon everybody has been on this clean up.

Tim Mosbey: I was gone, Phil did you get with the personnel committee, has that request been considered, put down or did they ever talk about it?

Phil: Refused

Tim: Okay, until budget time.

Phil: Yes, the council refused it.

Tim: Yeah, because it was hard to lay off two and hire two at the same time.

Phil: I guess we’ll have to do it like we did last year, pay the Highway Department back. But they did say they would take it up in July and I’ve talked to a few and I think well 90% sure it’s going to go but there was some other things on their agenda that they didn’t feel they could that.

Tim: Yes, our timing was bad. Is there anything else to come before this meeting? If not I will entertain a motion?

Art Noffsinger: I move that we adjourn.
