July 27, 2009

The Warrick County drainage Board met in regular session with President Tim Mosbey presiding over the meting present at this meeting along with Commissioner Mosbey were Art Noffsinger, Vice-President; Don Williams, Secretary; Phillip H. Baxter, Surveyor; Bobby Howard, Director of  Storm Water and David K. Zengler, Attorney for Board.

Minutes were recorded and transcribed by Cheryl D. Embry.

Present in the audience were Earl Schnell, Keith Messner, Bernard Klein, Robert Sears, Carol Schnell and Mike Whebtine.
The meeting was started with the members and audience reciting the Pledge of Allegiance.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

Tim Mosbey: I call the July 27th Stormwater/Drainage Board meeting to order. The first item on the agenda is approval of minutes of the July 13, 2009 meeting, if you have had time to read your minutes, I’ll entertain a motion.
Art Noffsinger: I move that we approve the minutes.

Don Williams: Second

Motion was made and seconded to approve minutes. Motion carried 3-0.

BID OPENING-STACER DITCH:

David Zengler: Mr. Chairman, I have one bid from Jerry Aigner Construction.

Don Williams: How many people were invited to bid, Mr. Surveyor?

Phil: Four (4)

Tim: And we only got one bid?

Phil: Yes

David Zengler: The one bid from Jerry Aigner Construction showing a quote of $4.00 per lineal foot for Stacer Ditch. That’s what the bid says.

Don: What is the length?

Phil: It’s around 850

Art: So it will be around $3,200.00? Is that reasonable?

Phil: Yes, if you want to make the motion I’ll just make it $4.00 per foot and I’ll get the exact footage.
Tim: If that’s sufficient enough for you.

Don: Does that seem high or about right because it seems to me we’re usually looking at $3.50 or $3.75 per linear foot?

Phil: It’s within reason.

Art: I move that we approve the bid up to 850 feet.

Tim: I second.

Don: Let’s say 851 or 852.

Art: Well, then he can come back to the board.

Don: Why don’t we just okay the $4.00 per linear foot?

Art: Because then we don’t know exactly what we’re doing for the price.

Phil: I will go get the exact footage.

Tim: Okay go get it in a minute.
(Stacer Ditch was continued)

CITIZENS COMMENTS AND COMPLAINTS:  Earl Schnell 10088 Lockwood Lane

Tim: We will go ahead and address the next item on the agenda. Mr. Earl Schnell 10088 Lockwood Lane Newburgh, Indiana.

Earl Schnell: My name is Earl Schnell address is 10088 Lockwood Lane. I’ve got a little trouble problem with my neighbors building continually building up a ditch area. Our lot is adjacent to a subdivision and the subdivision once had a ditch just like I had in the back of my lot. According to the County Engineer the neighborhood got together and put a pipe in and did not get a permit to put the pipe in and it’s too small, the wrong type that kind of thing. My problem is not with the pipe it’s there and it’s there and it’s the way it is but what my problem is the Messmers keep building up, they keep adding material, dirt, landscape rocks, I’ve got pictures to show you they just constantly keep adding and it gets up and up, now it’s raised up…. the top of the rock is raised up two feet above the culvert. If you go behind the raised up area it’s almost exactly two feet from the top of the rock where the normal ditch line was, so what’s happening is the water hits this rocked area and it’s pushed back on me. The water comes down and hits this and it just blocks and it holds it up so until the water can come down. Now this culvert also according to the County Engineer Department has downspouts in it, it has holes in it, that’s why I didn’t know really but she said there’s holes down……but all these houses have downspouts going into this thing. This thing drains the whole area plus it drains you know the area there. I’ve got pictures here of what is happening, I mean it’s repeated, it’s not just okay I put in landscaping well one time they put landscaping and they had 4x4’s in front of it and the water came by and washed it out and so they put it back so they had people come back and put rocks in front of it and stack these big rocks to kind of hold the water off and then the County, I talked to Keith Messmer and he said if the County would be against it he would take it down. So I talked with the Engineer’s Office and they sent a letter, this letter here to them and told them about the landscaping material in the drainage area so what do they do instead of taking the stuff out, they had their contractor dump more dirt in there, more landscape they made a whole circle and they keep telling me said well, it’s just landscaping. The landscape guy told me they were making flood control, a dam, so I think they either need to remove all that stuff and make it a natural drainage way again or get rid of the problem altogether, because the problem they have is water coming down through there. So their choice to me would be to either clean the area and make it a natural flood area just take the landscaping out and leave the pipe or simply turn it back to a natural pipe since there was no permit issued.
Don: Is water backing up on either of them? Mr. Williams asked Mr. Schnell to come forward and show him on a picture where he was located. Mr. Schnell pointed out to Mr. Williams where he was located and where the water came from.
The water drains this way.

