MINUTES
WARRICK COUNTY DRAINAGE BOARD

REGULAR SESSION

NOVEMBER 9, 2009

2:30 P.M.

The Warrick County Drainage Board met in regular session with President Tim Mosbey presiding over the meeting present at this meeting was Art Noffsinger, Vice-President; Don Williams, Secretary; Phillip H. Baxter, Surveyor; Bobby Howard, Director of Storm Water and David K. Zengler, Attorney for Boards.

Present in the audience were Mark Chamness and Ron Schmitt.
The meeting was started with the members and audience reciting the Pledge of Allegiance.

President Tim Mosbey: I call the Warrick County Drainage Board/Storm Water Meeting for November 9, 2009 to order.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

Tim Mosbey: The first item on the agenda is the approval of the minutes of the October 26, 2009 meeting.
Commissioner Williams: I move to approve.

Commissioner Noffsinger: I haven’t had a chance to read them.

Commissioner Mosbey: I wasn’t here.

Commissioner Williams: Move to table until two weeks.

Commissioner Noffsinger: I’ll second.

Motion was made and seconded to table minutes until November23, 2009. Motion carried 3-0.

DRAINAGE PLAN APPROVAL:

ALLENDALE SUBDIVISION:

Commissioner Mosbey: The next item on the agenda is Drainage Plan approval item number one is Allendale Subdivision requesting no drainage plan be required. Mr. Baxter, comments or anybody who wants to address this issue.

Phil Baxter:  This is Mark Chamness and he will be speaking on this item.

Mark Chamness: Mark Chamness with Chamness Land Surveying and Ron Schmitt the owner is in the audience.

Commissioner Mosbey: Have you, Mr. Surveyor looked at this?

Phil: Yes, would you please explain, Mark.

Mr. Chamness: It’s basically seven (7) lots five (5) of them are residential the other two (2) are big large tracts 100 acres and 72 acres. We are just basically cutting them up into lots and we would appreciate your approval on that.

Commissioner Williams: How big are the residential lots?

Mark: 2 ½ acres. They have all had septic sites approved on them.

Commissioner Mosbey: So this is a major subdivision is the reason he has to have the drainage approval?
Phil: Yes and I recommend approval, there is no problem.

Commissioner Williams: Move to approve.

Commissioner Noffsinger: Second

Motion was made and seconded to approve Allendale Subdivision. Motion passed 3-0.

THE ESTATES OF VICTORIA II & III:

Commissioner Mosbey: Item number 2 and 3 have been tabled until December 14, 2009.

Commissioner Noffsinger: I move that we table the Estates of Victoria II & III items number 2 & 3 until December 14.

Commissioner Williams: Second.

Motion was made and seconded to table the Estates of Victoria. Motion passed 3-0.

FENCE REQUEST-OAK GROVE SUBDIVISION:

Commissioner Mosbey: The next item is a fence request in drainage easement 3000 Oak Trail Drive in Oak Grove Subdivision, Newburgh.

Rocky Doom: My name is Rocky Doom the new property owner at that location. This is a request to approve 233 linear feet of privacy fence. Here is a drawing of the property and it is a corner lot. That is the plot plan that has been provided to each of the utilities that have easements in that area as well.

Commissioner Williams: Is that fence going to surround the house or just the back yard?

Mr. Doom: It is going to come off of both sides of the house and it will be attached to the house and go to the back property line, it is the highlighted area there.
Commissioner Williams: What kind of fence are you planning on putting in, sir?

Mr. Doom: It is going to be 6 foot vinyl privacy fence with….this particular fence the panels are all removable that will slide right off the post in the event that any work shall need to be completed there.

Commissioner Williams: Will it be off the ground with a gap at the bottom?

Mr. Doom: It will be flush with the ground from what I understand as much as it can be, we are having a contractor with Lowe’s is installing it for us.

Phil: I have a question, the back, will it line up with the neighbors fence?

Mr. Doom: On the back side of the property there is no fence back there, the neighbor to the north of us there will be about a six foot space between the two fences there.
Phil: Yes, but will it line up with the back of theirs?

Mr. Doom: Yes, I see what you mean now.

Phil: The reason I am asking that question is because the swale is behind where that fence is.

Commissioner Noffsinger: I see there is a space between the house…..

Commissioner Williams: Will this impede drainage in any way?

Phil: The swale is behind where his fence will be so no it won’t.

Commissioner Mosbey: There is one gentleman in the County that installs fences and he knows to raise them up if they are in a drainage easement.

Commissioner Williams: Usually a requirement in a drainage easement is at least 2 inches off the ground so water can flow under it.
Mr. Doom: We can certainly accommodate that.

Commissioner Mosbey: The Surveyor just stated that this will not impede any water flow if it is going to line up with the neighbors fence.

