MINUTES
WARRICK COUNTY DRAINAGE BOARD

REGULAR SESSION

DECEMBER 14, 2009

2:30 P.M.

The Warrick County Drainage Board met in regular session with President Tim Mosbey presiding over the meeting present at this meeting was Don Williams, Secretary; Phillip H. Baxter, Surveyor; Bobby Howard, Director of Storm Water and David K. Zengler, Attorney for Boards. Art Noffsinger, Vice-President was absent.

Present in the audience were Mark Chamness Tom Newmaster, Jordan Aigner and Barry Elliott.

The meeting was started with the members and audience reciting the Pledge of Allegiance.

President Tim Mosbey: I call the meeting of December 14, 2009 to order.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

Commissioner Mosbey: The first item on the agenda is the approval of minutes from October 26 and November 9, 2009.

Commissioner Williams: Mr. President I move that we approve the minutes for October 26, 2009 and November 9, 2009.

Commissioner Mosbey: I’ll second the motion.

Motion was made and seconded to approve minutes. Motion carried 2-0.

BID OPENING:
LITTLE PIGEON CREEK:

Commissioner Mosbey: The next item is the bid openings and we are going to skip down to number 3 so the Spencer County Surveyor can leave. 

David Zengler: Okay I have five (5) bids on Little Pigeon Creek.
Commissioner Williams: What do we have on the other two just out of curiosity?

Mr. Zengler: On the cleaning three and the grinding two.

From D-lite Excavation that is D-Lite Excavation in Troy Indiana the lump sum bid is $27,000.00.

Elliotts Excavating in Chandler total cost is $23,400.00.

Jerry Aigner Construction, $28,120.00

Bigge Excavating $19,500.00.

K & K Dirt Works Inc. in Evanston, Indiana $49,320.00 and that is all I have on Little Pigeon.

Commissioner Williams: Did you have a pre-bid meeting?

Phil: Yes, their bid between both of us and if you want to go ahead and approve it for Warrick County then he is going to take it to his Board who has a meeting tomorrow. He said normally they take the low bid so he is pretty sure they will take the low bid.

Commissioner Mosbey: This is sort of new working together like this so I just wanted to know how you were planning on doing this.

Commissioner Williams: Is this going to be split 50/50?

Phil: Yes.

Commissioner Williams: I would move that we award the bid for Little Pigeon to Bigge Excavating in the amount of $19,500.00.

Commissioner Mosbey: I’ll second that.

Motion was made and seconded to award bid to Bigge. Motion passed 2-0.

Commissioner Mosbey: So you know what has happened here and you can take the bids and….
Spencer County Surveyor: I’ve only seen it happen one time that they didn’t take the lowest bid.

Commissioner Mosbey: Is this going to be run through the joint account or the joint drainage board account?

Phil: No it will just come though the normal drainage board.

WILLOW POND DITCH:

Commissioner Mosbey: Okay next item is the Willow Pond Ditch, the grinding bid. Make sure you open the right ones.

Mr. Zengler: I have been instructed by the Surveyor on which is the right ones. I have been trained. 

From Bigge Excavating Willow Pond Creek Brush Grinding is $7,500.00.

Jerry Aigner Construction $6,900.00 and those are the only two bids on that job.

Commissioner Williams: Both go to the pre-bid meeting?

Phil: Yes

Commissioner Williams: I would move that we award the Willow Pond grinding to Jerry Aigner Construction.

Commissioner Mosbey: I will second that.

Motion was made and seconded to award bid to Jerry Aigner Construction. Motion passed 2-0.

WILLOW POND DITCH CLEANING:

Commissioner Mosbey: Now for the Willow Pond Ditch cleaning bid.

David Zengler: Elliott’s Excavating $26,600.  Jerry Aigner Construction, $24,900.00

Bigge Excavating $13,800.00 and that is all I have on that one.

It was determined that they were all at a pre-bid meeting.

Commissioner Mosbey: I will entertain a motion?

Commissioner Williams: I will make a motion to reward the Willow Pond Cleaning to Bigge Excavating for $13,800.00.

Commissioner Mosbey: I’ll second the motion.

Motion was made and seconded to award bid to Bigge Excavating. Motion passed 2-0.

