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The Warrick County Drainage board met in regular session with President Tim Mosbey presiding over the meeting present at this meeting was Art Noffsinger, Vice-President; Don Williams, Secretary; Phillip H. Baxter, Surveyor; Bobby Howard, Director of Storm Water and David K. Zengler, Attorney for Boards.
The meeting was started with the members reciting the Pledge of Allegiance.

President Tim Mosbey: I call the Warrick County Drainage Board/Storm Water Meeting of January 12, 2010 to order.
ELECTION OF OFFICERS:

Commissioner Mosbey: The first item on the agenda is the Election of Officers, I guess we need to officially do that at this meeting so…. President?

Commissioner Williams: Do you plan on changing?

Commissioner Noffsinger: I was going to make the motion to leave everything just the way it is.

Commissioner Williams: Go right ahead.

Commissioner Mosbey: I have a motion to leave Tim Mosbey as President, Art Noffsinger as Vice-President and Don Williams as Secretary. Do I have a second?

Commissioner Williams: Second.

Motion was made and seconded on the election of officers. Motion carried 3-0.

APPOINTMENT OF DRAINAGE BOARD ATTORNEY:

Commissioner Mosbey: Next item Appointment of Drainage Board Attorney.
Commissioner Williams: I would like to move that we keep Mr. Zengler as our attorney.

Commissioner Noffsinger: Second

Motion was made and seconded to re-appoint David Zengler as the Warrick County Drainage Board/Storm Water Attorney for the year 2010. Motion carried 3-0.

RESOLUTION 2010-1:

Commissioner Mosbey: The next item is Resolution 2010-1, that is in front of you that is the meeting dates for the year for the Drainage Board/Storm Water Board, any concerns or questions?

Commissioner Noffsinger: I make the motion that we accept Resolution 2010-0.

Commissioner Williams: Second

Motion was made and seconded to accept Resolution 2010-1. Motion carried 3-0.

CERTIFICATIONS OF ACTIVE DRAINS:

Commissioner Mosbey: Next item, Certifications of Active Drains for 2010.

Commissioner Williams: Question, Phil are these same as they were last year, were there additions or…..?
Phil Baxter: No, they are the same as last year. There were no additions no changes.

Commissioner Mosbey: How do you get one added to the list, what is the proper procedure?

Phil Well, we have to start with David there but it’s got to be someone come in and request it and then we go from there which goes into…it takes months.

Commissioner Williams: There is a procedure…..

Commissioner Mosbey: It has always bothered me that big ditch between me and Mr. Tweedy is not a legal drain, I would love….I think it should be as it handles a lot of water.
Phil: Well, there is no reason it can’t be added it just has to go through the procedure.

David Zengler: Somebody has to petition first.

Commissioner Mosbey: Do you have a set form or you just write a letter?

David Zengler: There is a petition I think there is a set form.

Phil Baxter:  I’ll see if I can find one in the office.

David Zengler: Basically the only one you’ve done since I’ve been doing this position is we did behind Schnucks that small section there.

Phil: That has been 2-3 years ago.

Commissioner Williams: Just before that we did a section up in Elberfeld. And just remember the County gets 75-feet off both sides of the ditch.

Commissioner Mosbey: They have already taken 75-feet it doesn’t matter, yes that is on the drawing Mr. Howard.

Bobby Howard: they took the 75-feet already?

Commissioner Mosbey: The 75-feet is on the map of the new plat even though it’s not a legal drain so I thought if I’m going to give you 75-feet I’m going to make it a legal drain or I’m going to request it be made a legal drain.

Phil Baxter: Is that ditch called something? Have you ever heard it called a name? It can’t be Wright Ditch because we’ve got a Wright Ditch.

Commissioner Mosbey: Yes, it’s Wright Ditch.

Phil: We’ve got a Wright Ditch that is on the list but it may not be that portion or it may be…..

Bobby Howard: It might come so far and then stop like at Inderrieden Road.
Phil: That’s possible too. I’ll look at that next week or tomorrow.

Commissioner Mosbey: I know I’ve paid to have it cleaned out of my own pocket.

Phil: Well, we can’t reimburse you.

Commissioner Mosbey: Yeah, I know. Do I have a motion on the floor to accept the Active Drains for 2010?

Commissioner Noffsinger: Yes, I move that we accept the Active Drains for 2010 as presented.

Commissioner Williams: Second.

Motion was made and seconded to accept 2010 drain list. Motion passed 3-0.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

Commissioner Mosbey: Next item is the approval of minutes from December 14, 2009 meeting, hopefully you’ve had time to look through them. Any questions, concerns, motions?

Commissioner Noffsinger: I just wanted to let you know I wasn’t here for that one.

Commissioner Williams: I make a motion to approve.

Commissioner Mosbey: Second.

Motion was made and seconded to approve minutes. Motion passed 2-1. (Commissioner Noffsinger abstained)

CLAIMS:

Commissioner Mosbey: Claims totaling $1,089.14 there was one addition.

Commissioner Williams: Move to approve

Commissioner Noffsinger: Second

Motion was made and seconded to approve claims. Motion passed 3-0.

There was no business for Department of Stormwater.

Phil Baxter: We have some information. We have several log jams on Little Pigeon Creek north of Lincoln Trail Road and I got a verbal ok today to go in there and we’ve got until April 1st to get them out. So we’re writing a bid right now and will have pre-bid Friday morning. This is with DNR State of Indiana ground we got a verbal so I asked him to come down and meet with us on Friday to go back in there. So hopefully we’ll get it done.

Commissioner Noffsinger: I move to adjourn.

Commissioner Williams: Second

Motion was made and seconded to adjourn. Motion carried 3-0.
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
