The Warrick County Drainage Board met n regular session with President Tim Mosbey presiding over the meeting present at this meeting was Art Noffsinger, Vice-President; Don Williams, Secretary; Phillip H. Baxter. Surveyor; Bobby Howard, Director of Storm Water and David K. Zengler, Attorney for Boards.

Present in the audience were Jordan Aigner, Henry Bigge & son.

The meeting was started with the members and audience reciting the Pledge of Allegiance.

President Mosbey: I call the January 25, 2010 Drainage Board/Storm Water Board Meeting to order.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

Commissioner Mosbey: The first item on the agenda is the approval of minutes of the January 11, 2010 meeting.

Commissioner Noffsinger: I move that we approve.

Commissioner Williams: Second

Motion was made and seconded to approve minutes of the January 11, 2010. Motion passed 3-0.

BID OPENING:
LITTLE PIGEON CREEK:

Commissioner Mosbey: The next item is bid openings for Little Pigeon Creek log jams.

Phil Baxter: Just a minute (secretary forgot to bring bids)

Commissioner Williams: You might skip that for a moment.

Commissioner Mosbey: Oh oh did she forget the bids?

Phil: Yes

Commissioner Mosbey: Okay we’ll move on.

ENGELBRECHT PLACE SECION 2 LOTS 6 & 7:

SITE PLAN REQUEST:

Commissioner Mosbey: Site plan request for Engelbrecht Place Sec 2 Lots 6 & 7 request for concrete to be placed over a drainage easement.
Jordan Aigner: Jordan Aigner with Aigner Engineering, basically this is just a gas station that is going on the corner there at State Road 261 and Peachwood there in Newburgh right across from Buy-low. I just kind of wanted to make sure you guys knew what we were doing there we have already met with the Planning Commission and we are ready to get our location improvement permit, but in between these two lots you’ll see there is two lots 6 & 7 there is a drainage easement and it is a…..it carries an outlet pipe for the basin there. So I’m not going to be doing any connections to it because it is basically on designed to take the flow from the retention basin through that pipe so all I’m doing is just paving concrete over it and allowing this user to have both lots contiguous.
Commissioner Mosbey: Where will the rain fall that hits the concrete go to then if it’s not………..

Mr. Aigner: It will go into…..let me approach you thee for a second. I have got a curb inlet here proposed and here also all of the water that this site was supposed to take was half of the site was supposed to come this way through these curbs inlets into the retention pond, the retention pond does it’s thing as far as detaining the water then it comes out in through this pipe. Okay the rest of the half of these lots was designed to go un-detained into this ditch basically here and then under 261 of which I’ve got to talk to INDOT anyways and get a permit so I can just put dirt into their right of way basically. So all I’m asking is that you guys are aware that I’m putting pavement over this here and if you want me to sign a Hold Harmless or whatever……

Commissioner Mosbey: that is a buried drain pipe now with no……

Mr. Aigner: It is a buried drain pipe.

Commissioner Williams: How deep is that, Jordan?

Jordan Aigner: Right here at this manhole, there is a man hole here that is buried maybe a foot and I went over there and uncovered it and it is probably about 6-foot deep to the rim and then this lot rises up a bit so I’d say in this area here it’s probably about 6-7 foot deep. I am going to change the grade just cut it down a little bit so we’ll have a little bit less cover. But what I want you to know also is I’ve pulled off my structure here and my pumps and everything here so that way if there is ever any problem I’ve got enough room and I’m not disturbing…..you know.
Commissioner Noffsinger: What is the diameter?
Jordan:  15 inch pipe

Commissioner Mosbey: There’s no ground level grades now that catch surface water that goes down into that pipe?

Jordan: No and there is not supposed to be because it is strictly for the retention basin everything else is supposed to go to the retention basin and out that pipe. So I just wanted to make sure in case somebody was driving around and saw that and wanted to make sure everyone knew, I talked to Sheila (area plan) and she said well normally we don’t have to ask for this and I said well I just want to make sure I cover my bases and that the Drainage Board knows that I am putting pavement over one of your structures. I do think that it is a fairly common practice but being that this is an outlet pipe I just wanted to make sure that everyone is up and knows what is going on.

Commissioner Williams: The ditch that the water is going to has capacity that will not cause flooding.

