The Warrick County Drainage Board met in regular session with President Tim Mosbey presiding over the meeting, also present were Art Noffsinger, Vice-President; Don Williams, Secretary; Phillip H.; Baxter, Surveyor; Bobby Howard, Director of Storm Water; David K. Zengler, Attorney and Recording Secretary, Cheryl D. Embry.
Present in the audience were Bill Bivins, Jim Garrison, Sherri Rector and Les Shively.

The meeting was started with the members and audience reciting the Pledge of Allegiance.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

President Tim Mosbey: I now call the October 11, 2010 regular session of the Drainage Board/Storm Water Board Meeting to order. First item on the agenda is the approval of minutes for the Grant application Hearing for Little Pigeon Creek.
Commissioner Williams: Move to approve.

Commissioner Mosbey: I have a motion do I have a second?

Commissioner Noffsinger: I will have to abstain I was out of town.
Commissioner Mosbey: I’ll second it, all in favor say aye.

Motion was made and seconded to approve minutes. Motion carried 2-1.

Commissioner Mosbey: Next item minutes for Drainage Board and Storm of September 27th do I have a motion?
Commissioner Williams: Move to approve.

Commissioner Mosbey: I have a motion do I have a second?

Commissioner Noffsinger: Abstain

Commissioner Mosbey: I’ll second all in favor say aye

Motion was carried 2-1

PIGEON CREEK BID OPENING:

Commissioner Mosbey: Next item Pigeon Creek Bid opening.

Sealed bids for Pigeon Creek log jam removal.

David K. Zengler: I have two bids handed to me one from Jerry Aigner Construction for Pigeon Creek Ditch cleaning Stevenson Station Road and Pigeon Creek $1,650.00.

And from Stemaly Excavating removal of log jam West of Stevenson Station Road bridge $800.00.

Commissioner Mosbey: Are those the only two bids you received?

Mr. Zengler: Those are the only two bids.

Commissioner Mosbey: Any comments?

Commissioner Noffsinger: Was there a meeting for this?

Phil Baxter: Yes and they both attended.

Commissioner Williams: Do you know both companies and you’re okay with either one?

Phil: Yes

Commissioner Noffsinger: I make the motion that we go ahead and award the bid to Stemaly for $800.00.
Commissioner Williams: Second.

Motion was made and seconded to award bid to Stemaly Excavating. Motion passed 3-0.

DRAINAGE PLAN APPROVAL

PEBBLE CREEK SUBDIVISION:

Commissioner Mosbey: Next item is drainage plan approval for Pebble Creek Subdivision.

Bill Bivins:  Bill Bivins, Engineer. This is a 49 lot subdivision at the Southwest corner of Vann and Bell Road. Everything drains to the Southwest corner of the property where we have a large retention basin to control the runoff.

Commissioner Mosbey: Mr. Surveyor, any comments?

Phil Baxter: I had a couple of questions for Bill. This heavy line here what is it?

Bill: It’s just a break line to show the area that goes into the ditch.

Bobby Howard: Bill, the plans that I got showed a retention basin still for a 10-year release rate?

Bill: Yes

Bobby: I believe the Subdivision Control Ordinance lists a 5 year release rate and I didn’t know if you had a chance to look at that. But I don’t think it meets the ordinance in that respect.

Bill: I have no problem changing that pipe to the 5 year release, Steve Sherwood had reviewed the plans and told me they were all right so…..but that is a minor change that I have no problem doing.
Bobby: I just noticed that the ordinance does state a 50 year….the difference you retain the difference between the 50 and the 5 year and his drainage calculations showed the 10 year release. So that needs to be changed to the 5.

Commissioner Noffsinger: It’s my understanding that we also have road issues with this, correct?

Bobby: When we get to the street plans later I do have some issues with the….that I did find today that I haven’t had a chance to discuss with Bill Bivins yet so there are some things that I  recommend they be tabled when we get there but……..

