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The Warrick County Drainage Board/Department of Storm Water met in regular session with President Tim Mosbey presiding over the meeting, also present were Art Noffsinger, Vice President; Don Williams, Secretary; Phillip H. Baxter, Surveyor; Bobby Howard, Director of Storm Water; David K. Zengler, Attorney and Recording Secretary Cheryl D. Embry.

Present in the audience were Jim Morley, Jr.

The meeting started with the members and audience reciting the Pledge of Allegiance.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

President Mosbey: I now call the December 6, 2010 Warrick County Drainage Board/Storm Water Board to order the first item on the agenda is the approval of minutes from the November 8th and November 22nd Drainage Board meetings.
Commissioner Williams: I would move to approve.

Commissioner Noffsinger: Second

Motion was made and seconded to approve. Motion carried 3-0.

BID OPENINGS-LITTLE PIGEON CREEK LOG JAM:
Commissioner Mosbey:  Next item on the agenda is bid openings for Little Pigeon Creek log jam.
David K. Zengler:  I have been handed 6 bids….from

Commissioner Mosbey: Were all these at the pre-bid meeting and know the scope of the project?

Phil: Yes, they’ve all been there.

Commissioner Williams: Any problems with any of the six?

Phil: None that I am aware of K & K works in Spencer County for the surveyor, do you have any problems?

Spencer County Surveyor: No he gets most of our work and so far he does what I tell him too.

Commissioner Mosbey: Now refresh my memory this log jam is..this is a joint 50/50 project right?

Phil: Yes

Commissioner Mosbey: Any questions or concerns from the Board members? Would anybody like to make a motion?

Commissioner Noffsinger: I move that we go ahead and give it to K&K for $14,467.00.  Seconded by Commissioner Williams.

Motion was made and seconded to award project to K&K for $14,467.00 motion carried 3-0.

Spencer County Surveyor commented that his meeting was at 11:30 tomorrow morning and that they have always taken the lowest bidder. He said he would call if it was different but that he didn’t think it would be.

Commissioner Mosbey stated that they appreciated the cooperation.

DRANAGE ISSUE

MONTE WILLIAMS REPRESENTED BY JIM MORLEY, JR.

Commissioner Mosbey: Next item is drainage issue of Monte Williams and Jim Morley, Jr.

Jim Morley, Jr.: Jim Morley Jr. with Morley and Associates, Project Engineer and I believe you probably have a drainage report for Monte Williams. Monte is wanting to do a steel building there on his property to store some of his personal belongings in and we did a drainage report to go with it due to increasing the size of the building and the impervious part of the parking lot.
Phil: Our Engineer sent a report there one for Monte and one for Stahl Road.

Mr. Morley: And the request that Steve Sherwood had asked for we have added that and it was submitted and you got that today?
Phil: Yes, we got that today.

Mr. Morley: So we’ve added that, what he was asking for was for a trash rack to be put on the end of a flared end section and we’ve done that or we’ve added it to the plans.

Commissioner Mosbey: My only question is in reading this is who is going to supervise me guess the periodic maintenance to clear away the accumulated debris?

Phil: That would be the owner.

Mr. Morley: It’s the owner.

Commissioner Mosbey: That would be responsible when the neighbors complain to us then we’ll have to call the owner.

Mr. Morley: It is a dry basin and so if he doesn’t keep the debris cleared out of it, it will actually end up holding water in the basin where it’s not supposed to hold water. So it should be obvious that it is holding water.

Commissioner Williams: What kind of hammer do we have to make sure he does that? How can we enforce it?

David K. Zengler: Once you approve it you have approved it.

Bobby Howard: Technically as it sits right now I don’t think we have any kind of…do we have a surety or anything on to build any of this stuff, so we’re really approving a plan but he may not even build it to those standards.

Mr. Morley: I’m assuming its part of his building permit I mean we were told that the reason we’re here is so that he can get his building permit. He couldn’t get his building permit without the approved plan.
Commissioner Mosbey: Is he on the agenda for Area Plan tonight?

