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The Warrick County Drainage Board met in regular session with President Tim Mosbey presiding over the meeting, also present was Art Noffsinger, Vice-President; Don Williams, Secretary; Phil Baxter, Surveyor; Bobby Howard, Director of Stormwater and David K. Zengler, Attorney for Board.

Present in the audience were Jerry Aigner

The meeting was started with the Pledge of Allegiance.

President Mosbey: I call the February 22, 2010 Drainage Board/Stormwater meeting to order.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:
Commissioner Mosbey: First item on your agenda you have your minutes of the February 8, 2010 meeting, any comments or corrections? If not I’ll entertain a motion.

Commissioner Williams: I would move that we approve.

Commissioner Noffsinger: Second.

Motion was made and seconded to approve minutes of February 8, 2010. Motion carried 3-0.

DISCUSSION:

Commissioner Mosbey: The next item on the agenda is discussion with Mr. Aigner. Would you like to address the Board or would you rather just sit there?
Mr. Aigner: Either way.

Commissioner Mosbey: All right we’ll go on down and you can……Citizens Comments and Concerns, there are none.

CLAIMS:

Commissioner Mosbey: Okay, we have claims you have a list of claims in front of you totaling $7,518.80, any questions or concerns, comments?

Commissioner Noffsinger: I move that we approve.

Commissioner Williams: I second the motion.

Motion was made and seconded to approve claims to be paid in the amount of $7,518.80. Motion carried 3-0.

Commissioner Mosbey: Any other business concerning the Drainage Board? Would you like to address the Board on the Drainage Board, please state your name.

WILLOW POND DITCH:

Jerry Aigner: Jerry Aigner with Aigner Construction concerning Willow Pond Ditch. I had a contract to do Willow Pond Ditch and the grinding on it and we have it finished and I’m asking if we can be paid?

Commissioner Williams: We just did. We just approved the claims.

Mr. Aigner: Okay Thank you.

Commissioner Mosbey: We just approved the claims for $7,518.80 and your claim was part of that amount the larges part. That is the reason I asked you if you just wanted to sit there and let us go on down the agenda.

Mr. Aigner: Okay, I didn’t understand what that was. That was all I have.

Commissioner Williams: And we’re sorry for the mix up.

Mr. Aigner: That is okay sometimes that happens.

Commissioner Noffsinger: If we knew all the information at the last meeting I think we wouldn’t have made the decision or I wouldn’t have made the motion that I made is I had gotten all the information.
Mr. Aigner: Communication is a big problem in life I think and we all have that problem. We’ll just keep working on it. I appreciate it.

Commissioner Mosbey: Is there any other Drainage Board business.

Commissioner Noffsinger: We kind of need to follow up on that Willow Pond Ditch.

Commissioner Mosbey: Well, that is up to them, re-bid it or……

Commissioner Williams: We might need to discuss it just a little.

Phil Baxter: We’ve got the dates.

Commissioner Williams: I mean this Board probably needs to take action in that my thought is that if Bigge isn’t willing to….could go in and do it for the current bid then we need to let him know that we will re-bid it at our next meeting, that would be my thought.

Commissioner Noffsinger: Right and I am of the same position. We need to give him the opportunity to fulfill his agreement.

Commissioner Mosbey: Have you talked to Mr. Bigge since the last meeting?

Phil: Haven’t heard a word from him.

Commissioner Mosbey: Well he stated that to do the job he wanted $4,000.00 more, right?

Phil: I will call him either today or tomorrow and give him the option and let me ask you this? You’ve got a meeting date set up for next week?

Commissioner Mosbey: No, we have the 8th the 15th and the 22nd we are having 3 in March but the 8th will have Drainage Board. The Drainage Board will meet on the 8th and the 22nd.
Commissioner Williams: The deal there Phil was with Road School being the week of the 8th, we want to get out of here for the Commissioner Meeting as soon as possible and we have some Area Planning Business we have to take care of and as soon as Area Plan is over we’ll go to the 15th and have our regular County business. We are just adding an extra day.

Commissioner Mosbey: But we were going to do the Drainage Board on the 8th?

