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The Warrick County Drainage Board met in regular session with President Tim Mosbey presiding over the meeting, also present was Art Noffsinger, Vice-President; Don Williams, Secretary; Phil Baxter, Surveyor; Bobby Howard, Director of Storm Water and David K. Zengler, Attorney for Boards.

Present in the audience was Bill Bivins and Alan Holweger.

The meeting was started with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Mosbey: I will now call the March 8, 2010 Drainage Board/Stormwater meeting to order. The first item is the minutes. Are we on, we have a new system here.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES: 

Commissioner Mosbey: We have the approval of minutes from the February 22, 2010 meeting and the minutes from the March 1, 2010 meeting, have you had time to read them?

Commissioner Williams: I have and I move that we approve both the February 22 and March 1st’ minutes.

Commissioner Noffsinger: Second

Motion was made and seconded to approve minutes. Motion carried 3-0.

DRAINAGE PLAN APPROVAL:

ERWIN P.U.D

Commissioner Mosbey: The first one we have is the Erwin PUD on SR 68 and SR 61 Town of Lynnville.

Bill Bivins: Bill Bivins, engineer the state has not come back with what they want us to do. So could we table this to the next meeting.

Commissioner Williams: Move to continue until the March 22nd meeting.

Bill Bivins: Why don’t we go ahead and continue that until the April meeting.

Commissioner Williams: I will rescind that motion and make a motion to table it until the April 12th meeting.
Commissioner Noffsinger: Second.

Motion was made and seconded to table until April 12. Motion carried 3-0.

ORCHARD VIEW CONDOMINIUMS P.U.D:

Commissioner Mosbey: The next item is Orchard View Section 1A requesting no changes, any comments Mr. Surveyor?
Rod Madden: No drainage is required.

Commissioner Mosbey: Nothing is required, would you like to address the Board? 

Alan Holweger: I am Alan Holweger representing Orchard View Condos.

Commissioner Noffsinger: I move that we approve the plans with no additional improvements.

Commissioner Williams: I’ll second that motion.

Motion was made and seconded to approve. Motion carried 3-0.

NEWEST HOPE SUBDIVISION:

Commissioner Mosbey: Item Three is Newest Hope Subdivision, New Hope Road requesting no additional improvements.

Bill Bivins: Bill Bivins, Engineer.

Rod Madden: These are all large lots, we wouldn’t require any drainage plans.

Commissioner Williams: Move to approve.
Commissioner Noffsinger: Second,  did I shock you on that one?

Motion was made and seconded to approve. Motion carried 3-0.

CLAIMS: 

Commissioner Mosbey: Next item is Citizens comments or concerns, seeing none we will move to claims. I have a question on the one item are we getting prices from different companies on crossbow and round up or are we still just going to this co-op?

Rod: Is there a claim, we did not price the other companies before we ordered that but we have since and the prices are about the same. They promised us it was going to come down in a few months so we are going to try and hold off until there is a price adjustment.

Commissioner Mosbey: And I would highly recommend when you start getting the roundup to get the generic and I guess you should stay in the County but we ought to call Oeth Farm Services in Elberfeld because they are in the business also but I’m trying to think but I think that is the only places, I don’t think tractor Supply is handling 2 ½ gallon jugs.

Commissioner Williams: Is that a concentrate?

Rod: Yes

Commissioner Mosbey: Yes, what we are referring to is farmers get the spray from the Surveyors office to keep the weeds and trees down in the legal ditches.

Commissioner Williams: I understand.

Rod: That stuff was $50 something a gallon, if that price continues we may have to back off on some of that.
Commissioner Mosbey: Yeah, this stuff is like prescription drugs the generic is cheaper.

Commissioner Williams: Move to approve the claims $10,756.70.

Commissioner Noffsinger: Second

Motion was made and seconded to pay claims. Motion passed 3-0.

Commissioner Mosbey: We will now move into Storm water.

DEPARTMENT OF STORM WATER

Bobby Howard: I only have two things that I want to talk about and we had the demo of the street sweeper Friday morning and I am in the process of getting a price through the HGAC interlocal agreement that I talked about at one of the earlier meetings that they do all the bidding and it’s a….they have already done all the process expect for the actual…we will have to enter into a inter-local agreement with them I guess to get it at the price that they had already bidded it at. I had called Mr. Zengler and he is reviewing the website and looking over the legal aspects of being able to do that and in the meantime ……based on what it would cost to go through that so we would have some numbers in that general area too. Then I’m also I’ve called Allied Waste to see what kind of cost estimate that they could give us for street sweeping for the county as opposed to us buying a sweeper and putting an operator on it just so that I could show the difference in price and what that would be to make the best decision from that. 
The other item I wanted to mention is that we did get the storm water fees delivered from Umbaugh and Associates today and I forwarded them to the Auditor today so that is taken care of so they will meet the tax bills. I just wanted to report that so it should be on all the tax bills this year as they have a data base to start with from scratch and we should have gotten everybody.
Commissioner Mosbey: For the other two commissioners information I did meet Bobby out there with the street sweeper and it was quite impressive. The one thing that Bobby and I did discuss from suggestions from the company pricing us one with the stainless steel dump because of just what little bit they swept out there in the parking lot where the trough is there was probably 4 inches of mud and in two passes it was gone and then they used the suction hose like we use with catch basins and I threw a rip rap about the size of your head and I wouldn’t want my foot to get it the way as it picked it up like it was a pebble and I really thought he would have to….and this is a yellow flexable 8-10 inch hose. I don’t know cost wise if it’s going to be………
Bobby: I am going to look at the feasibility of the what it would take for us to have a service done for us in regards to us having to……I have also talked to solid waste they said we probably needed to enter into a inter-local agreement with them in order to dump out there and price has not been discussed yet.
Commissioner Mosbey: Have you checked with the City of Boonville with what they do with theirs?

Bobby: ……….Department of Public Works they dump and then load it up and take it to a land fill from there.

Commissioner Mosbey: It would be nice just to use their dumping site.

But this stainless steel is about $8,000 to $10,000.00 more and we really thought that it would be a good investment in the long run because like they said if your operator cleans it out thoroughly every evening you won’t have a problem over 5-6 years so we thought we better get stainless steel.

Bobby: The hopper lasts 6-8 years and the stainless steel could double it.

Commissioner Mosbey: We need to act on this as they have only got 3 available with the engines that are on the market because the new ones have to have the additive to go in the fuel.

Bobby: There are 3 GMC’s available that were left.
Commissioner Mosbey: I would keep checking in it. Bobby anything else.

Rod: Bob, were you going to say anything about the telephone?

Bobby: Yes, thanks Rod. A T & T had sent me a Road Right of Way agreement they have a line along a bridge on New Hope Road and they are wanting to remove the line from the side of the bridge and bore it and I have no problem with approving the Right of Way but being that it is crossing a legal drain it had to come before this Board

to make sure it was okay, they are going to bore it 4 feet deep.

Rod: Typically we get a Hold Harmless agreement.

Bobby: This is going to be within a couple feet of the existing bridge and the Road Right of Way so that is the reason I guess that no Hold Harmless was looked at basically its in the County Road Right of Way so they are responsible and basically it’s a public utility in the Road Right of  Way.

Commissioner Williams: Do you recommend approval?

Bobby: Yes

Commissioner Mosbey: I need that in the form of a motion.

Commissioner Noffsinger: I move that we approve the request of A T & T boring under the legal drain.

Commissioner Williams: Second

Motion was made and seconded to approve. Motion passed 3-0.

Commissioner Mosbey: I will adjourn the meeting.
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
