President Mosbey: I call the Warrick County Drainage Board/Department of Storm Water Meeting to order.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:
Commissioner Mosbey: The first item is the approval of minutes and I do have a correction on page 3 the name is Oeth Farm Service not Old.

Commissioner Williams: Make a motion to accept minutes as corrected.

Commissioner Noffsinger: Second.

Motion was made and seconded to approve minutes with correction. Motion passed 3-0.

CLAIMS: 
Commissioner Mosbey: Claims in the amount of $639.82, I would like to make a comment that #5 looks like a typo to me but evidently we got a good deal for the flying and taking pictures  thanks to Commissioner Williams for his suggestion. Is this amount correct?
Commissioner Williams: Thank you and that is for the pictures also?
Phil: Yes.

Commissioner Williams: I think the Air Force paid for some of this also.

Commissioner Noffsinger: Are you sure about the pay for the meetings? Which one did I miss?
Cheryl said she would check on this and get back with Commissioner Noffsinger, that there is a possibility that she is wrong and also that they had three meetings in the month. 

Commissioner Mosbey stated that there was not enough money in the budget for them to get paid for three meetings in a month. Cheryl answered that was correct.

Commissioner Mosbey made motion to pay claims. Commissioner Noffsinger seconded the motion. Motion was passed 3-0.

DEPARTMENT OF STORM WATER

Bobby Howard: I just have two things, the first is that we made the deadline for the Storm Water Fees a week early and I turned them over to the Auditors Office. 
Also on the Street Sweeper, I met with Allied Waste on the street sweeping and am trying to get our curb miles together so that he can get us a price and we can compare it to that or buying the machine.
The salesman called the other day and said that they only had one left and that they had others interested, but I told him that we still had other things to check and to not let us hold him up he said he would call us back in 2-3 weeks.
The street sweeper is a 2009 GMC cab tier 3 John Deere chassis with 600 gallon capacity with a stainless steel hopper and the price is $189,687.00.

It was discussed about Allied doing the Evansville streets and that they do it twice a year and each time takes them about 3 months, they also do Newburgh streets. It was also discussed that the next meeting is the 12th of April and asked the Attorney if they could give Bobby an okay to buy the machine before the next meeting?

It was suggested by Commissioner Noffsinger that he call each Commissioner and get a consensus from each of them. The attorney stated that would be okay and then they could finalize it at the April meeting. Bob stated that he still has to get an Inter-local Agreement or get the info on it.

Commissioner Noffsinger: I make a motion to adjourn.
