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The Warrick County Drainage Board met in regular session with President Tim Mosbey presiding over the meeting, also present were Art Noffsinger, Vice-President; Don Williams, Secretary; Phil Baxter, Surveyor; Bobby Howard, Director of Storm Water and David K. Zengler, Attorney.

Present in the audience was Jay Kivett and Jim Morley, Jr.

The meeting was started with the members and audience reciting the Pledge of Allegiance.
President Tim Mosbey: I will call this regular session of the Warrick County Drainage Board/Department of Storm Water to order.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

The first item on the agenda is the approval of minutes from March 22, 2010.
Commissioner Williams: Move to approve.

Commissioner Noffsinger: Second.

Motion was made and seconded to approve minutes. Motion carried 3-0.

DRAINAGE APPROVAL

WARRICK RESEARCH AND INDUSTRIAL CENTER # 8:

Commissioner Mosbey: The next item on the agenda is drainage approval for Warrick Research and Industrial Center #8.

Jim Morley Jr.:  This project has two retention basins on it one is a large retention basin that sits closer to Prospect Drive than Vann road and it doesn’t have a retention basin or doesn’t have a discharge on it. The majority of it just sinks into the existing ground and evaporates and percolates. We will be adding emergency overflow pipe to that basin across Prospect Drive to an existing ditch and adding a new dry basin at the corner of Prospect and Vann Roads with a guard rail all around it and then we are providing a 30-inch pipe to the County for possible future upgrade of Vann Road.
Commissioner Mosbey: The surveyor informed me of this right before the meeting, Phil everything is up to snuff you are ok with their plans?

Phil Baxter: Yes, and Bobby I have all the paper work here on the improvements.

Commissioner Mosbey: Does Bobby need to look at this before we approve it?

Phil: He asked for this pipe, the 30-inch pipe.

Commissioner Mosbey: And they are going to put it in?

Phil: No they are going to furnish the pipe and we will install it.

(Bobby stated something but could not hear it)

Commissioner Mosbey: So you need a motion for approval from the Board?

Phil: Yes

Commissioner Mosbey: Do you guys understand what is going on here?

Commissioner Noffsinger: Not totally. 

Commissioner Mosbey: Mr. Surveyor, can you explain this to the Board?

Phil: There is a 19-inch pipe that comes across Vann Road and goes to a field, Bobby has asked for them to furnish a 30-inch pipe and then when we replace this pipe we will put in the 30-inch in.
Jim Morley, Jr.: The existing pipe that is under the road is under capacity from a calculation standpoint and from conversations with the owner there has never been any drainage problems in that area. But calculations show that the pipe is under capacity so we are providing a new pipe that if Warrick County ever decides that they want to change it out then they will have the new pipe there.
Commissioner Mosbey: I would entertain a motion?

Commissioner Noffsinger: I move that we approve.

Commissioner Williams: Second

A motion was made and seconded to approve drainage plan. Motion carried 3-0.

ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT-BLUEGRASS CREEK SEWERS:

Commissioner Mosbey: Next item you have a draft of Bluegrass Creek Sewers, the copy that they originally planned to run this sewer line with a manhole cover right along the road and it would have been between the pond and the road. Now they are going to run it up and around the pond so they won’t be so close to the road and there just wasn’t enough room there.

Phil: It’s a ditch.

Commissioner Mosbey: It’s a ditch, I’m sorry.

Commissioner Williams: That is a legal drain, right? How far are we at the closest?

Phil: Yes. Twenty-five feet probably, we went out there and checked the closest ones and this is the only one we had a question on and they were nice enough to work it out for us and we are fine with it.

Commissioner Mosbey: Well, this way it is way far away from the ditch.

Phil: Yes, I’m afraid there might not have been a pond if they had tried to set a manhole there.

Commissioner Mosbey: That’s true. Everybody understand?

Do I have a motion to approve?

Commissioner Williams: So moved

Commissioner Noffsinger: Second

Motion was made and seconded to approve. Motion passed 3-0.
CLAIMS:

Commissioner Mosbey: Next item is claims and it was requested that we hold the claims until next meeting because they won’t be paid until the end of the month anyway so it won’t be delaying anybody’s money. It was requested by the Surveyor. Any other business Mr. Surveyor?

Phil: I have none.

DEPARTMENT OF STORM WATER

Commissioner Mosbey: Mr. Howard.

Bobby Howard: The only item I want to report is in regards to the street sweeping contract, I am still waiting on Allied Waste to get back with me, I have sent him two e-mails and called them today. I am looking preliminarily I am looking at a five year term, I did get the cost of hiring an employee and buying the equipment and I’ve got that to compare to Vanderburgh County’s numbers on street sweeping and it would look like contracting it out over a five year term should save us quite a bit of  money depending on if his numbers come in close to what Vanderburgh County’s numbers are. Vanderburgh County and Evansville together has a lot more curb miles than what Warrick has but he is already doing a contract for the Town of Newburgh, so he’s already working in that same area. So once I get some idea back from him I will be able to get you more information, but right now it looks like it may be better to go with the contractual service but I will give you the spread of that once I know what my numbers are.

Commissioner Mosbey: The salesman for Southeastern and he asked me if we had any information yet and I told him that if he hadn’t heard from Mr. Howard we don’t have any we are waiting on facts and figures.

Bobby Howard: Right, he has not called me back yet so I didn’t know where Southeastern was on it.

Commissioner Mosbey: It’s still parked there in the lot.

Bobby: Our IDEM audit has been moved to some time in May now but I still don’t have an exact date, I have already worked with Sam out at the Highway Department and they have done a lot of clean up and changed some things around on our self audit basically we did a self audit to see what kind of things we need to work on so that was the purpose of the self audit and I think it was successful.

Commissioner Mosbey: (microphone not on, I think he asked about what building they were going to use.

Bobby: We are fairly sure but I’m going to have to get with other County owned facilities and do self audits for them as well here in the near future like the Sheriff’s Department and probably even Parks Department ground anything that is County owned we’ll need to….and I’ve got a list in my office and I will try to contact whoever directly over those buildings to begin with and if I get cooperation that will be great and if I don’t I’ll have to report back to the Commissioners and go from there on what we need to do. That is really all I had.
Commissioner Mosbey asked if there was anything else to come before this meeting, if not he would entertain a motion to adjourn.

Commissioner Noffsinger: Move to adjourn.

Commissioner Williams: Second

Motion was made and seconded to adjourn meeting. Motion passed 3-0.
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
