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The Warrick County Drainage Board met in regular session with President Tim Mosbey presiding over the meeting, also present were Don Williams, Secretary; Phillip H. Baxter, Surveyor; Bobby Howard, Director of Storm Water; David K. Zengler, Attorney and Recording Secretary Cheryl D. Embry. Commissioner Art Noffsinger was absent.

Present in the audience were Alan Bosma, Bob Irvin and Cory Kehl.
The meeting started with the members and audience reciting the Pledge of Allegiance.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

Tim Mosbey: I now call the July 26, 2010 Drainage Board/Storm Water Board meeting to order. The first item on the agenda is the approval of minutes of July 12, 2010, have you had time to read your minutes and I’ll entertain a motion.

Commissioner Williams: I have, move to approve.

Commissioner Mosbey: I’ll second it and all in favor say aye. Motion carried with 2 ayes.

TWIN LAKES DRIVE:

Commissioner Mosbey: Next item on the agenda is swale request, request to remove a swale at 3433 Twin Lakes Drive, Mr. Cory Kehl. Is he present? Would you mind approaching the podium please?
Phil Baxter: See the swale coming through here, the swale starts on this property here and this is Mr. Kehl’s property right here, the swale comes around and really gets deep down here. The white part you see here is rip rap he is requesting to raise this up so he can make it manageable so he can mow it. Evidently there used to be a lot of water come through here but since this is developed…

Commissioner Mosbey: What road is this?

Phil Baxter: Fisherville an old haul road here. He is requesting to raise the swale up which I have explained to him that he can’t get higher than his neighbor’s culvert here he has to stay lower than it and it’s in his driveway.
Commissioner Mosbey: Is the neighbor ok with it?

Commissioner Williams: Have you talked to your neighbor, sir/

Mr. Cory Kehl: Yes, he doesn’t have a problem with it.
Commissioner Mosbey: You don’t have a problem with it?

Phil Baxter: Not as long as he keeps it lower than that culvert.

Commissioner Williams: Is that a stripper pit here behind you there?

Mr. Kehl: Yes sir.

Phil Baxter: 30 something acres.

Commissioner Williams: How do pronounce your name sir? (Kehl pronounced Kale)Mr. Kale you just want to be able to manage it, the swale is not going to go away?

Mr. Kehl: Right

Commissioner Williams: In other words you’re just going to smooth out the banks and you’re still going to be lower than your neighbor’s property?

Mr. Kehl: Exactly.

Commissioner Williams: I personally don’t have a problem with you doing that so you can maintain it better the only thing is I want to make sure that you’re not going to flood out your neighbor. I don’t have a problem approving it as long as you have that understanding because if you do that then the neighbor would just simply come in and file a petition you know that you’re blocking a natural waterway and we would have to make you dig it back out, so as long as you understand that and do it right I really wouldn’t have a problem with you doing that.

Mr. Kehl: I understand.

Commissioner Williams: Okay, it will definitely  be lower?

Mr. Kehl: Yes sir. 
Commissioner Williams: I have no other questions, Mr. President. I will move to approve Mr. Kehl’s request.

Commissioner Mosbey: I’ll second that, all in favor say aye. Motion passed 2-0.  Thank you.

JULIANNE ESTATES:

Commissioner Mosbey: Next item on the agenda is Julianne Estates, Alan Bosma requesting drainage modification. Mr. Bosma.
Alan Bosma: Hi, back again I met with Mr. Morley the day after we were here last time and If I may approach. ( he handed out papers and explained them but it was inaudible)

Commissioner Williams: Are these duplicated?

Commissioner Mosbey: These are all the same letter?