Mr. Schnell: There is quite a bit of water that comes through here the actual thing is way back here in this ditch line.
Don: It is kind of neat looking as I looked at all the pictures.

Mr. Schnell: The landscaping is very nice, I can’t complain about that it’s just that it                          

(the next part is inaudible as he wasn’t on a microphone)

Don: And normally your water would drain down hit this drainage way…..

Mr. Schnell: If this pipe wasn’t in here the water wouldn’t back up at all but it backs up sometimes to about right in there.

Tim: On to your property?

Mr. Schnell: Yes on my property.

Don: Now, is that pipe supposed to take water under the landscaping is that what it’s for?

Mr. Schnell: Yeah, it’s taking the pipe all the way down to a big culvert it’s a pretty long pipe, it goes the entire length of the subdivision down and I think…(inaudible)
onto a bigger pipe and then drains across Lockwood to the south.

Don: Have you talked to them?

Mr. Schnell: Yes and he told me, Keith is back there and he told me that if the County didn’t approve that he would take it out and the last time I talked to him he told me to have the County call his lawyer and for me to call his lawyer. That’s what he told me, so….

Tim: Would you want to address the Board?

Mr. Messmer: (?) Okay Bobby have you shared my letter and my pictures?

Bobby: I e-mailed the letter.

Mr. Messmer: Okay so you guys see the water that comes through. What Earl was referring to here is we have had landscaping for 15 years and the landscaping that we put in, it’s beautiful there is no way it can block out water this is a personal issue that he’s trying to make into a Byron Court’s issue. The only reason I said I would get my attorney is when he said that we would have all the pipe tore up along Byron Court that is huge value in our homes and that is ridiculous it was put in by the County 15 years ago and they accepted the roads back then. It’s been a non-issue for 15 years his open ditch is back yard our open ditch when it was like that was front yards which is part of our land values. It was a hazard issue they way the water came through there and I think you guys have all got pictures, this is what we’re talking about. My little 8 inch landscaping is not going to stop water and back it up when his elevation is much higher than mine. It’s a point of leveling off there is no water back up but I…do we have pictures of any water being backing up? I don’t think we do. We might, is there water backing up?
Mr. Schnell: You have to remember the top of the rock is two feet higher than the other side and it’s almost two feet to the top of that culvert, not the bottom but the top of the culvert.

Mr. Messmer showed the Board some pictures of his landscaping and stated how could  his little 8 inches of landscaping block a river.  (pictures were of flooding)
Mr. Schnell: We are talking two feet and the entire width of the ditch and if the landscaping wasn’t there the water wouldn’t back up at all.

Mr. Messmer: Is there water backing up, do you see any water backing up?

Tim: Excuse me, please. These pictures, I’m a little confused, these pictures are on your property (Mr. Messmer) this is not back water this is basically head water of a flooding rain, I guess?
Mr. Messmer: Exactly, it happens 2-3 times a year.

Tim: And it came from…..?

Mr. Messmer: His part of the property.

Tim: And came over the top of…….

Mr. Messmer: It came over the top of the landscaping and I replace the mulch every time it doesn’t happen very often. So I’m willing to replace the mulch to make my landscaping look nice.

Mr. Schnell: The problem is you don’t replace just the mulch. He brings in more dirt they put more bushes in, it’s a continual thing, if you don’t believe me just ask the landscaping company LMN Landscaping Company, the have wheelbarrow after wheelbarrow after wheelbarrow each time and the rock, look at the rock he has.
Mr. Messmer: Those rocks are 8 inches high.

Tim: Where is the property line between your property and the adjoining property in relationship to this?

Mr. Messmer: It’s just on the other side. Those trees are natural trees and we have put landscaping around them. It’s been in place for 15 years.

Tim: Well in respect to both parties I mean I’m not here to play Judge Judy this is something we need to….your going to have to give us time to address it, I suppose the Engineer will need to look at it as well as the Surveyor. Give us time we’ll contact both of you and see what we can do if we can do anything or how to handle this, that is my input Mr. Williams or Mr. Noffsinger if you want to say anything speak up.