Commissioner Noffsinger: Then the neighbors fence isn’t in a drainage easement?

Phil Baxter: It’s actually in the easement but it’s not in the swale.

Commissioner Mosbey: The easement is a lot wider than where the water runs.

Phil Baxter: But to answer your question we would like for you to hold it up 2-3 inches if at all possible.

Mr. Doom: Certainly, is that for the entire perimeter of the fence or just the east end of it?

Phil: The east end of it.

Commissioner Williams: Have you seen this, Phil?

Phil Baxter: Yes

Bobby Howard: I don’t know how flush or how solid this fence is but his own yard water would need to get out so he may want to keep it up on all sides.

Commissioner Mosbey: You would want to raise it up for your own benefit. 
Does your backyard….the grade go back toward the swale?
Mr. Doom: Yes there is a bit of a grade and there is also…I don’t know to what extent there is also some type of gravitational thing that the builder installed with the crawlspace, I don’t know how much of that is impacted by the rest of the yard there as I’m so new to the area.
Commissioner Mosbey: I would have the installed keep it at least a minimum of 2 inches off the ground 4 inches would be even better for your benefit and your neighbors.

Commissioner Williams: You recommend approval Mr. Surveyor and that you’ve seen it?
Phil: Yes

Mosbey: Do I have a motion?

Commissioner Williams: I move to approve.

Commissioner Mosbey: I’ll second it.

Motion was made and seconded to approve. Motion passed 2-1 (Noffsinger opposed)

WILLOW POND DITCH:

Commissioner Mosbey: The next item Surveyor’s request acceptance for engineer work for Willow Pond Ditch.

Phil Baxter: Yes, I received two quotes it will be for approximately 9,000 feet, we’ll go from 662 to Frame Road which is behind Halston Manor Subdivision. The low quote is $3,810.00.

Commissioner Williams: Who is that from?

Phil: Utilities Consulting.

Commissioner Williams: What was the other quote?

Phil: The other was ACCU Land which was $3,900.00 so they were real close.

Commissioner Noffsinger: $90.00

Commissioner Mosbey: That is pretty close. What is your pleasure?

Commissioner Williams: I move that we award the work to Utilities Consultants.

Commissioner Noffsinger: Second

Motion was made and seconded to except bid. Motion passed 3-0.

CLAIMS:

Commissioner Mosbey: The next item is claims, the secretary informed me that the ID & A was paid out of Surveyor’s funds so the correct amount is to the Highway Department for $150.56.

Commissioner Noffsinger: Move that we approve to pay claims.

Commissioner Williams: Second

Motion was made and seconded to pay claims. Motion passed 3-0.

Commissioner Mosbey: Mr. Engineer is there any Storm Water business?

Bobby Howard: The crew is doing well they have caught up on everything that we had them to do for the week so they are on scheduled. I have been pleased with how it’s been working out with the good weather. So the work has been moving pretty quick.

ESCHE DITCH:

Commissioner Noffsinger: I’ve got one more thing last week or last meeting two weeks ago I had brought up a drainage issue that residents were having back behind Sharon. (Commissioner Mosbey stated that it was two meetings ago as he was present.) Bobby you said you were going to go out there and take a look at that.
Bobby Howard: I have not got to walk that entire ditch yet, I did check it around Sharon Road and it had been flowing, the culvert under Sharon Road did have some debris blocking it but the elevation of the ditch, the water in the ditch was the same on both sides so if there is another problem downstream I had not been able to get out there and walk that whole ditch yet to see if there were any other blockages or concerns with that.

That is Esche Ditch and I know there are some blockages farther down when it gets out by State Road 66 in that area but I don’t know if there is anything between Sharon Road and there.

Commissioner Noffsinger: But you removed the debris?

Bobby: No, the Highway Department would need to remove that debris there and I don’t know if they have got in to do that yet as its in the culvert under Sharon Road.
Commissioner Noffsinger: So we need to get with the Highway Department and you will get with Sam?

Bobby: Yes, it was a minor amount of debris but it does need to be removed.

Commissioner Noffsinger: Then I will call the home owner and let her know what we’re doing with that, that is all I have.

Commissioner Williams: I have a question, Esche Ditch is a legal drain?

Phil: No

Commissioner Mosbey: No, it’s not that is the problem.

Phil Baxter: It was brought up a couple of years ago but some of the residents didn’t want it so…….

Commissioner Williams: They wouldn’t accept it because of the easement on their property they felt it might de-evaluate their property. They would rather take a chance on getting wet than……

Commissioner Mosbey: I agree, Anything else?

Commissioner Williams: Move to adjourn, second by Commissioner Noffsinger. Passed 3-0
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