DRAINAGE PLAN APPROVALS:

ESTATES OF VICTORIA SECTION 2:

Commissioner Mosbey: Next item on the agenda is Drainage Plan Approvals for Estates of Victoria Section 2. Go ahead Mr. Aigner.

Commissioner Williams: Do they have a drawing?

Phil: They have a drawing and they are all over 2 ½ acres and all the drainage goes to the pits.

Jordan Aigner: Jordan Aigner with Aigner Engineering, this one is very similar to the Estates Section I basically we just….the Estates Section I is in the middle of the property and we just closed out the development on the South side of that large lake with Sections 2 and 3.

Commissioner Williams: Is Section 3 also all 2 ½ acres or more?

Jordan: Yes.

Commissioner Williams: I would just as soon do them both with one motion. I would move that we approve the drainage plans for Estates of Victoria Section 2 and 3 as requested.

Commissioner Mosbey: I’ll second that.

Motion was made and seconded to approve drainage plans for Estates of Victoria 2 & 3 as presented. Motion carried 2-0.

ANCHOR LAKE:

Commissioner Mosbey: Item number 3 Anchor Lake asking no drainage plans be required, you have a letter in front of you from the County Surveyor certifying that no drainage plan will be required for the approval of Anchor Lake Subdivision represented by Mark Chamness, Chamness Surveying and Thomas Edward Newmaster with Newmaster Development.
Phil: What is the smallest lot?

Mark Chamness: It is 28 acres.

Commissioner Williams: That is the smallest?

Thomas Newmaster: This is more recreational ground than anything else but we wanted to make sure we met all the requirements.
Commissioner Williams: I move to approve.

Commissioner Mosbey: I will second.

Motion was made and seconded to approve Anchor Lake Subdivision. Motion passed 2-0.

CLAIMS:

Commissioner Mosbey: I have claims totaling $7,022.54, any questions on the claims? If not I will entertain a motion.

Commissioner Williams: The two computer items did you go through Eric and make sure you got a good price?

Phil: Yes

Commissioner Williams: I move to approve the claims for $7,022.54.

Commissioner Mosbey: Second.

Motion was made and seconded to pay claims in the amount of $7,022.54. Motion passed 2-0.

Commissioner Mosbey: Any other business Mr. Surveyor. We will move into Storm Water.

DEPARTMENT OF STORM WATER

Bobby Howard: Our crew is still working on maintenance work because the weather has held off so they are still working favorably on that. Then I don’t know if everyone had a chance to talk to the equipment company the street sweeper at the Commissioner Conference last week. But they had a re-conditioned street sweeper that I had looked at before and talked to this Board before about the possibility of it and I believe the board was in favor of it. But we were looking at other quote and machines but I can’t find a like machine that can do everything that this one can could reconditioned like this one is. I think that they are regularly over $200,000.00 and he quoted it roughly between $90 and $95,000.00 and they give the same warranty that they would give a new machine is what he stated to us up there.
Commissioner Mosbey: I did visit with this gentleman with Bobby and he was quite impressive in my opinion.

Bobby: I didn’t know what other information you guys would like.

Commissioner Mosbey: I think first off in dealing with the attorney on the Board of Commissioners, I guess this attorney would agree you could make purchases like that if nothing else is available legally or…..

David Zengler: If nothing else   yeah      if  yeah

Commissioner Mosbey: What kind of proof does he have to show that he exhausted all possibilities?  Phone records, letters?

David Zengler: Yes, it probably wouldn’t hurt to have some kind of written statement that you  you know contacted.
Commissioner Williams: How many different vendors did you contact?
Bobby: In our area I could only find two and then they sold the same type of equipment, I could look it up in the file but they didn’t have the same reconditioned equipment.

Commissioner Mosbey: You could buy it new but not used or re-conditioned?

Commissioner Williams: I’m not so sure…even if we got two do we have to go through the bidding process since it’s over $75,000.00 I would think he would.
Commissioner Mosbey: Well, he could write up a bid for that used machine and nobody could respond but that one, I guess that would make you legal.