Jordan: The retention pipe acts as an orifice for the whole subdivision so that water will rise up and go out at a controlled rate. It was designed that way previously.

Commissioner Mosbey: Have you looked at this Mr. Engineer and what are your feelings?

Bobby Howard: Yes, I have seen it and the only concern I have is if maintenance was required on that structure that the pavement over it is..who would handle the repair of the pavement? But other than that I don’t see an issue with it.

Jordan: I’m sure it’s the owners and if there is a problem with the pipe I wouldn’t see any reason he would think that you guys would have to handle it.
Commissioner Williams: I don’t think we can do this without a Hold Harmless, could that be in the hold harmless that if for any reason the county has to go in and repair that it be at the owner’s expense.

Commissioner Mosbey: Would that be your recommendation?

Phil Baxter: Yes

Jordan: I will make sure I put that in the Hold Harmless and get the owners to sign.

Commissioner Williams: As long as the County is protected.

Commissioner Mosbey: Fair enough? You have our direction, see you next meeting with a letter, is that okay with the Board?

Commissioner Noffsinger: Yes and have it recorded prior to the meeting.

Jordan: Thank you very much.

BID OPENINGS:

LITTLE PIGEON CREEK:

Commissioner Mosbey: Okay lets back up one, bid openings Little Pigeon Creek are they here now?

David K. Zengler: From Bigge Excavating a bid for Little Pigeon log jam removal and fallen tree removal total bid of $6,500.00.
A bid from Jerry Aigner Construction quote is $16,000.00.
Commissioner Mosbey: Well, what is the Board’s pleasure?

Commissioner Williams: Just the two of them? Phil did you have a pre-bid meeting and they received the same information?

Phil: Yes and there were more invited but just the two showed up.

Commissioner Mosbey: Any questions?

Commissioner Williams: I would move that we give it to the low bidder. $6,500.00

Commissioner Mosbey: I have a motion on the floor to award the contract to Bigge Construction for $6,500.00.

Commissioner Noffsinger: Second

Motion was made and seconded to award the bid to Bigge Construction. Motion passed 3-0.

MARATHON PIPELINE REQUEST:

Commissioner Mosbey: The next item Marathon Pipeline request to cross legal drains. You have a letter in your packet that lists all of the different ditches and area that they are not necessarily saying that they are going to have to cross them all they are just covering themselves in case…..is that correct in case they do.

Phil Baxter: Yes, what they are going to do they are going to empty purge the oil out of the line fill it with water pressurize it and there are nine different ditches here that they cross with it and they want us to be aware of it. There is a very slight chance there may be a leak or something but if there is they want everything taken care of and wants us to know about it in case they have to go in there to do something.
Commissioner Williams: Do you know how far under the flow line they are going to be?

Phil: No, I don’t know how deep the lines are, I’m sure they don’t either.
Commissioner Mosbey: Yeah, they contacted me and told me if I see something green on top of the ground to contact them. They are supposed to put some kind of green dye in this water. I’ve got like 3 or 4 different areas that I farm where the same pipeline runs through and they are empting the whole thing out and filling it with water, I don’t understand but…..

Phil: I think they just want everything covered in case they have to go in and as you can see on the three major ones Pigeon, Cypress and Little Pigeon they will bore and push the line through but smaller ones they will dig if they have to.

Commissioner Mosbey: I suppose they will probably….the impression I got was it was up to us if we see something green but I’m sure the waterways they will check themselves when they get it full under pressure.

Phil: Yes

Commissioner Mosbey: So do we need to act on this or they are just letting us know….

Phil: Well, I just brought it in for information there is nothing really to do….

Commissioner Mosbey: Like I  say there is nothing we can do about it, we can’t stop them.

Phil: Unless the attorney has a question?

David Zengler: No, I think they would be responsible obviously if there is any damage.

Phil: And if there is a problem on one of the waterways they will contact us, we’ll have more information.

Bobby Howard: So in the future if there is a damaged area they need to replace you would have the ability to tell them how deep they need to be at that time? I guess it’s a pressure line so they can go whatever depth we require I would assume.
Phil: The reason they are doing it all ahead of time there too, there would be a time element if they have a leak they would want to get in there right now.

Commissioner Mosbey: That would be regulated by the Army Corps too wouldn’t it?