Commissioner Noffsinger: Then we can handle both those issue and we can get the revised plans on the drainage at the same time we get street plans revised and do it all really on the same day.
Bobby: Yes

Commissioner Noffsinger: Since there are still some issues I’d like to make a motion that we table this until we can get some further clarification.

Commissioner Williams: Second

Commissioner Mosbey: Have a motion and a second to table.

Bill Bivins: Bobby are you going to continue the street plans too?

Bobby: Yes

Sherri Rector: Sherri Rector, Executive Director of the Planning Commission. Since they are going to be tabled we will have to table the primary plat tonight so are you tabling them until the second Monday of November?

Commissioner Mosbey: Yes I just asked them how long they wanted to table it.
Sherri: Oh I’m sorry

Commissioner Noffsinger: That would be great the second Monday in November would be great.

Sherri: That is when it goes back to the Planning Commissioner.

Commissioner Mosbey: Is that agreeable? Second Monday or second meeting?

Commissioner Noffsinger: They should be the same.

Sherri: Second Monday

Commissioner Mosbey: That would be November 8th.

Commissioner Noffsinger: Oh I’m sorry yes Second Monday first meeting.

Bill Bivins: So you’re not going to discuss the street plans at 4:00 then?

Commissioner Noffsinger: Probably not, not until there is some more discussion.

Commissioner Williams: Probably needs to get with Bobby it sounds like.

Commissioner Noffsinger Oh, did you want to bring that up at the meeting?

Bobby:  Well, I just have to get with Bill to show him what we’ve come up with right now. We were reviewing them today and I have a small list of changes that need to be made.

Commissioner Williams: I think you need to be there, Mr. Bivins to meet with Bobby.

Bobby: That’s fine I can get with him on my own time so he doesn’t need to be here at 4:00.

Bill: I need to call the doctor and tell him not to be here today.

Commissioner Mosbey: I have a motion and a second to table this until November 8th. Motion passed 3-0.

Les Shively: I just wanted to make a clarification I’m here representing Moore Development who’s option just south of this location to Bell Development LLC and we have some concerns regarding drainage and road plans. My understanding that you are going to table the action on drainage as well as table any action at 4:00 on roads, is that correct?
Commissioner Mosbey: Yes, nothing will be acted upon or discussed until November 8th.

Any other question from citizens on this issue?

Yes, sir please state your name and address, please.

Jim Garrison: My name is Jim Garrison I live at 8911 Vann Road. You spoke of the property or this new subdivision is going to drain into an existing retention basin?

Bobby: To a proposed retention basin.

Mr. Garrison: Could I ask where that basin is draining to?

Bobby: Do you have the plans there? I believe it’s still going to drain out to the southwest corner into the ditch that runs down through there, is that correct, Phil?
Phil Baxter: Yes, right.

Mr. Garrison: Can I look at that?  (the drainage plan)

Phil: This is Vann Road the retention is on the southwest corner. (Phil explained the drainage plans to Mr. Garrison.)
Mr. Garrison: I understand where that is going but I was here last meeting and I brought up the problem I have at my house, did anybody come out and look at that?

Bobby: I did I came out and looked behind your house there where the swale has pretty well disappeared. I looked at that where the house is and looked at the possibility of that drainage ditch that runs through that farm field to the west. I’m looking at what we can do to try and open that up more. It doesn’t look like….I didn’t put a grade on it but it looks like there is maybe up to 10-feet of difference to try to go south at Libbert at that location because there’s….so to come back through there it looks like it may be more economically feasible to try to get that ditch open up to the west and get it to drain over there. We would still have to get with the property owner to get a temporary right of entry to allow us to work on that side and then in regards to there behind you where I ‘m still evaluating on what we can do.
Mr. Garrison: Well, it’s not behind me.

Bobby: Well behind them on that’s draining to that…from the north coming down to the north of you.

Mr. Garrison: Well I noticed when I went by there and looked they do have somewhat of a swale to the south of their driveway but it only goes up so far and then it disappears.

Are you going to try and get with them to get it resolved?

Bobby: Well, we would have to prove that a swale existed there.

Mr. Garrison: How much of a proof do you need?