Commissioner Williams: Do you know, Mr. Morley?

Mr. Morley: No, it’s just a site it’s not a real estate division or anything like that. We filed for a …..this piece of property is off the State highway so we got an INDOT entrance off the state highway and INDOT has approved his entrance off the state highway. When we went through site tech review to be honest with you it’s probably been pushing a year ago now they requested that he get the INDOT approval first and for some other reasons it kind of drug for awhile and the to do the drainage report and then the site plan in which the Planning Commission reviewed that. He has a current erosion control plan underneath IDEM’S jurisdiction and we’ve submitted to them the updates and everything so this was all being done so he can get a building permit.
Commissioner Mosbey: Has he read this report from…..

Mr. Morley: We just got a copy today so we’re going to give him a copy of it. But we went ahead and added a trash rack, there actually was already an existing trash rack in a different structure so we have added this one as a redundant if you will we didn’t take the other one out we just added one more to the system. But really he’s no different than any of the other drainage reports we have that come through here I mean you know it’s almost always and correct me if I’m wrong, it’s always up to the property owner to make sure the area drain doesn’t clog, the curb doesn’t clog, the manhole doesn’t plug whatever it’s always up to the owner to make sure the drain system on their property is working correctly, I mean the only thing that falls on the County is what is out in the public right of way. But in this situation because it’s a dry basin it will be really obvious when it’s not working because it will hold water and it will hold water on his property, I mean it’s all on his property.
Commissioner Mosbey: He will be the one affected.

Commissioner Williams: Have you seen the plan, Phil, and you’re okay with it? I wish we would have had a copy of the plan to look at.
Phil: Yes and we have a copy of the plan.
The plan was passed over to Commissioner Williams and Mr. Morley approached the Board to explain where the building was going to be built where the dry basin was and which way it will drain. It will not affect any other landowners.

Commissioner Williams: So you recommend approval, Mr. Surveyor?

Phil: Yes, I recommend approval.

Commissioner Mosbey: Any questions or comments?

Commissioner Noffsinger: Move to approve.

Commissioner Williams: Second.

Motion was made and seconded to approve drainage plan. Motion passed 3-0.

STAHL ROAD EXTENSION:

Commissioner Mosbey: Next on the agenda is the Stahl Road extension, you have a letter from Mr. Sherwood the engineer for the Surveyor’s Office concerning the extension of phase 1.

Phil: As you can see he states that it was designed to County specs?

Commissioner Mosbey: Looking to the County Highway Engineer for any additional comments.

Bobby Howard: I have none I would agree it meets the Counties specifications.

Commissioner Mosbey: What are we being requested of here, just to approve the initial plan of the extension?

Phil: As I understand, that is what you want, right?
Jim Morley,Jr.: Yes, Jim Morley, Jr. with Morley and Associates Project Engineer. Part of the reason here is because you will see it again in an hour from now at the County Commissioners for the road plans but part of the reason you are seeing it here at the Drainage Board is because Phase 1 which is what we are talking about today run from Epworth Road to Grimm Road including a road about at the intersection of Stahl and Grimm extended and as part of that construction of that round about we affect some of the drainage system that was originally designed and installed in Arbor Pointe Subdivision. So some of that work occurs outside of the permanent right of way that the County Commissioners road project takes place in so we wanted to bring it back to the Drainage Board because this construction affects some of the construction that was done as part of the Arbor Pointe Subdivision. I designed Arbor Pointe Subdivision so I know pretty well how hand in hand they work together. But that is why you see it here also and not just the County Commissioners.
Commissioner Mosbey: Any questions?

Commissioner Williams: Make a motion to approve.

Commissioner Noffsinger: Second

Motion was made and seconded to approve Stahl Road Extension Phase 1. Motion carried 3-0.

CLAIMS:
Commissioner Mosbey: Next item is claims, you have 3 claims in front of you totaling 389.33, do I have a motion?