Commissioner Williams: Right absolutely.

Commissioner Mosbey: We’ll still do Drainage Board at 2:30 on the 8th and the 22nd.

Phil: The reason I was asking if everyone would be willing if we could get bids in by say next Monday, would you be willing to meet for 10 minutes?

Commissioner Williams: Well, we already have a meeting scheduled on the 8th……
Phil: No, next week.

Commissioner Mosbey: He just wants to get together real quick to open the bids.
Phil: A week from today.

Commissioner Noffsinger: Well, then we would have to act today and just say that we are going to do away and re-bid it.

Commissioner Mosbey: Right.

Phil: We can do it anytime of the day, in the morning or whatever.

Commissioner Williams: Mr. Bigge was really clear that he couldn’t do it for the quoted price because all of the debris had gotten in the ditch no matter who’s at fault or what or where, he could not do it with that under present conditions so I would think we probably ought to just move to re-bid, he seemed to…..am I wrong but he seemed to indicate that he had no problem with re-bidding it?  If you know otherwise let me know I mean because my impression could be completely wrong.

Commissioner Noffsinger: I believe he wasn’t real happy with us re-bidding it he was hoping we would just adjust it for him.

Commissioner Williams: We could do that I don’t have a problem with that either.

Commissioner Noffsinger: Adjusting it for him?

Commissioner Williams: Yes

Commissioner Mosbey: Oh I do, a $4,000.00 adjustment is a little steep.
Commissioner Noffsinger: I have a problem with that.

Commissioner Williams: Then what we need to do is simply have a motion to re-bid.

I’ll make the motion.

Commissioner Noffsinger: I’ll second

Motion was made and seconded to re-bid Willow Pond Ditch dredging. Motion passed 3-0.

Commissioner Mosbey: Now we want to set up….would you be able to come in next Monday anytime at all?

Commissioner Noffsinger: Yes

Commissioner Mosbey: What about you (Williams) that is what the Surveyor just asked if we could come in……

Phil: I would like to get it done as soon as possible.

Commissioner Mosbey: That would be Monday March 1st. what time?

Commissioner Williams: 8:00 as far as I’m concerned.

Commissioner Noffsinger: Even better

Commissioner Williams: Say regular meeting if you say special it’s like a 10 day notice but with regular it’s a 2 day notice.
Commissioner Mosbey: 8:00 Monday March 1, 2010 we will have a regular meeting for Drainage Board/Stormwater Meetings on March 1st , March 8th and March 22nd. We’ll have three.
Phil: We can do away with one of the others if you want to.

Commissioner Mosbey: Can we? That’s up to you.

Phil: I think we can, we will do away with the one on the 8th.

Commissioner Mosbey: Okay so we’ll have meetings on March 1st and March 22nd.

Commissioner Williams: Are you going to handle the advertising, Mr. Surveyor?

Phil: Yes.

Commissioner Mosbey: You got that Mr. Stormwater man? Mr. Attorney?

Phil Baxter: One other item. We just got e-mails going today and 2 of the 3 Board members from Vanderburgh County have agreed to sponsor Pigeon Creek.

Commissioner Mosbey: Vanderburgh?

Commissioner Williams: Yes, Vanderburgh County is going to sponsor Pigeon Creek.

Phil: So, may have more information in the next day or two, we’ll let you know what is going on.

Commissioner Noffsinger: And Gibson chose not to?

Phil: When I talked to him he seemed all for it now he hasn’t even responded to anything and I think Tim got the same feeling when he talked to him.

Commissioner Mosbey: Yeah, he was more than willing to do it because they weren’t going to apply for anything else that night down in Vanderburgh County when I talked to him. Have you talked to Debbie since she went to their meeting?

Phil: Yes, now he’s saying they have nothing in the………….she….no.

Commissioner Mosbey: I guess they agreed to join in.

Phil: I assume

Commissioner Williams: I just now saw the e-mail from Commissioner Toranado  and the other one was Winneke and they both said yes but I did not completely understand their Surveyor to be honest with you.