Mr. Bosma: Yes back to the same thing the….Jim Jr and I went out there the following day you know when you guys had your meeting and we shot these, you’ve got picture 1,2 3,4 and 5. Picture 4 shows all the elevations of each garage along through there and he said basically anything that you have a problem with if any kind of water during a hard rain or anything you are going to get hit with going into somebody’s garage, Okay. So I showed him where the water came up to and it did not….it was down from each garage door at least you know a couple foot. So we went down through there and shot each one of these garage doors and actually in picture 1 is where the swale should be where the Bell or Telephone step up is there and that is all…there is a electric meter box there and stuff so that is where we went into with you know when we talked about Jim Niemeyer throwing that out. Anyway we shot this and this is 3 inches lower so this..if this floods in here this will accommodate any water to go up this drive way and over into the back ditch which is shown in picture 5 of the drainage ditch.
Commissioner Williams: How big is that pipe, Mr. Bosma?

Mr. Bosma: It’s 50 year run so I think it’s a 14 inch or 16 one.

Commissioner Williams: Oh, it’s more than 14.

Mr. Bosma: Yeah, it’s 16 or 18 probably.

Commissioner Williams: Bobby, do you know what it is by chance?

Bobby Howard: I don’t know off-hand. It’s probably an 18 or a 24.

Commissioner Williams: I thought it was a 24.

Mr. Bosma: Yeah, a 24 I don’t know for sure that is why I took a picture of it. But this is actually going into the big ditch in the back, but if you follow that up in the drive and even in this gentleman’s drive way that signed off on us to use that as a auxiliary drainage swale this is 3 inches lower than his garage door here and all of them down through there are all about the same and the water will then crest on picture 2 will crest and come down to the grass and then go off into the main ditch in the back. So he said he hated to not see an 8-10 inch swale but he said this would take off anything that they would have.

Commissioner Williams:  Who said that?

Mr. Bosma: Jim Jr.  So he said with this 3 inches as much water shed as we have here with using the situation with using the driveway it would take it off.
Bobby Howard:  How much water is in the street at that point?

Mr. Bosma: That one point was the only time was when it was probably about 14-15 inches deep from the bottom of the drain up and that was a 100 year rain.

Bobby: So to utilize this swale through his driveway the water would be about 14 or 15 inches deep in the street?

Mr. Bosma: It would have to be….it would be back to yeah at least a 100 year rain yes. At that point and time that’s what I said last time it was over Coal Mine Road. But if all the other rains….ever since then we’ve never had a problem with it since the subdivision has been there.

Commissioner Williams and Attorney Zengler discussed something but it was inaudible. Mr. Zengler said something about a notary.

Commissioner Mosbey: So you’re saying Council that the letter serves no purpose whatsoever?

Mr. Zengler: No, I didn’t say that I said that I mean it gives you some evidence of it of what he meant but he asked me is it a legal document and I said no because it is not notarized and I mean you couldn’t record it, this can’t be recorded for instance. If there is a real concern I guess what we could do is do a hold harmless and you know because the other issue when you’re dealing with real estate if Mr. Sursketter says this the number 5 purchaser down the line…….doesn’t apply.

Commissioner Mosbey: Yeah, exactly.

Commissioner Williams: So you’re saying it would be more appropriate if we had a hold harmless? Do you think Mr. Sursketter would sign that? A hold harmless agreement, basically he said that in his letter.

Mr. Zengler: That is what he said yes.

Mr. Bosma: I’m sure he would I mean he has already signed that he didn’t have a problem with that whatsoever. But the hold harmless how does that cover……

Mr. Zengler: It gives the county…..if they if this board would agree to do that then he’s signing something that he’s holding the county harmless for any damage that would occur.

Mr. Bosma: That’s why he said why I hate sign something that says on it and I said no they won’t the county won’t release it unless you do put the county on there and that is why we put it on there.

Mr. Zengler:  Yes, I understand.
Mr. Bosma: My wife is a notary but I can’t have her notarize anything I have anything to do with. So at that period of time it wouldn’t have been a problem but he was actually leaving for Indianapolis for a week, that night so we had it made up the next day for him and had him sign it that night.

Commissioner Williams: Do you think he would have any problem with signing a hold harmless, Mr. Bosma?