We can’t answer your concerns today, you have made us aware of the problem or the controversy where we go from here……..

Bobby Howard: I saw some of the pictures and saw what he was talking about, the landscaping is there and then I saw the pictures of the flooding that has occurred. I have not sized a pipe for that watershed that pipe it appears was approved by the County somewhere along in there one of those drive-ways was approved by the County by County Engineer Elmo Dockery. So that would have been in the early 80’s.
One of the gentlemen asked if there was damage to their land and if that was the issue?

Commissioner Mosbey said Sir, Mr. Howard is speaking right now if you don’t mind.

Bobby: So that would have been the early 80’s that there was I think a fifteen inch structure approved in there from what I could find when the streets were accepted for maintenance all the yards were already enclosed at that time according to the report that our office had did back then and their engineer for the development stated that the front yards of the properties that were enclosed would be the areas that are flooded. At that time there was no residents upstream and the County accepted the streets at that time with the ditches enclosed knowing that the property owners would be the ones that had the flooding and like I say that’s been 15 years ago and this is the first that I have even got any kind of calls about flooding on Byron Court and evidently they have it each time it rains. So I guess they were all aware that the flooding occurred at that time. The design standards were different back then than what they are today. You know I don’t know that design storm it was sized for when that pipe was initially sized but assuming it came to the County Engineer at that time it would have been designed for the 10-25 year storm event whereas today we size for the 50. But it was designed….it appears it was designed per the design storm of that criteria at that time.
Art Noffsinger: And the County did approve it at one time?

Bobby: They approved a ditch enclosure through there and then they approved taking the streets over for maintenance knowing that those ditches were enclosed.

Tim: Okay and knowing those streets would flood like these pictures show.

Bobby: Yes that everyone along that side of Byron Court’s the yards would be flooded.

Art: Now that the pipes are in and the landscape is over the top, since the pipes in place we really don’t care about what they put on top of that at this point do we? 

Bobby: The um….you know we don’t want someone purposely blocking a natural drainage way and if that is happening it shouldn’t be but I don’t know….that is a legal question on how that could be enforced you know the pipe was sized for the storm event of that time then it was designed to carry that storm event in it’s entirety and you would assume then that anything placed on top of that wouldn’t matter because the pipe was designed for that designed storm.
Art: That is where I was getting to.
Tim: Don, so you have any comments or should I …..I think there are some gentlemen who would like to speak.

Don: I will be glad to listen to anybody but as far as this board is concerned the only real question that we answer is, is there any intentional obstruction of a natural drain and if that’s not the case then this board has no jurisdiction.

Tim: State your name and address, please.

Robert Sears: Robert Sears, I live at 10155 Byron Court, I live one lot west of the Messmers and some of those pictures were actually taken at our house looking at the Messmers lot flowing into ours. And as Keith mentioned those events will happen…well when we first moved there 7 years ago and all this was in place when we moved in you might have 1-2 events in a year that has picked up frequently. Obviously during the construction of the Schnell’s home we saw a lot of dirt and debris as that was in construction flowing down and I had to clean out my driveway several times but one thing I would like to say about the landscaping at the Messmer’s home. That landscaping has done a very nice job of stopping some erosion around those trees that are there. We used to tease the Messmers that we wished they would plant seed in their yard more versus planting some of the bushes because those bushes ended up in our yard. That rock has served to do nothing more than be an edging around that landscape and help stop some of that and I went over and looked at it after the Messmers were done and on both sides of that the landscaping is not that wide and on both sides of that it’s actually lower to where that water now flows better in my opinion than how it has the last couple of years. So I don’t see that landscaping as being a hindrance to it and I can say that on those high days I will get water up to 3-4 inches on my garage door. So I have to keep that door shut to keep it out as we are a lot lower than theirs and it’s really where the drainage flattens out. I think ours was to my understanding the lot that initially had the approved County drainage installed but I would just want to go on record in saying that as a neighbor who receives a lot of this flooding and pooling much more the pooling throughout the front yard, I believe what the Messmers have done is not building up and damming, it’s merely helped contain some of the landscaping and the mulch and it has stopped debris from flowing and it’s really created a better drainage path for what’s there and that is what I would like to add to it.
Bernard Klein: I’m Bernard Klein 10200 Byron Court, I live down at the end. I think we were the first ones there and what Mr. Sears said, we used to get mulch all the way down in our yard since before he put that up and I can say that the flooding has actually gotten worse since he built his house. We get runoff from the roof and runoff from the concrete and we’re getting more water from that because there is less of it to go down in the ground and I’ve looked at the landscaping down there and there is no attempt to make any kind of blockage whatsoever.