Bobby: We actually had a class on this up at the Commissioner’s Conference in our Supervisors engineers station and they talked about product purchases being that if they were a special purchase being that you could get a good deal on it that you couldn’t get anywhere else like in auctions and things that you could go through this special purchase procedure per this ordinance and not have to bid it.

Commissioner Mosbey: Did you write that ordinance number down and all that.

Bobby: I have the paper work that I can get it.

David Zengler: Why don’t you get me that.

Commissioner Williams: Get the paper work ready that sounds like a good deal to me.

So who is going to drive that new street sweeper, Bobby?

Bobby: Well, the Storm Water Department would probably be buying it for the Highway Department possibly.

Commissioner Mosbey: What was that?

Bobby: It would be bought by the Stormwater Department but it would most likely need somebody from the Highway Department to run it.

Commissioner Mosbey: Why is that you have a heavy equipment operator on your Stormwater…..

Bobby I have two people and they have been working on maintenance jobs year around.

Commissioner Williams: It sounds to me like you’ve got to have someone in your office to do that.

Phil: How often do you think that could be used?

Bobby: I would think that it could be used most of the spring and through the summer. In the winter depending on the weather but we can get a lot of the…most MS-4 communities and cities and towns have them. We have a lot of streets in District 2 and 3 they are subdivision streets that they could be utilized in or I mean District 1 and 2, I apologize. Subdivision Streets and when we sand and salt the roadways, in the spring we usually have a lot of siltation along some of the curbs and gutters along our major roads that have curbs and gutters and it also has a catch basin vacuum on it so we can vacuum out the catch basins.

Phil: It’s not that I’m against it but I know they are a high maintenance item.

Bobby: Right

Commissioner Mosbey: They come with warranties a new warranty.

Phil: How long is the warranty?

Bobby: I think its one year.

Commissioner Williams: Maybe you can get a 5000/50?

Bobby: Like I said the new machine is over $200,000.00 and they have this one refurbished.

Commissioner Mosbey: Now where is this company located, I don’t remember?

Bobby: It’s almost like Fort Wayne. Brown Equipment Company was the one that I talked to and I also talked to I think it was Dahony or something like that.

Commissioner Mosbey: I could see especially in my district there is a lot of need for it.
Bobby: And looking at some of the requirements and things that IDEM is pushing for there was talk about communities with the street sweepers that they are showing that they are actively involved in pollution prevention and the sediment and things coming from the street IDEM considers that pollution.

Commissioner Williams: So that is one thing you can put in your report, right. It’s going to take an employee full time in the warm months it sounds like.
Commissioner Mosbey: That is the only…..where are you going to get the employee?
Bobby: Like I said it’s a………..

Commissioner Williams: Do you require anything other than a regular drivers license to drive one of these things?

Bobby: I’ll look into it but you probably would need a CDL.

Commissioner Mosbey: I think before we buy it we better get with…..have you discussed this with Sam the availability of an operator?

Bobby: I talked to him about it and he acted like it was something that was possible but like I said that’s the Commissioner’s call if they want to use somebody to do street sweeping.

Phil: For some most of the year wouldn’t be bad but for some it would be. But of course in the summer time you wouldn’t be doing it as much as in the spring and fall, I guess.

Commissioner Williams: I would say try and get one more employee next year, you’re going to need it.

Bobby: In the winter you wouldn’t do it at all if its bad weather but sometimes you would it depends on our conditions.

Commissioner Mosbey: Can we wait until the 28th of this month to make the final decision?

Bobby: Oh you can wail until next year I just wanted to bring it up.

Phil: You don’t need it until April now.

Commissioner Mosbey: In the Highway Department right now there is a lot of movement going on, I think we’ve had one gentleman retire this month or maybe two and another retiring next month, I don’t know what Sam’s plans are as Superintendent to filling what vacancies or whatever with the grader situation. I mean there is just a lot going on the one grader operator retired and we haven’t filled that vacancy because there is no grader or he could be driving this piece of equipment if there was a grader on it.

Bobby: Well, there is also discussion of another (?) patch crew full time too that is what I have heard so I just wanted to bring it up for discussion to see what the interest was.

Commissioner Mosbey: Consider it discussed. I need a motion to adjourn.

Commissioner Williams:  So moved.

Motion was made and seconded to adjourn. Motion passed 2-0.
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