Bobby: You want to make sure they keep a certain depth below the flow line for cleaning purposes in the future when we dredge it out some, we don’t want to make it too shallow.

Commissioner Mosbey: Well, I think the Army Corps don’t they have regulations concerning that?

Bobby: Well, they have regulations concerning us doing that kind of work too.

Commissioner Mosbey: Right.

Phil: They would probably have to permit it anyway.

Commissioner Mosbey: Okay we are aware do we need to grant their request legally is that……..
Commissioner Williams: Are they going to come to a meeting?

Commissioner Mosbey: No, we’re just supposed to contact them if we have any questions.

Commissioner William:  This is just a heads up informational?

Phil: Yes, and we can have them come in if you have any questions.

Commissioner Williams: Are they asking for our approval today?

Phil: I just told them I would present it to the Board and get your comments and if you want them to come in….

Commissioner Williams: I think we all have the same concern you know how far are they going to go under the flow line. I would personally like things like that covered with concrete or something so at least its not super easy for somebody who is cleaning out the ditch to dig through one of them.

Commissioner Noffsinger: But don’t they usually run a flag so many inches above the gas line so that when your digging you will see the flag before you get to the line?

Phil: If they bore it they won’t.

Commissioner Mosbey: Back when this was put in I don’t think they did that, I was a little boy.
And in the last paragraph if you will read your letter it says on completion of our review please contact him if we…..so that they may discuss any proactive measurers they would need to take with the County to allow pipe line repairs in regulated drains to proceed if needed. So if we I mean I take that as we could have Phil call him and if you want him to come to the next meeting or we could just have Phil tell him over the phone our concerns.
Commissioner Williams: I think that would probably be just as easy as anything. If they give us at least a normal what they do as far as how deep, I’m sure they will go under the flow line how far below and if it’s pressure and it always is.
Commissioner Mosbey: Yes and save him a trip.

Commissioner Noffsinger:  I think it would be good to have them here.

Commissioner Mosbey: You want to call them and schedule for the next meeting, Phil?

Phil: Fine

Commissioner Mosbey: Citizens complaints or comments? Seeing none we will move onto claims.

CLAIMS: 

Commissioner Mosbey: You have your claims in front of you totaling $820.02.

Commissioner Noffsinger: I would like to make a motion that we accept the claims as written.

Commissioner Williams: I’ll second that.

Motion was made and seconded to pay claim. Motion carried 3-0.

Commissioner Williams: I have a question for the Surveyor. Phil, I notice you have your routine maintenance your checkups done at Harmon’s Garage. Why don’t we have that done out at the garage since they are County vehicles and we have a guy out there that is dedicated to just doing that apparently or at least that is his primary job?

Phil: It’s been done that way before always but……

Commissioner Williams: I just thought that with times with tight money, I mean if there is a problem with it……

Commissioner Mosbey: And then have him pay the highway?
Phil: I can do it

Commissioner Mosbey: I mean the Surveyor would have to pay the highway.

Phil: I’ve been told they don’t work on Surveyor vehicles so…….

Commissioner Williams: Oh, you have, oh well I think it would take a call from one of us or two of us.
Commissioner Mosbey: That question also come up in some other department them working on their stuff.

Commissioner Noffsinger: Isn’t it all the County?

Commissioner Mosbey: Well, it’s the County Highway Department and they all have their separate budgets is the problem.

Commissioner Williams: All Warrick County vehicles belong to the Commissioners.

Phil: Well, that is the way I always thought about it.

Commissioner Mosbey: I think they don’t like working on Storm Water stuff either do they Mr. Howard?

Bobby: They don’t like working on my Engineer vehicle either, but they do it.

Commissioner Mosbey:  That is something I guess we could discuss at a Commissioners meeting this is not the place.

Commissioner Williams: It may just be a matter of talking to the superintendent.

Commissioner Mosbey: That’s true.

Phil: Well, it didn’t come from him.

Commissioner Williams: No, I’m sure it didn’t.

DEPARTMENT OF STORM WATER

Commissioner Mosbey: Storm Water.

Bobby: I have no business at this time.

Commissioner Mosbey:  No business whatsoever. How are we progressing on all our Storm water issues?