Bobby: Well, I just need a picture that would show the swale there that would be prefect.

Mr. Garrison: If anybody can…if you’ll except anybody’s being there years and years ago I’ve got two son’s and neighbors kids can all tell you that they used to have to jump that swale to get back there and play.
David Zengler: You could get statements from them.

Bobby: So they would have to be signed affidavits of some sort.

David: Probably Yeah.

Mr. Garrison; I don’t know of any pictures that exist.

Bobby: Our attorney is saying some kind of affidavit would work.

Commissioner Mosbey: Is that the next step are you ready for him to….

Bobby: If he wants to get that together we would need that before we could do anything.

Commissioner Mosbey: And we need to do something.

Bobby: To be able to stop…to get the water going back the way it used to go if they have evidence of that I think we could use that to move forward with the project.

Mr. Garrison: I know the two neighbors that is exactly south of them the next property is the Schmitts and Weddings they can I’m sure tell you it was there and I have two…..

Bobby: And they were there when the ditch was filed in?

Mr. Garrison: Oh yes Weddings have lived there for more than 40 years.

Commissioner Mosbey: If you could contact them and have them call Mr. Howard that would be very helpful. He can give you his business card. Just have them contact the County Engineer and we’ll go from there.

Mr. Garrison: Is this affidavit something we’ll have to provide or will you provide it we’ll get it signed.

Mr. Zengler: You would have to provide it I mean it doesn’t have to be too formal just some kind of…..

Commissioner Williams: It would have to be Notarized.

Mr. Zengler: By affidavit it means to be notarized and I think you’re just looking for something on the events that occurred.

Mr. Garrison: My wife is a notary and my sons have lived there and played on it as kids, the neighbors have two kids….

Commissioner Mosbey: Yes, just have them write up stating the facts and then have it notarized and get it to the County Engineer. Any other comments on this issue?

Commissioner Williams: I would just say that we have an awful lot of water to deal with in that area.

CLAIMS: 

Commissioner Mosbey: You have claims in front of you totaling $177.53.

Commissioner Williams: Move to approve.

Commissioner Noffsinger: Second

Motion was made and seconded to pay claims in the amount of $177.53. Motion passed 3-0.

DEPARTMENT OF STORM WATER

Commissioner Mosbey: Okay we will move onto Storm Water, Mr. Howard.

KATELLA DRIVE:
Bobby Howard: The only report I would have at this time is in regards to Katella we are still working on that and contacting property owners. We have a few of the signed temporary  right of entries back but we don’t have them all yet and there may be a couple of people that we have not heard from yet. But we are still going to try to contact them as well.

BUILDING QUOTES:

Bobby: Then in regards to the building I am still waiting to hear from the co-op in regards to a quote they have not sent one back yet and I didn’t know if you wanted anyone else involved in the quoting process right now…..
Commissioner Mosbey: Who all have you contacted here in the County?

Bobby: Right now just Mr. Brian McDaniel and the Co-op.

Commissioner Mosbey: Any other ideas?

Commissioner Williams: Is there anybody else in the County that does pole buildings?

Phil: If you don’t care I’ll stop by and talk to Henry tomorrow and see where he is on it.

Commissioner Mosbey: I’m going to call him, Darrell Van Winkle I guess is he still building buildings?

Phil: As far as I know.

Bobby: I can get in touch with him then.

Commissioner Mosbey: I mean that is one guy I know that builds.

Commissioner Williams: I imagine just about anybody can do that, just about anybody who can put a building can put up a pole barn.
Phil: Well, it’s kind of a specialty.

Commissioner Mosbey: Well get ahold of Henry and see what is going on that doesn’t make sense. Any other business?

Phil: Has Henry had it the same amount of time that Brian has?

Bobby: Yes, well Brian got it back really fairly quickly within a week. Henry I called the day of the last meeting and he said…he acted like he would get it to me fairly soon but I never got it on the fax machine so I was going to call him back and try to get in touch with him. He’s fun trying to get ahold of.

Commissioner Mosbey: Business meeting is adjourned.
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