Commissioner Williams: Move to approve.

Commissioner Noffsinger: Second.

Motion was made and seconded to approve claims. Motion passed 3-0.

DEPARTMENT OF STORM WATER

Commissioner Mosbey: We’ll move right into Storm Water, Mr. Howard.

Bob Howard: On the one item I want to report to the Board is that one of my crew has to go on family medical leave and I’ve been in contact with the Highway Superintendent about getting a substitute to fill in for him while he is out. I guess he could be out for up to 12 weeks, I don’t know his approximate return date as of yet, the paperwork was sent to the Highway garage so I’m still getting that to go through it but I did want to report to the Board that I am down to a one man crew. It’s winter time so it’s not that bad but I hope to have a two man crew up and running by the end of this week if the highway superintendent has the ability to give me someone to help out.
FRAMEWOOD PETITION:

Bobby: My office has received a petition from the residents of Framewood Subdivision that they actually proposed the petition to the Drainage Board but they want to improve the drainage conditions around their homes by putting storm sewers into their streets. As you may be aware Framewood Subdivision has a little bit of history with the County the drainage and the streets were never constructed per the plan I think in around 1999 or the year 2000 the streets were accepted for maintenance by the County at the request of the residents for plowing and things and then drainage complaints started coming in shortly thereafter. We had some meetings with the Framewood Subdivision we have even had put together a plan in the past but there was no way to fund the plan the residents of the subdivision weren’t happy with the plan that was put before them and refused to sign off on that plan as a fix as well and they would like instead of using open ditches that are there in the subdivision now to utilize the storm sewer system up at the street in the road right of way, so that we would not have to deal with public utility easements or the drainage easements that we may need property owner approval to use. Which part of the original project was using the existing drainage easements but some of the home owners were against utilizing those easements as well. But they don’t have a number, it’s three pages of names, it is a problem the Framewood Subdivision was on our list of original subdivisions when Storm Water was started to look at reviewing and I would like to ask the Board for approval to get a request for quotes from local engineering firms to look at putting together some options to the residents of Framewood Subdivision.
Commissioner Williams: Any idea of the cost?

Bobby: Yes, but I would rather talk about that outside of the public meeting. As far as the cost of the quotes I have engineers here in the audience that would then know what our budget is so I’d rather get a quote from them.

Commissioner Williams: I don’t think they need to know our budget.

Bobby: Well, that’s why I don’t want to give you a rough estimate.

Commissioner Williams: I think all we need to do is know about how much that type of a project……..

Bobby: The project itself?

Commissioner Williams: No, you’re talking about a study are you not to…..
Bobby: Well, they will put together and look at the area and put together some quotes if you go off of our original proposal that had 14 subdivisions looked at and they put together preliminary options and that was a few years ago but that was 14 subdivisions I believe at a cost of around $85,000.00 to look at 14 different subdivisions. So this is just one and I think that was…… I don’t think we’re going to see a deal like that again

Commissioner Williams: We’ve had drainage problems over there forever.

Bobby: That is just for a preliminary plan to put together some options then you have to go through and put a final together.

Commissioner Mosbey: It doesn’t cost us anything to ask for proposals, does it?

Bobby: No

Commissioner Mosbey: And that is all you’re requesting of this Board at this time?

Bobby: Yes, to get some quotes to put before the Board.

Commissioner Mosbey: If it doesn’t cost anything why would we be against it?

I mean I understand what you’re saying, you’re just going to contact engineering firms to have them write up a proposal to see how much they would charge us to design a solution to this problem?

Bobby: Yes.

Commissioner Noffsinger: I’ll make the motion to go out and get proposals to fix this problem.

Commissioner Williams: Second.

Motion was made and seconded to instruct the County Engineer to get proposals to address the problem on Framewood Subdivision. Motion passed 4-0.

Commissioner Mosbey: Anything else?

Commissioner Williams: Congratulations on that new baby boy.

Motion to adjourn. Seconded by Commissioner Mosbey.