Phil: We have problems there and I know what you’re talking about Don, it’s……

He was saying that he wasn’t going to do it he would just do Vanderburgh and the City of Evansville.
Commissioner Mosbey: As long as their willing, we need them to…..

Commissioner Williams: I’ll be honest with you the total cost here might be the cheapest way out for us if they push that because that is where the trash is.

Commissioner Mosbey: Anything else, Phil?

Phil: Go ahead (to Rod)

Rod Madden: We’ve been looking at helicopter cost and I think maybe it’s been brought up at least $300.00 to $400.00 an hour probably 4 to 8 hours depending on which helicopter you get, one is faster than the other one or something. Don talked to people from Civil Air Patrol and their cost typically runs from $120.00 to $160.00 an hour to fly across. When I talked to him he said 3 to 4 hours but there will be additional costs for photographs, I’m not sure what that would be but considerably less than the other helicopters. Then they say that they do this thing as a matter of routine in the northern part of the state so they are familiar with….I think we just need some kind of….I don’t have a set figure but some kind of okay from the Board to pursue flying over those ditches.
Commissioner Williams: Motion to pursue with the fly overs.

Commissioner Mosbey: Second

Phil: One more question before you vote. I assume we wait to hear from Vanderburgh and not fly that if they are going to take care of that because we don’t want to be involved in that do we if they are sponsoring it? I’m afraid if we do theirs too it may affect our grant.

Commissioner Mosbey: If we fly over their portion of the creek? We’re not….that wasn’t his motion. That was to fly over our county creek or the creek in our county, wasn’t it? 

Phil: Well, they’re all in our county.

Commissioner Mosbey: I think we could make this information available to Gibson and Vanderburgh and while the plane is up there and you know he could bill accordingly. Does this plane have a mounted camera or do we need to hire a photographer?

Rod: No as I understand it he has a mounted camera.

Commissioner Mosbey: then he knows what we’re after?

Rod: Yes, I explained it to him and he said they did this thing on a regular routine basis in the northern part of the state and they also inspect bridges because I was worried about the quality of the pictures whether they would be acceptable to INDOT or not INDOT but the other agencies of the state and he said they do it for them all the time, dams and bridges and so I think they would be good enough for a log jam.
Commissioner Mosbey: I would think so if it would show a crack in a bridge.

Rod: I don’t know, I’ve never done this but from the information I got I think……

Commissioner Williams: They get down I think he told me it was as low as a 100 feet.

Commissioner Noffsinger: Are you going to be able to pinpoint where the spots are, I mean with a helicopter you were going with, right?

Rod: Well, one of us was.

Commissioner Noffsinger: Now with the airplane is that still an option?

Rod: Yes one of us will have to go.

Commissioner Noffsinger: Okay so you will be able to focus in on the hot spots.

Rod: Yeah, I think that he could also mark longitude and latitude but if not we’ve got a little instrument we could take along to do it.

Commissioner Williams: I’m pretty sure it documents…its got GPS and when it takes a picture it locks it right on the picture.

Commissioner Mosbey: I’m pretty sure it does, if my tractors can do it I know that airplane can do it. With those satellites up in the sky now anything is possible.

Phil: Okay so go ahead oh you have to vote.

Commissioner Williams: We’re going to go with the fixed wing aircraft, I assume.

Commissioner Mosbey: Motion was made and second on the floor to go with the airplane from the Civil Air Patrol and the price per hour, we can’t really set that because we don’t know what they are going to charge on the camera and we understand that but I think it’s pretty important so all in favor say aye. Motion was passed 3-0.
Commissioner Mosbey: Are we ready to move onto Stormwater, is there anything else on drainage? Mr. Howard Stormwater Department.

DEPARTMENT OF STORM WATER

Bobby Howard: The first thing I wanted to discuss was that I had sent in an e-mail out to the Board looking at the possibility of using building space that was on 4th street and then it came to my attention that EMA wanted to utilize the building so I had called Dallas to let him know that I didn’t realize that he was interested in the building and he got to talking to me about it and he thought that there would be more than enough room for both of us to use the building. He wanted to know if…he offered if that would be acceptable to us and he gave me the size of his equipment that he is wanting to put in there and there is plenty of room in that building to store both of our equipment needs for right now, so I just wanted to bring that up to the Board for discussion to see if that is a possibility, because the Storm Water Board doesn’t mind utilizing that building.
Commissioner Williams: Nobody has come to the Commissioner’s and asked for it to be assigned that but I personally don’t have a problem. My concern is would you have to have another entrance to get things in and out without it being an inconvenience to both?