Mr. Bosma: No

Commissioner Mosbey: But Dave would a hold harmless agreement like you said 4 or 5 home owners from now of that same house would they…just him signing a hold harmless that wouldn’t hold the next buyer or would it?

Mr. Zengler: Well, unless you record….we normally don’t record them but I guess it could be recorded so it would be on his…..

Commissioner Mosbey: Well, I think since this subdivision is basically using this gentleman’s..or you’re requesting to use his driveway as a drainage swale we almost to protect….10 years down the road we don’t have this same problem for future drainage board members. I mean that would kind of clear it up a little bit.

Mr. Bosma: Just a hold harmless release you mean?

Commissioner Mosbey: And then record it, it would be recorded where anybody that would buy that house 5 years from now…..
Commissioner Williams: The County would record that Mr. President.
Commissioner Mosbey:  Right that’s what I’m saying..

Mr. Bosma: But that is what Jim Jr. was talking about he said Alan he said you’ve got 6 houses down through here they all shoot about the same grade on the garages he said that was a 100 year rain he said it went up to them but 2 feet back so it didn’t get as far as ….he said where you really get in trouble is if it goes in the garage. He said then they start getting upset.

Commissioner Williams: We could approve this request contingent on Mr. Sursketter signing that hold harmless. Who would take that to him?

Bobby: How would that affect the next meeting? He’s going to ask for his streets for acceptance for maintenance at that point?

Commissioner Williams: Well, he’s had his drainage plans approved this is just a modification I don’t think it would affect street approval.

Commissioner Mosbey: What next meeting?

Bobby Howard: At the 4 o’clock meeting he is asking for his streets for acceptance for maintenance.

Commissioner Mosbey: Are they being recommended for approval?
Bobby: Not until this issue is resolved, I’m not recommending it for approval because we are going to have residents at the subdivision there that don’t  want to see their streets flooding.

Commissioner Williams: Where are they at now?

Bobby: They don’t know that it’s on this agenda I don’t think. So if we’re doing something contingent upon something now is there a way….I don’t know if….

Commissioner Williams: Have you had contact with several people and you know that to be a fact or….?

Bobby: I had 2 or 3 calls from the home owners in there from different ones in regards to their concern with the streets.

Commissioner Williams: I was only aware of one gentleman that was concerned.

Bobby: I have had 2 or 3 different calls related to it, now he’s addressed most of the concerns, Mr. Bosma has addressed the concerns with the curb and the asphalt and those things but when it got down to this last thing was if this swale was necessary or not and his design engineer had designed it. So if we’re going to approve something contingent today I don’t know if….are you holding a letter of credit or a check?
Mr. Bosma: Letter of credit.

Bobby: And I don’t know how long it takes a bank to renew those if you need to extend those because it’s…..

Mr. Bosma: Okay let me ask you this? What if I go to Lot 5 which is right next door to the guy that just wrote that off and you would have to approve that today so I could get that passed tonight. Now this is what Jim told me just go in and put the swale now it’s still on that lot. 

Commissioner Williams:  Would that swale tear up that driveway?

Mr. Bosma: Yeah, no we would…on lot 5 I would have to take and put a 5-foot easement in here onto this lot and put the swale on that lot and it would be 15-inches lower back here than what they wanted over here, one lot down.

Commissioner Mosbey: Lot 5 is toward Coal Mine Road from this lot? The vacant lot there you’re referring to?

Mr. Bosma: Yes, I talked to him about it the other day what we talked about and he said if the worst scenario we would just have to take 5 feet off this one lot and make that a 9.5 lot instead of a 100. and they would re-plot that you know we would have to put an easement in there. A 5-foot easement in there and then put that 5-foot on there and then put that drainage in there.

Commissioner Mosbey: Put the swale in there.

Mr. Bosma: Put the swale in there between him and the other guy. And then this would all go out the window and then you’re back to square 1 you’re done this is taken care of it’s still the same swale it’s just one lot down. It’s all in there cause that is the lowest part of the subdivision right there.