Mike Whetstine: My name is Mike Whetstine and I live at 4744 Woods Tower which is on the corner of Byron Court and Woods Tower. I would just like to let you know that I don’t think that Mr. Schnell’s property sits so high that his property always what he is complaining about it always did back up there, it gets nowhere near a structure so I don’t know how it could damage his improvements any at all, it’s just his backyard flooding not that his house is in danger.
Don: How long have you been there sir?

Mr. Whetstine: About 10 years

Don: And the water backing up is been observed all ten of those years?

Mr. Whetstine: Yes, all the 10 years that I’ve been there. It backs up into his backyard but he’s on a hill and it gets..I don’t you know I don’t think it gets anywhere near his building, if he put a basement in it might get close to that but I doubt it.

Don: Has your house ever been flooded?

Mr. Schnell: No, it’s never been flooded…..

Don: Please go back to the microphone.

Mr. Schnell: No my house has never been flooded it backs up I cannot you know it just simply backs up in there and the problem is and I’d like to address his mud issue I think Mr. Sears may have talked about. The mud, yeah we built a house and yeah there was some mud but what he is forgetting about is down up the way Chandler built a new water tower you cannot believe the mud that is coming down the street from the Chandler water tower yeah along with my mud but that is where some of the mud came from but it looked like it all came from me. This mulch where is this mulch that keeps washing where does it come from, did it come from my house, did it come…it came from the area that I’m talking about that is constantly being built up, built up, built up. The mulch washes away they put the mulch back, the mulch shouldn’t even be there to begin with to wash away. Flooding they said there wasn’t near as much water there was there water I mean whether the house is sitting on the lot or not the same amount of water falls on the same lot so there’s not and there can’t be any additional water.
Don Williams: That’s not the case though any time you put in impervious whether it’s a house or a paved or concrete drive-way, that water cannot sink into the ground so it always adds more water to the flow.

Mr. Schnell: Oh, ok that might be the case then but what my water adds to the picture is not very much, where the water is coming from is coming across Grimm Road, I asked the County Engineer if they could instead of having that water drain across Grimm Road have it go down Grimm Road down to the South because no it comes down through our property all the way around and then crosses and goes back and crosses Grimm Road again it just goes in a big U shape, that would solve part of the trouble if they could just get that water away but they can’t. The County says they can’t do it because it’s not a natural water way but you know the problem comes….the ditch may have been there a long time……
There was some discussion between the Board members but Commissioner Mosbey said to let Mr. Schnell finish his statement.

Mr. Schnell: The culvert has been there a long time, I agree that’s right but what’s occurring is a constant build-up through the last year or so there has been like 3 or 4 build ups, we’ve got different pictures but I don’t know if I brought all the pictures with the different stages like I say there was a little landscaping there and that’s that mulch they talked about washing away. Well, it was washing away so they added more dirt put 4x4’s in front of it tried to stop the water from washing it so that didn’t work so they added two layers of rock around there and added rock gravel on the…if you look at the pictures there is gravel to the north side of it and the guy from the landscaping company told me they were trying to do flood control, trying to block the water back on me. So this has been added and then the County sent the letter and instead of I guess your office sent the letter out and instead of actually taking it down more dirt was put in, you can see to the south of that one picture you will see new grass that was just added in the last two weeks. So it’s just a constant battle, I mean it’s just a constant addition and the main intent is to block the water hold it back on me.
Tim Mosbey: That could be your opinion and I’m sure they have a different opinion but we’re not here to judge that but I think that Mr. Williams stated I mean as a farmer I mean you know when you have an open field the rain goes down and soaks right into the dirt with all the construction, the water tower, your home there’s probably more runoff so their subdivision is getting more water. This pipe might have been sized properly for the time it was put in but as Mr. Howard said maybe you know but it was approved by the County at that time. You’re just going to have to give us time to address this, look at it I don’t have an answer today I don’t think we can come up with an answer today.

Mr. Noffsinger: Do we have a copy of the letter that the County sent?