Bobby:  I can give you informational items but the maintenance items were pretty much finished last year. There were a couple of larger projects that we didn’t get to for weather purposes that will be first this year. We are currently in the office working on some public informational brochures and fliers and things to meet our public information criteria. And then again it should be around September before we have our audit from IDEM and they will visit our Highway Department to see how that is functioning in regards to…….

Commissioner Mosbey: Have you given the information to the Superintendent?

Bobby:  I spoke with him and we’re still going through this summer and go through everything again and see what we need to do and if there is anything we need to change but we have time.
Commissioner Mosbey: Can you enlighten us what status of the truck you were checking into?

Bobby:  I had talked to and I don’t remember what I had given the Board as a whole but I had talked to Southeastern Equipment here locally that sells a brand of machine I think it is called the Schwartz Street Sweeper which is different than the Johnson machine we were looking at. It is a regenerative air sweeper which is good for the environment. It meets one of the best management practices that we’re required to do. The refurbished model that we were looking at before up in Fort Wayne that was supposed to be regenerative air model was not. This Southeastern is supposed to be sending me a quote on what a new machine is and what a refurbished machine if they have any demo’s in the area and then they were supposed to sometime this week or next week schedule with me a time that they could demo the machine down here and have everybody look at it if this is something that we want to do.

Commissioner Mosbey: Any questions?

Commissioner Noffsinger: Yes, this is just a suggestion. Where we have Citizens Complaints/Comments, I would like to propose a re-wording to citizens comments and concerns. It is just less negative.

Commissioner Mosbey: Anything else?

Commissioner Noffsinger: I move that we adjourn.

Commissioner Mosbey seconded the motion.

Motion passed 3-0.

GRANT MONEY DISCUSSION:

Meeting was re-opened to discuss grant money.

Commissioner Mosbey: We are working on a grant to get drainage problems corrected in our County. There are millions of dollars available throughout the State of Indiana and we are working in conjunction with…so far us, Vanderburgh and Gibson. That what we have been told.

Phil Baxter: There are not any helicopters in this immediate area that we can rent or charter. The closest ones were from Louisville and there were two different companies, one is $540.00 per hour and we got a price from him just his estimate of what it would take to cover a couple hundred miles of ditches and you have to realize that it is one hour to here and one hour back. He is saying 10 to 12 hours maybe as we would be doing a lot of hovering to take pictures and I’m not sure just how long it would take.

Commissioner Mosbey: Could I make a recommendation that you contact Warrick County Co-op and Daylight Farm Supply, these crop dusters this time of year they might be looking for work.

Phil: Helicopters?

Commissioner Mosbey: Yes, they may do it a lot cheaper.

Commissioner Williams: They use helicopters?

Commissioner Mosbey:  It’s just a thought, I’ve seen them use them. I could call but we need to get information and get pictures of log jams and we’re talking about the creek from Princeton to the river. She recommended that for grant wise you need to do it as one project so the three counties but he is just checking into it.

Phil: Oh, we’re not talking just Princeton…..

Commissioner Williams: We’re talking Little Pigeon…….

Commissioner Mosbey: Oh no in Warrick we’re also talking Little Pigeon and Cypress too.

Commissioner Noffsinger: So right now we’re at $8,000.00 just for the helicopter.

Phil: It was $5940.00 on that one and the other said he can do it faster but he can’t hover. I was talking with Jordan Aigner a while ago and they’ve got a guy that works with them that has a license and can fly a helicopter but he doesn’t know if he’s got one available.

Commissioner Mosbey:  This is a very important part of the grant process, we’ve got to show them the problems, well this time of year that is about the only way we figure we can get in to show them the problems. But right now they are under water and you can’t see anything. Let me do some calling and see what I can find.

Phil: He would be set up with GPS too, I’m sure.

Commissioner Mosbey: Oh yes that is how they spray with GPS.

Commissioner Noffsinger: So what is needed from us?

Commissioner Mosbey: Nothing right now this is just informational. But there is 15 million available through out the state and it’s a first come first served and it’s non-competitive so it’s the early bird gets the worm so the sooner we get on top of this the better off we’ll be. So we might have a lot of work available if we get grant money. But we’re working on it. Can I have a motion to adjourn?

Commissioner Williams: So moved. Commissioner Noffsinger; Second.

Motion was made and seconded to adjourn. Motion passed 3-0.
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