Bobby: Well, right now there may be a possibility of needing to try to raise the garage door that’s there and getting……… Joe Grassman was going to look into that and what the cost would be. The pieces of equipment and that was just for the street sweeper that is a possibility which on my next item of discussion, right now I think that the equipment that Dallas had he would be able to put his ambulance, his johnboat and a generator he thought was all he could fit in there. Then he would have sandbags and things, I think stored in there too.

Commissioner Mosbey: I’ve got no problem with you pursuing it as long as you’re working with Dallas, we might as well utilize the space we’ve got. It’s bound to make your equipment last longer keeping it out of weather.

Bobby: I was just looking originally for a place to move our equipment and then we found…talking to Joe about it and he found…he mentioned this building and he initially said that Dallas was looking at it but didn’t think he could fit his equipment in there so that is why I didn’t realize until I spoke with……

Commissioner Mosbey: But if Stormwater pays to raise the door then Dallas can get his equipment in there.

Bobby: Well, he can still fit this in there, his other equipment he can’t fit in because of the ramp and his trailer hits the ramp before his wheels get up on the ramp so he will never be able to get those in as long as the ramp is built like that. But if the door was raised we could get the street sweeper in there.
Commissioner Williams: When you do that you might check the price of that compared to actually putting another door, another side there. I mean that might be almost as cheap to do that and then there will be interest as for both as it was needed if it wasn’t a very large price differential. 

Bobby: The problem with looking at that is that the new EMS station I believe is going to be utilizing the side of that. They are coming out the south end of the building that they are now using and because of the height the grade separation between the first floor and this you know you’re looking at trying to put a door on the side, you’d be ramped out there again and you’d be out into their drive space on the side and then of course the alleyway is on the south, so there is no way to go out the south and then the road  4th street is on the east. So the only entrance they would have there is that entrance they have to the north.
Commissioner Williams: Oh okay.
Commissioner Noffsinger: We own that whole corner there right? 

Bobby: Yes

Commissioner Noffsinger: So depending on the elevation of the ….the difference of the elevation of the two buildings we could actually make that whole area work as far as driveway.

Bobby: possibly, I think this building may be too high because it’s a good almost three feet above the ground elevation out there and right now its 22 feet long on the north end of the building to get in and it’s a pretty steep ramp. If we’re looking at another foot going to the west that might interfere with this drive entrance. I haven’t looked at it yet.
Commissioner Noffsinger:Yeah, lets look at that before we say that’s not a possibility because if I’m not mistaken the EMS station is setting up about 2 ½ feet itself so if they are both close in grade that’s just a matter of grading the driveway. 
Bobby: Yes, there would be that large area there to build up and then make sure you meet back out at the street coming back in so depending on how close to the building I guess to the north the door could be.

Commissioner Mosbey: When was that building originally built, do you know Phil why it was……..

Phil: I don’t remember.

Commissioner Mosbey: I mean the county didn’t build that I just wondered who owned it.

Phil: No, it was there when the jail was built. It could have been something to do with the ice house.

Commissioner Mosbey: That is what I was thinking. Anything else on that issue?

Commissioner Noffsinger: I just think we need to look at everything before we make a decision whether not to or not go with the side door, we should look at the elevation to see if it works. Because I think we are only pulling our stuff in and out of there if I’m not mistaken so as long as we’re not parking something to block the ambulance, I think its feasible.

 Bobby: I was just worrying about the drive not working correctly with their drive.

Commissioner Mosbey: When they get the information they would have to come to a Commissioners meeting as that is the Commissioner’s building. You’re just asking for the Stormwater Board’s blessing to share this building with Dallas if possible?

Commissioner Williams: Yep, you’ve got mine.
Commissioner Noffsinger: I’ve got no problem with that.