Commissioner Mosbey: this is what Morley Jr. recommended?

Mr. Bosma: Yeah cause I called him back and that is what he told me.

Commissioner Mosbey: Would that remedy the problem, Mr. Engineer?

Bobby: I think it would then just be a simple amendment to the street plans but it would still include the swale like it was originally designed.

Mr. Bosma: Exactly.

Commissioner Mosbey: And you can do that, I mean I’m still learning how this government works, you can do that, modify the plan?

Bobby: Yeah, I mean the Board would approve it.
Mr. Bosma: You would approve it and then Morley would have to go in and cut it out I mean come back and put…since it’s not sold anyway, it’s mine and take 5 foot off that….then you would have a 15 ½ inch swale all the way through, see what I’m saying but it’s on lot 5 not on Surketter’s lot.

Commissioner Mosbey: But from being over there the grade for 5 or 6 lots doesn’t vary over 4-5 inches at the most.
Mr. Bosma: (off the microphone saying something about quarter inch to inch on garage doors) but like I said it’s the bottom part of the subdivision where it’s taking all that water to.

Commissioner Mosbey: And the swale on lot 5 would take …would handle…I’m looking at you Mr. Howard it would be sufficient at that depth to drain the street and relax everybody’s concerns?

Mr. Howard: It should be able to be able to be designed and installed to the print of the same spec that was originally approved, yes.

Commissioner Mosbey: Which is what you are saying?

Commissioner Williams: Are you willing to do that, Mr. Bosma?

Mr. Bosma: Yes, because he said well if we can’t go that route……..

(rest was inaudible)

Commissioner Mosbey: I think protect all parties we need to….

Commissioner Williams: What lot is that swale be in then?

Commissioner Mosbey: Lot 5 on the west side of lot 5.
Commissioner Williams: So we can approve that swale going through lot 5. Bobby, do you have a problem with that? Do you forsee the neighbors having a problem since you’re the one that has talked to them because we definitely don’t want to flood anybody or……..

Bobby: That should be a viable option.

Commissioner Williams: You okay with that, Mr. Bosma?

Mr. Bosma: Yes

Commissioner Williams: I would make a motion that we allow Mr. Bosma to modify the drainage plan for Julianne Estates and let the swale go through lot 5 instead of lot 7 or between lots 6 & 7.

Commissioner Mosbey: I’ll second. All in favor say aye. Motion carried 2-0.

Commissioner Williams: Just out of curiosity  when will you have that in?

Commissioner Mosbey: Will you have that done by tomorrow night?

Mr. Bosma: Yeah,  oh the swale you mean…..I thought you meant Morley and he’s on a 2 week vacation everybody down there is on vacation.

Well, I can put it in anytime you want it.

Bobby: We’re holding the dollar amount until the 31st that’s just this Saturday…..
Mr. Bosma: Yeah, gimme a…..

Commissioner Mosbey: So how is that going to work?

Bobby: Well, we can approve his plans in the next meeting, approve the streets for maintenance contingent upon the swale being in…..

Commissioner Williams:  The swale being in by close of business Friday, can you do it by Friday?

Mr. Bosma: I just pulled all my equipment down to work on that big church on Newburgh Road that is having drainage problems right there…..

Commissioner Mosbey: How does that work we’re holding his check so if he doesn’t get it done by the 31st we keep his money?

Bobby: You would have to talk to Sherri to see if that’s how……..because it expires the 31st doesn’t it, I think they gave you until the 31st, did the bank give you longer than the 31st?

Mr. Bosma: No, they only give you till the 31st. Because it was only a 6 month extension, I think wasn’t it? The last time we did it.

Commissioner Williams: Yes, I tried to talk you into a year’s if I remember right.

Mr. Bosma: Yeah, but they wouldn’t do it and that was even when Metzger wanted longer too.

Commissioner Williams: How much is that for, do you know?

Mr. Bosma: I think it’s for $4,000.00 isn’t it?