Tim: Yes. But in respect to your side of the argument and in respect to your neighbors give us time and we will address…..will respond either the Engineer or Surveyor’s Office we will let you know what we come up with if we come up with anything. We have to go out and look at it, I don’t know if it’s possible to re-route water or if he’s had time to look at that idea. That may relieve some of their surface flooding I mean this is kind of bad in my opinion and you guys are putting up with this and he’s putting up with the backwater problem so you’ve both got a problem it sounds like to me.

 Mr. Messmer: I didn’t say my name initially it’s Keith Messmer 10133 Byron Court, I wanted to get that on record this happens 2-3 times a year and there are several years in the last 15, I will say 3 or 4 years where it never flooded, it just depends on if we get a bad rain, the people in Byron Court have learned to live with it, it is what it is. If this landscaping…and by the way the landscaping I did the second time around was to replace what that flood did on Memorial Day, it wasn’t to continue to add to it and there was decorative brick put around it so I wanted to get that on record as well. If there is an issue I don’t want to have an issue with these neighbors, if it is we’ll take it down, I’m not opposed to that but in my opinion and everyone else’s this is beautiful landscaping that does nothing to harm his land. So that’s….I just wanted to go on record as saying that.

Don Williams: One of the concerns maybe, is the pipe the right size? And that may be a problem. When you folks do get the flooding how long does it take that flooding to go down generally?

The answer was 30 to 45 minutes.

Mr. Schnell speaking (?) And it takes the pipe to drain me.

Mr. Messmer speaking (?) And I would dispute that but I don’t know if I have pictures of that either.

Tim: Is that a 15-inch pipe in there?

The answer was yes

Tim: I mean a 30-inch pipe might not resolve the problem if we replaced the whole pipe.

Mr. Schnell: (?) I’ve got a little ditch in the back of my house in the back of my yard, the flooding backs up probably less than half of my lot, if there was no ditch there, there wouldn’t be anything on me there it would just simply run down the ditch I mean it may not get much out of the banks.

Art Noffsinger: How long does it take for yours to drain?

Mr. Schnell: I’ve never timed it and 3 or 4 times a year but this thing has been 3 or 4 times in the last 2-3 months. We’ve had several floods here, his landscaping is beautiful we’re not contesting that. We’re contesting the constant build-up and the purpose of that is to hold the water back from washing out or whatever. They supposedly learned to live with this flooding, well if they learned to live it why do they keep adding something to hold it back, I mean if you learn to live with it your not going to do anything your just going to let it go.

Tim: We understand, there are two sides to every argument.

Mr. Schnell: I’ve got one more point, if they are not required to remove the landscape the material down there I want approval to build my side up. I can get all the dirt free and I will build my side up and then they can live with the water that goes through there, I will dig a ditch big enough to handle water and haul the free dirt in there and it will blow them away.
Tim: I’m not even going to respond to that.

David Zengler: I would hesitate as the Attorney you should probably be careful putting that on record. You’re on the record.

Mr. Schnell: That’s fine but what I mean, it’s the same thing, it’s the same principle. I mean if they can put stuff in the right of way then I should be allowed to, really I’m not supposed to put it in there so I don’t put it in there. I haven’t tried to block it up but my point was simply that they are putting stuff in there blocking the water so why can’t I? I didn’t mean it like I was going to act like I was going to distruct…I have nothing against them except for they have had a heartburn against me ever since I started the lot and I don’t understand it but that’s no problem.

Tim: We will study this and take it under advisement.

Mrs. Schnell: Just a simple comment. I’m Carol Schnell at 10088 Lockwood Lane and I couldn’t help…I heard the comment that the rock build-up and all that kept more mulch and things from washing across the lots to the west of us and my comment to that is I don’t feel like we should have to suffer on our lot at our address to make it more beautiful down that way. We want our lot to be beautiful also and we plan on landscaping and having beautiful grass and maybe a swing set for the grandchildren and we want our lot to be beautiful too and I think that we shouldn’t be hindered from that because of this water back up. Thank you.
Tim: Any other questions or comments on this issue? If not we’ll move on.

CLAIMS:

Tim: Claims is the next thing on the agenda. You have a list of claims totaling $1,618.20.

Do I have a motion?

Don: So moved pay the claims.

Art: Second

Motion was made and seconded to pay claims in the amount of $1,618.20. Motion passed 3-0.

Don Williams: Going back to this previous issue, is the Surveyor and the Engineer going to investigate that?

Tim: I was going to go over there with Mr. Howard myself since that is my area and I will report back and Mr. Surveyor is welcome to join us.

Don: Okay, sounds good.