Commissioner Mosbey: Do you have a problem with that, Phil?

Phil: No

Commissioner Mosbey: You have our blessing.

Bobby: Okay, thank you. The other item I have is and it has been discussed before about a street sweeper. I did talk to a local equipment company who has a model street sweeper that they thought we would be able to get maintenance locally and would follow into our best management practices that is required by IDEM it would be a regenative air street sweeper. I’m trying to get a demo scheduled for this so the board could at least come and look at it. Maybe out there at our county parking lot either the first or third week of March was what we had looked at.

Commissioner Mosbey: The first week of March is next week.

Bobby: Right, they are supposed to get back with me later this week to see if that is a possibility it may be the 3rd week of March. But this would……I got a quote on basically what it would…what we would need as a municipality. It should do this and be able to vacuum out our catch basins and take out the particles on the street as we go and a new machine, the model that I am looking at is roughly $163,000.00 and that is on an International Chassis which I believe is maintained……we would be able to keep maintenance here locally on it. It doesn’t really have a whole lot of the extra options quoted on there, he quoted things that he thought we would need, it is a standard water tank to 250 gallons and that would mean about 1 dump a day for the 250 gallon tank and that is what comes standard so there is no need to add any additional tanks or change the chassis to have additional tanks. So I wanted to at least bring it up to let you know that I am looking at it what we can do with it on this model it’s called Swartz Industries, it is a different sweeper than the Johnston Sweeper that I was looking at that was supposed to have been a regenerative air sweeper but it was not quoted as a regenerative air sweeper. That model was not and that basically keeps the pollution level down of the sweeper.
Commissioner Mosbey: Is this similar to the sweeper that the City of Boonville’s got?

Bobby: It’s similar but this will do catch basins as well and theirs won’t do catch basins and I think they might have a mechanical machine and this is more of a vacuum sweeper, it’s more powerful and less maintenance. I think if I remember correctly I was quoted that maintenance would probably run around $5,000.00 a year for a vacuum machine and maintenance on mechanical sweeper could budget around $18,000.00 a year because of break downs.
Commissioner Williams: Is there only one person to go to I mean this is a lot of money to not get competitive quotes?

Bobby: Well, I’m looking at that too on that option I found a inter-local agreement that could be entered into with an agency that is called the HGAC that they do all the bidding and comparative quoting for different makes and models of public equipment and you enter into a inter-local agreement with that organization at no cost and the bidding is already done for the year and you know for that make and model of machine that you are wanting and I am wanting to look into the legalities of being able to use that instead of having to go out locally and try to get all these bids from places up in Canada and cause the last place I was looking at was up at Fort Wayne and it was a Canada machine. This place Southeastern has an association with this Swartz Company and they would be able to be more local on us and it is the regenerative air machine and……

Commissioner Mosbey:  Those would probably fit under the same category as what the grade-all was purchased under it was the only dealer that offered that type of equipment within a feasible distance or something, I remember Doug Welp found some kind of law and that is when we bought that grade-all.
Bobby: Because if we could enter into this agreement with them basically your bidding and legal process is supposed to be taken care of.

Commissioner Mosbey: Do you guys understand what he is saying there, he was explaining that to me, it is kind of a novel idea.

Commissioner Williams: An automatic bidding service.

Bobby: Supposedly already have done the bidding and it’s a government agency that did the bidding already and you are just in cooperation with them and are in agreement with those prices.

Commissioner Williams: Inter-local agreement, government, I bet we could do that.

Commissioner Mosbey: I would recommend that we have Dave check it out, the legality and make sure we’re okay.

Bobby: I can give him the web site and let him look at it and see if it’s an option.

Phil: Does Southeastern do the maintenance on the vacuum or is there someone else local?

Bobby: As far as the maintenance what I understood is that they would be able to do some of it local but in the possibility if anything had to go to the manufacture it was nearby, it was I thought was somewhere in Kentucky, like Georgetown Kentucky. If I recall correctly but I could find out more information. I could find out more about that but they did say they could do some things on it locally and then like I said with the chassis they were naming off a few local places that we could use on that.