Commissioner Mosbey: Can you get your equipment back from the church and get it done it would make everything a lot simpler.

Mr. Bosma: I’m going to have to if that’s what it takes.

Commissioner Mosbey: We’re trying to work with you on….but I didn’t know it was up this Friday.

Mr. Bosma: the most it would take is a day so we’ll just have to that’s all.
Commissioner Williams: Can you write a check? Write a check and have Area Plan hold it.

Mr. Bosma: Oh you mean with that, I can do that?

Commissioner Mosbey: Can you do that, Bobby?

Bobby: Yeah you could substitute the letter of credit for a check.

Commissioner Williams: You could just write a check and then just void it once you got it in and she’s return it.

Bobby: Basically, State Board of Accounts says that you’re supposed to cash the check but it there is a certain time frame that she may not get to.

Commissioner Mosbey: So is that idea workable?

Mr. Bosma: Yeah, so I’d have that extra week then?

Commissioner Mosbey: Does he need to stop downstairs maybe and do that a he leaves the building?

Bobby: talk to Sherri downstairs.

Commissioner Mosbey: We’ll be free here in a little bit if she needs to come up and talk with us.

Mr. Bosma: So I just need to give her a check then?

Commissioner Mosbey: Either move equipment back and get the swale done by Friday or else stop down in her office and explain to her what we decided here today and give her a check.
Mr. Bosma: If I give her a check then, I’ve got a little bit more…..

Commissioner Mosbey:  Then how long would he have to do a couple of weeks?
Commissioner Williams: You don’t really care if she cashes it or not do you?

Bobby: At the Commissioner’s Meeting at that time you would give him whatever time frame that you felt necessary on his extension.
Mr. Bosma: I know I talked to them this morning and asked them how long they would be there and they said probably a week.

Commissioner Mosbey: Okay stop downstairs.

FENCE REQUEST-SOUTH BROADVIEW LOT 5:

Commissioner Mosbey: Next item on the agenda is a fence request 5466 Landview Drive, South Broadview Lot 5, Brittnay Harrison.

Ms. Harrison: Hello, I spoke with the Area Plan Commission last Monday and they told me I needed to contact the Water, sewer and Vectren to get the ok from them to go back to build on the easement and I have got copies of all that, along with the actual plan.

Commissioner Mosbey: We received it from the Surveyor but we don’t have the letters.

Ms. Harrison: The water company was fine with it and said it didn’t interfere with any of their lines, the sewer was fine with it and Vectren, if you look at the map at the very back corner there is a little box and that is where a transformer box is and they said as long as we go like give it a 5-foot perimeter around the box then we can go back onto the easement. So we could kind of cut out a square around that box and then go back on the rest of the easement, just so they can be able to open it.

(She pointed out to Commissioner Williams where it was located and stated that they would just kind of make an L and go around it.
Commissioner Williams: So that box would actually be inside your fence.

Ms. Harrison: No, it would be on the outside of the fence.

Commissioner Mosbey: That way they can get to it, she’s on an “L” around it on the inside.
Commissioner Williams: Oh, gotcha

Commissioner Mosbey: Transformer sits on the corner of her property or in the easement.

Commissioner Williams: So how far are you into the easement?

Ms. Harrison: I want to go 6-inches in front the property line and they all said that that’s fine with them just except for around the transformer box.

Commissioner Williams: What kind of fence are you planning on putting in?

Ms. Harrison: We’re going to do a privacy fence in the back and then connecting to the front it is going to be a scalloped picket.

Commissioner Williams: Is it going to be flat on the ground or an inch or two off the ground?

Ms. Harrison: Flat on the ground is what we’re thinking.

Commissioner Williams: How is water going to pass through?

Phil: It’s a picket fence.

Ms. Harrison: The front is the back would be privacy.

 Commissioner Mosbey: How does the drainage flow through there?

Phil: They are at the high point and it goes three different directions from them there is hardly any…it wouldn’t affect any….