Phil: I’ve been there a couple of times.

David Zengler: In general I think the issue is once again as Mr. Williams said is whether the natural drainage is being blocked, I think that is the only issue for this….
Don Williams: And I think the legal word there is intentional blockage and I didn’t hear that it was intentional. The answer may be as simple as the all the adjacent residents if it requires a larger pipe buying a larger pipe and the Storm Water Board putting in the larger pipe to drain that property. We just need to look at the issue and then make a determination.

Tim: Our next meeting is August 10, 2009 so that would be the earliest that we would be able to officially address this issue. So for your information I should have stated that before they left that August 10th is our next board meeting.

Art: I want to talk to Mr. Howard about……I’m trying to get the whole understanding of this. The citizens of the community agreed to put this pipe in knowing that they will now be flooded.

Bobby Howard: Yes

Art: What does….see whether they agreed to it or not I see we have a resale problem now because when somebody else comes in to buy a house they are going to have to be accepting that same flooding issue and I’m just looking at that saying is that what the County wants.

Bobby: Well, back when the County accepted those streets for maintenance it was brought up that those ditches were enclosed and there was no approval for that and from what I found in our records the engineer at the time which was Andy Easley wrote a letter to the county that basically stated that the only…..the yards of the development along those sides of the roads were the ones that flooded in the bad rain events and that they would be willing to live with those consequences and the Board accepted it.
Tim: As long as we took over their streets they were willing to take over the flooding or deal with the flooding, is what you’re saying?

Bobby: Yes with leaving those structures in place at that time and then the county accepted it at that time.

Don: Let’s investigate and find out.

Art: Yes, it seems all well and fine if those people planned on living there for the rest of their life but now they’re having it passed not only on new residents that might move into those  houses but on the rest of the community as it’s being backed up.

Don: I say with an investigation we may be able to resolve it for everybody, held everybody’s problem.

Art: Yes, that’s what we need to do I don’t want to just look at that one thing, I want to make sure we do the right thing for the community.
Tim: Any other comments? Okay lets move onto Storm Water.

DEPARTMENT OF STORM WATER MANAGEMENT

TANGLEWOOD DITCH:
Tim: First item is Tanglewood update.

Bobby: I just wanted to report that we are in the stages of acquiring the temporary construction easements so in case you get any phone calls wanting to know what it’s about it is for the temporary construction for that project and I hope to have them….we have had a couple of calls asking about their shrubbery and things like that. I hope to have them all back within the next couple of months and then the common construction wage meeting is all that’s left before we go to bid.

Tim: Okay, any citizens requests or comments on Storm Water?

Mr. Surveyor?

STACER DITCH CONTINUED FROM DRAINAGE BOARD:

Phil Baxter: I’ve got that footage total.

Tim: The Stacer Ditch what kind of footage do you have?

Phil: 875 feet @ $4.00 which is a total of $3,500.00.

Tim: 875 $3,400.00 total project?

Don Williams: $3,500.00

Tim: I’m sorry $3,500.00

Don: Move to award that to Jerry Aigner Construction for $3,500.00.

Art: I’ll second that

Motion was made and seconded to award to Aigner Construction. Motion passed 3-0.

Bobby: I also wanted to report quickly in regards to the storm water crew, I have went before the personnel committee and talked about hiring 2 new people and they asked me to come to the August 13th council meeting to look at a transfer to possibly have the maintenance crew hired this year.
Don: And then they want to cut your pay in half.

Tim: Oh council’s going to cut his pay in half? I did have some questions from some ex-council members on that issue, so…..

Don: I did too

Tim: Hopefully they will rule in favor.

Bobby: Basically it’s the same thing we’re doing right now so I don’t know what the difference is.

Don: Because he calls the one guy a foreman even though he’s the site foreman.

Art: I’d like to see you get a third person.

Bobby: Then they could do away with me altogether.

Tim: Don’t push your luck we’re going to be lucky to get two.

Art: I know but when they talk like that…..

Bobby: We initially talked about a 3 person crew and we were only able to get the 2 people from the highway department to get us going and so we’re trying to just deal with what we’ve got.

Tim: As projects grow and warrants another position then we’ll hit them up next year.
Bobby: Right

Tim: You’ve got to ease into the council I know from experience they are a tough bunch to deal with. I’ll entertain a motion.

Art: I move that we adjourn.

Tim: I’ll second the motion.

Motion was made and seconded to adjourn. Motion passed 3-0.
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