Commissioner Mosbey: I think the names would be a pretty important issue because I think we all realize after a year or two it probably would need maintenance.
Bobby: Yes and I asked a little about the maintenance I mean the biggest thing they talked about was a bearing that needs so much grease every so many hours of running it and I have that written down somewhere and they would go through all that with you of course but it was a completely enclosed bearing and he mentioned that was the most important thing and then there are some filters basically for the water tanks and things and the other issue I had was I would need to talk to solid waste about the possibility of dumping this and what kind of arrangements can be made and get with the City of Boonville to see how they dump their machine.
Commissioner Mosbey: Where do they dump their machine?

Phil:  I think it’s down here on 2nd street behind the nursing home.

Commissioner Mosbey: They have their own landfill down there or what?

Phil: I said I think I’m not positive.

Commissioner Mosbey: Well, its just dirt and grime.

Commissioner Williams: Nutritional stuff for crops I’m sure.

Commissioner Mosbey: Yeah. Right. Any other questions from anybody, keep pursuing it I guess.

Commissioner Williams: Make sure it’s not higher than 9 ft 6 in.

Bobby: Well, it is taller that is why I was talking about moving the door up.

The only other thing I want to mention is I have been trying to work with Manatron for about a month now on them getting the information we need to Umbaugh so it can be able to get on the tax bills. Today the guy he hasn’t e-mailed me for a week I e-mailed him back today to ask how it was going, he hasn’t got a price to me yet, he hasn’t said how long it’s going to take for him to get this information to Umbaugh and the original request went in late January early February and Angela Wilder has been helping me out on it too because that is her contact person. He e-mailed me back today and said he should have an estimate for the cost of getting this out tomorrow and be able to start as soon as he is authorized to move forward. Well, we don’t have a choice but to move forward so he wanted to still review something before he could even give me a ball park figure as to how much he thought this would cost and I’ve not had this much difficulty with Manatron, I mean we’ve had problems with them but this has taken this guy almost a month to get this information.
Commissioner Mosbey: Would next Monday’s meeting be too late for us to…..

Bobby: Well, we should be able to go…..I don’t think it’s going to be that costly for them to just pull this data and send it to Umbaugh and put it in an excel spread sheet for them. They should have all the data there already, it’s just pulling it out and putting it in a format that they can use and I was talking to Angela and she didn’t think it would take just a few hours to do once they finally figure out if they can do it over there.
Commissioner Mosbey: And when do you have to have all of that over to the auditor?

Bobby:  Well, he needs to have the information so he can have it all entered by March 15, 2010. It does not take him very long to enter the information is what he told me so I was trying to get it a week early to him. Umbaugh says that they can get it done in a week once they finally get the information and they are trying to keep somebody available and scheduled to move with it as soon as they get it. But we’ve been delayed and delayed and delayed here but I wanted to let the Board aware of it to know what is going on at least so you are aware of what is happening. I still have hopes that tomorrow I can have some idea of what is going on, I will e-mail everyone and let them know what kind of cost they are and maybe get a consensus so I can authorize them to move forward.

Commissioner Mosbey: I think when you tell them to move forward I would give them a deadline where they have to get it to the Auditor by a certain day.

Bobby: Yeah, he’ll get the information to Umbaugh and then Umbaugh has to get the information back in the format that the Auditor can use.
Commissioner Mosbey: How long will it take Umbaugh to do that?

Bobby: They said they could do it in a week.

Commissioner Mosbey: Well, figure it out on the calendar I guess.

Commissioner Williams: We’ll find out.

Commissioner Mosbey: Yeah, March 1st is next Monday so yeah you’re getting close, good old Manatron.

Bobby: I just wanted to let the Board be aware of it I have all the emails you know if you want to see what kind of job…I mean we’re their customer but they don’t seem to care. That’s all I have.
Commissioner Mosbey: Is there anything else? Council? Mr. Williams?  Mr. Noffsinger? Will entertain a motion to adjourn.

Commissioner Noffsinger: So moved

Commissioner Williams: Second.

Motion was made and seconded to adjourn. Motion passed 3-0.
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