Commissioner Mosbey:  So it doesn’t…if we told her to keep it 3 or 4 inches above the ground its not going to matter if it’s on the ground or….

Phil: No because she is the high point.

Commissioner Mosbey: She is the high point, that is our concern is the drainage, as a Drainage Board we have to…supposedly that is our mission here.
Ms. Harrison: Right, I get that.

Commissioner Williams: And you understand if for any reason that someone had to get in there utilities and had to move the fence…..and it’s the same way with drainage.

Ms. Harrison: Yes, that was explained to me.

Commissioner Williams: Mr. Surveyor do you have any problems with this request?

Phil Baxter: No

Commissioner Williams: I would like to make a motion that we approve Mrs. Harrison’s request.

Commissioner Mosbey: I’ll second that. All in favor say aye. Motion passed 2-0.

Ms. Harrison: Thank you, I did actually give you guys both of my copies.

The Board told her she could have one back. Do I need any type of documentation?

Commissioner Williams: No, you’re good to go.

(she actually needed paper signed by Surveyor to give to Area Plan).

CLAIMS:

Commissioner Mosbey: The next item on the agenda is claims we have a total of $1,060.43 to be approved, do I have a motion?

Recording Secretary: Mr. President, $50.00 will be removed from the total since Mr. Noffsinger is absent so it will be $1,010.43.

Commissioner Williams: That is because it was credited for a meeting he was not at.

Secretary: Correct.

Commissioner Williams: Mr. President, I move we approve the claims in the amount of $1,010.43.

Commissioner Mosbey: I’ll second all in favor say aye. Motion passed 2-

DEPARTMENT OF STORM WATER

Bobby Howard: First I just wanted to report that at the Lincoln Avenue meeting I had several drainage complaints/requests that we’ll be looking into through the Storm Water Department the Framewood Subdivision, Asher Subdivision and I think that the Framewood Estates residents are in the process of getting a petition together to request some drainage improvements in their subdivision so I just wanted to let you know that that is coming down the line.
Commissioner Mosbey: And on that subject I think I told you that night that at your convenience if you want to go and meet with Mr. Blake I would be more than happy to go with you. Sometimes a person that has lived there a long time has more knowledge than….his dad had it figured out and I’m sure he does to.

Bobby: And then also I had been in contact with the Auditor earlier this month and he was going to…considering putting Storm Water fees on the tax bills for the tax sale I did send Mr. Zengler an e-mail about that request and he did point out some State Statutes that need to be followed which I e-mailed back to Larry and he removed those from putting them on the sale this year, because of how much needs to be done per this Statute but I did ask him how many parcels were delinquent and he thinks that it’s about 1700 parcels over the three years.

Commissioner Mosbey: I have a question, they have paid their taxes but not the Storm Water Fee on their taxes or they haven’t paid their taxes?

Bobby: This could be a mixture of both.

Commissioner Mosbey: I mean people have come in and paid part of their bill?

Bobby: That could be a possibility, there are some that wouldn’t get a tax bill normally that got these bills and you know we’ve had in the past where in the past years where they have said they didn’t never receive their Storm Water bill. So I’m not sure you know this year we have not had that so…as of yet. Through this process I think Mr. Zengler has a list of things that have to be accomplished and I really think we need to get some kind of price some kind of cost estimate together to do these items to be able to see how cost affective it is now to be able to go after these fees. I’m not sure how much it would cost to do items that State Code dictates.
Mr. Zengler: First of all you can’t use the tax sale procedure on Storm Water Fees. There is a procedure set up by Statute and basically it involves submitting a list to the County Recorder with the name and description of the premises which would be the legal description I mean the legal in the amount of the fees and then they are sent by certified mail to each property owner with a notice there is a service charge added of $5.00 and then if they are not paid there is a way you can actually file suit if you have to if that is where we would go with them which of course you could add fees onto that too. For 1700 it’s going to be a pretty extensive list time consuming I would think to do that and then to send them all by certified mail.

Bobby: Plus the $5.00 fee for just the 1700 parcels you’re looking at $8,500.00.

Mr. Zengler: Of course certified mail is several bucks.

Commissioner Williams: But our other options there are no other options, just let them go.
Mr. Zengler: There are no other options I mean that is the Statute unless just let it go.

Bobby: Until it’s such a point….

Commissioner Mosbey: If we’re going to let them go guys that’s not….I mean…

Bobby: No, that’s what they…..
Commissioner Mosbey: That’s not fair to the people paying their bill.

Bobby: But we may end up spending $60-70,000.00 to try to collect $90,000.00 of fees.

Commissioner Williams: The next question would be you know do we want to separate this out because right now you know people who the way Mr. Lacer explained it to me was like they pay their taxes but don’t pay their Storm Water.

Commissioner Mosbey: I thought it was all included in one total.

Commissioner Williams: It does one total but they come in and say I will pay this and this but I’m not paying that here is a check for less $30 or $60.00.

Commissioner Mosbey: I didn’t know you could do that, they shouldn’t be getting a receipt paid in full then or they shouldn’t be from the Treasurers Office.

Phil: We do know for a fact though the first year there were a lot of people that did not get billed and it could be a big portion of these. We don’t know.

Commissioner Mosbey: Oh yeah I know that for a fact.

Commissioner Williams: We could always declare amnesty and start over.

Phil: I don’t know how you would really know for sure.

Commissioner Williams: The questions would be more efficient if we billed it out separately get a billing service to do it of course that would be a horrendous task to start with that first year to get all the information to get it billed as a utility. When we went with the tax method because it was the cheapest and easiest way to get people billed.

Commissioner Mosbey: The main reason they put it on people’s personal property taxes was to save the stamp basically that was the only reason.

That’s what I remember.

Commissioner Williams: Right, same thing.

Bobby: Well, and the cost of putting the bill out there.

Commissioner Mosbey: Yeah, producing the bill plus mailing it.

Mr. Zengler: Another option possibly would be to think about would be just to send rather than go through this process to send…just to send letters initially with the thought is that that may clear up a lot of this. Either we don’t have good addresses or people didn’t get billed I mean you’re going to invest in the postage but…it’s just an alternative.

Commissioner Mosbey: That might be our first step.

Mr. Zengler: Rather than sending them..going through all this and sending them certified I mean we might could call that….

Bobby: Well, initially if someone didn’t get billed the Auditor’s Office wouldn’t have a record of that either.

Commissioner Mosbey: I was going to say how are you sure that everyone has gotten a bill, we have no way of being assured of that do we?

That every property owner has received a Storm Water bill on their property taxes?

Bobby: No, I have no way to tell you 100% sure no.

Commissioner Mosbey: And the Auditor has no way to say 100% sure either.
Bobby: Not to my knowledge.

Commissioner Mosbey: So then how can you send somebody a letter saying you owe this money if they were never billed, if it wasn’t on their taxes?

Bobby: That’s what I’m saying we are going off of what the Auditor’s records are so the Auditors records would have to say….I mean if the Auditor has a copy of it I would assume there should have been a bill.

Commissioner Mosbey: Okay what you’re saying he’s basing his opinion on the one’s that actually had the $60.00 fee on their property taxes and they didn’t pay it.

Bobby: That is my understanding because he wouldn’t have a record of them not having…..

Commissioner Mosbey: Because there are probably more out there that never even got the $60.00 on their property tax bill and the Auditor wouldn’t have a clue about that either.

Bobby: In the first year there is a possibility there were some.

Commissioner Williams: What about the properties that Peabody owns that they rent out?

Commissioner Mosbey: What do you think, Mr. Baxter?

Bobby: If they have a home sitting on it, it’s based on how the…..

Commissioner Mosbey said something about the 4 of them there?

Phil: I’d hate to spend $50,000.00 and collect $30,000.00.

Commissioner Mosbey: That’s not good business. But this is government it’s not supposed to be good business.

Phil: If anything I think I’d take Dave’s second suggestion there.

Commissioner Mosbey: That’s the cheapest first step.

Commissioner Williams: Send letters.

Bobby: We would have to go through the Recorder’s …we have to….

David: Somehow we’d have to get them through the Auditor.

Commissioner Mosbey: The addresses?

Bobby: We’d have to get the addresses but then we’d have to go ahead and do the first step there right if the….

David: Well, I was not going to do the first step because then once we record it then I think then the Statute requires us to do the certified mailing.
Bobby: So we’ll just try to send out letters initially and pay for the cost of that and see how many we get.

Commissioner Mosbey: Does Storm Water has a postage line item? I bet we don’t.

Bobby: Not to that extent because we were putting all these on a tax bill so we would just have a small office line item.

Commissioner Mosbey: Well, you get to go to Council now. They haven’t finalized the budget.

Commissioner Williams: It’s a project.

Commissioner Mosbey: Contact Crystal, project money that will work.

Bobby: But I just got this information on July 13th so I wanted to bring it to the next meeting.

Commissioner Mosbey: Is that all right with you go that first step and just send a letter out or do you not even want to send a letter? I am polling the members of the board here.

Phil: I don’t know, if we do anything that would be my suggestion. I really don’t want to do that, I mean it’s…..

Commissioner Mosbey: But it’s not fair to the guy that has paid his bill and then we let the other guys not paying it just…..ok
Commissioner Williams: Do we know that these are 1700 individuals or 1700 bills for example maybe some of these are people like duplicate?

Bobby: The only…..this is an estimate from the Auditor.

Commissioner Williams said something about 2 years   in a row and counting it as 2 instead of one.

Bobby:  Right, I don’t know this is an estimate from the Auditor’s Office, I requested how many parcels are delinquent on the fee and they gave an estimate that there is about 1700 parcels with delinquent Storm Water and about…….

Commissioner Williams: 1700 parcels that is 1700 pieces of property.

Commissioner Mosbey:  Yes

Bobby: And 97,000 in actual Storm water plus penalties. So that includes the delinquent penalties I would assume.

Commissioner Williams: We had 2-3 churches this year that wasn’t aware because they’re not used to……inaudible

Bobby: And we’ve been waiving…..so we may not be collecting that full $97,000.00 either.

David: In dealing with churches and possibly cemeteries and so on that have associations those are the kind of people that you lose addresses and I just don’t know that sounds like a high number and that is what I was wondering if…and that was one of the reasons for sending the letters out I thought was we would……
Bobby: Well, last week we did find one where the address was…the tax bill address was not going to the right person to pay the bill.

Commissioner Mosbey: Might find a lot of that.

Bobby: But we would be sending the letters to that same address.

Phil: Could these be parcels from big companies that own a lot of parcels?

Bobby: I don’t have a break down. I’d have to talk to the Auditor’s Office.

Commissioner Williams: I think a lot of questions need answers before we do anything.

Bobby:  Because this would only be parcels with a structure on it.

Commissioner Mosbey: Could you in your spare time go to the Auditor’s and tell him the position we’re in and try to get a more detailed explanation.

Bobby: Yes, I’ll offer to have some of my office go over and sort through for them so they don’t have extra work.

Commissioner Mosbey: Right, and let us know something next meeting or if it takes a month or whatever.

Commissioner Williams stated something about Peabody Coal Company but with others talking it was inaudible.

David: With that number that would be my opinion.

Commissioner Mosbey: Yeah, there has got to be more to it than that because 1700, I’m like you that is an extravagant figure.

Commissioner Williams: It could be a lot of rental property.

David: Somebody that has multiple pieces of you know…..

Commissioner Mosbey: Do you have anything else, Mr. Howard?
Bobby: No sir

Commissioner Williams: Move to adjourn.

Commissioner Mosbey: Motion to adjourn all those in favor say aye. Motion passed 3-0.
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
