The Warrick County Drainage Board met in regular session with President Tim Mosbey presiding over the meeting, also present were Art Noffsinger, Vice-President; Don Williams, Secretary, Phillip H. Baxter, Surveyor; Bobby Howard, Director of Storm Water; David K. Zengler, Attorney and Recording Secretary, Cheryl D. Embry.

Present in the audience were James H. Biggerstaff, Greg Moore, Zach Hickson, Bevarly Hames and Bill Bivins.

The meeting was started with the members and audience reciting the Pledge of Allegiance.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:
President Tim Mosbey: I now call the September 13th Drainage Board/Stormwater Board Meeting to order. The first item on the agenda is the approval of minutes of the August 23, 2010 meeting.

Art Noffsinger: Move that we approve.

Don Williams: Second.

Motion was made and seconded to approve minutes. Motion passed 3-0.

LITTLE PIGEON BID OPENING:

Commissioner Mosbey: Next item is Little Pigeon Bid openings, Counselor. 

David K. Zengler: I have been handed 3 bids. Elliotts Excavating, Inc, bid for the removal of log jams and debris from Little Pigeon Creek etc. $17,950.00.

Jerry Aigner Construction quote $19,500.00.

K & K Dirt Works, Inc., remove 6 log jams on Pigeon Creek $19,750.00.
Commissioner Mosbey: What is your pleasure, gentlemen?
Phil: Is I may? If you approve one of these I would like for you to approve it contingent to Spencer County approving it as they will be paying half and their meeting will be sometime next week I’m not sure of the date.

Commissioner Noffsinger: Then I make the motion that we award the bid to Elliott for the amount of $17,950.00 contingent on Spencer County’s approval.

Commissioner Williams: Second

Motion was made and seconded. Motion passed 3-0.

Phil Baxter told Mr. Elliott he would contact him and let him know the results of the Spencer County Meeting.

PEBBLE CREEK SUBDIVISION:

Commissioner Mosbey: Okay next item on the agenda is drainage plan approvals item number 1 Pebble Creek Subdivision, Mr. Bivins.

Bill Bivins: Bill Bivins, Engineer request that we continue this for 1 month.

Commissioner Williams: When will this come before the Commissioner’s for zoning?

Sherri Rector: October 11, 2010.

Commissioner Williams: Is that when you want it for October 11, 2010?

Mr. Bivins: Yes, there is some question about that street to the south if we don’t do that then there will be some change in drainage so we’re going to the Planning Commissioner tonight to see what their wish is on that.

Commissioner Mosbey: So you want us to put you on the agenda for the 11th or the 25th?

Mr. Bivins: The 11th.

Commissioner Williams: Because it won’t be zoned until the 11th?

Mr. Bivins: Right

Commissioner Williams: Move to table until the 11th of October.

(They asked the secretary if the 11th was the second Monday, the secretary asked why it was in red they stated that this was not a holiday for County.)
Commissioner Noffsinger: Second the motion.

Motion was made and seconded to table. Motion passed 3-0.

CANEY CREEK ESTATES:

Commissioner Mosbey: Next item is Caney Creek Estates. Is there anyone here to represent Caney Creek?

Phil: Bill Bivins has that and our engineer has approved the pipe sizing and I recommend approval.

Commissioner Mosbey: Any discussion, questions?

Commissioner Williams: All they are wanting to do is just put a pipe where again?

Phil: It’s for a street crossing.

Commissioner Mosbey: It’s in Phil’s backyard so I’m sure it’s okay or they would be flooding him.

Commissioner Williams: I move to approve.

Commissioner Noffsinger: Second.

Motion was made and seconded to approve. Motion passed 3-0.

Bill Bivins: Gentleman, could I ask you a question, is it necessary for me to be here for the 4:00 meeting to continue? The Board answered that he did not have to be present.

VICTORIA VILLAGE: FENCE REQUEST:

Commissioner Mosbey: The next item Victoria Village fence request Zack Hickson 2132 Long Cove Circle requesting a fence.

Commissioner Williams: Move to approve.

Commissioner Noffsinger:  Second

The Board stated they reviewed the drawings.

Sherri: He was not aware that he needed a permit for the fence.

Commissioner Williams: Your fence will not slow down the water so it is okay.

Motion was made and seconded to approve fence. Motion passed 3-0.

SPRINGSTON SUBDIVISION-KATELLA DRIVE MAKEN CORPORATION:

Commissioner Mosbey: Next item for discussion is Maken Corporation Springston/Katella Drive. No one is here for that. So if we take no action it won’t appear on the next agenda is that correct? We will just skip over that and that way it won’t appear unless they request it.
Commissioner Williams: We can skip over it that is a thing that has been going on and we do need to take action.

Commissioner Mosbey: I’m aware of that, what can we do, Bob?

Bob Howard: Did you ever look into whether we can work in the drainage easements?

David Zengler: Like a lot of legal questions it’s not a black or white yes or no answer. We can’t….this isn’t where we can get an agreement on…….

Mr. Howard: In this case we don’t know if we can or not but there are 13 or 14 property owners involved so the chances of one of them disagreeing could occur.
David Zengler: You know I’m just obviously the reason why I’m asking that I mean trying to avoid litigation or at least you know obviously it would be I think in everybody’s best interest if we could work something out with them rather than to try to force the issue. I’m not familiar with these but I know generally there is going to be stuff in the easements and…..
Commissioner Williams: We have more than one problem in that area, one in the Engelbrecht subdivision there we have a retention pond and the overflow is not headed by the drawing that is one problem and it kind of goes downhill towards these people. Then the drainage swale that goes down along behind that subdivision some of those have fences across it and most of them have room for water to go under but there is at least one house which I personally looked at, I guess when they got ready to sell the house they decided it would look nicer if the swale was filled in so it is completely filled in and that creates a second problem and we are about to a point where it’s been going on and going on and I suggested one time to just simply dig a trench from the back of that dam all the way out to the road which would take a lot of it from going down that hill. I don’t think Bobby agrees with that but we need to so something soon as it’s still there and still a problem. We can so that with Storm Water without….

Bobby: We have a drainage easement set up in that location to take the drainage but we don’t seem to have the ability to legally get in that easement. We have the equipment the means…….

Commissioner Mosbey:  We have the means but we don’t have access to the easement is that what you’re saying?
Bobby: If they do not allow us to work in that easement…that is why I asked Mr. Zengler….

Commissioner Mosbey: But under the new Stormwater laws don’t we have a right if they don’t agree we can go in anyway?
Bobby: That was my question, because I don’t know if we have that ability or not?

But the drainage easement is there to protect the swale and in most cases people have put stuff in the swale or filled up the swale. We should have some means I would think to open it back up.

Mr. Zengler: Would the issue be solved by just opening the swale up?

Bobby: That would solve a lot of it but there are some fences and things that we need to discuss, we could allow them to go back in if they are of a certain height or different issues like that but or if they put gates there at that location so that it can be easily maintained and equipment can get through on either side of the fence and still be allowed to have a fence there. But you know there are some things we can work out with people and allow fences and things but we need to get the drainage way re-opened back up.
Commissioner Mosbey: So David what you’ve found out so far we….it would ugly if we……

David Zengler: It could get ugly, yes.

Commissioner Mosbey: Well, if we run up……we’ve got to I mean there is a lot of land owners being damaged because of maybe one or two that is not cooperating that has filled in or got their fences too low or whatever, correct?

Phil: We’ve got one resident down there that has a sump pump in the backyard pumping it across the fence to the neighbor’s yard.

Bobby: And some that are pumping out to the street from the back yard to the front yard.
Commissioner Mosbey: So it’s evident that there is something that needs to be done. I think Mr. Ubelhor owned some of those lots too doesn’t he?

Bobby: His are at the upstream end of that.

Mr. Zengler: As a suggestion why don’t we notify them what we intend to do and set a time…..

Bobby: I could send a letter and request for temporary right of entry to all the property owners but I need some direction on what we want to do with their fences, right now we make people move their fences and then so that we can do our work if they are in the easements……
Commissioner Mosbey: But if you take the swale, I mean…..

Bobby: And then it’s up to them to put them back up we just don’t….we don’t touch the fence, I don’t make them get permits to put fences up if there’s a fence there in it’s existing condition we just ask that it be removed so we can do our work because sometimes it’s on the edge of an easement where…..

Commissioner Mosbey: They have to get permission to put that fence up across our drainage easement?

Bobby: They should have.

Commissioner Mosbey: They should have so we have the right to tell them….

Commissioner Williams: Most of them probably did not.

Commissioner Mosbey: But that gives us the right to tell them to remove it temporarily?

Bobby: Right.

Commissioner Mosbey: Send them a letter.

Commissioner Williams: When we allow people to put fences up it is always with a stipulation that if we have to do any work they have to take it down, those that are legal.

Commissioner Mosbey: So they violated the law to begin with?

Bobby: Unknowingly for the most part.

Commissioner Mosbey: Exactly they didn’t know, I know. Is it okay if he sends the letter? Do we have agreement? The Board agreed.
Commissioner Williams: What about the other problem?

Commissioner Mosbey: The retention pond? Is that the one you pulled the milk crate out of?

Phil: I would suggest either at our next meeting or the following meeting ask Mr. Engelbrecht to come in with his engineer and question why it wasn’t done like it was supposed….
Commissioner Mosbey: It wasn’t completed per the drawing, correct?

Phil: From what we could see, no and we know it’s in the wrong location.

Commissioner Mosbey: Has he seen this drawing?

Phil: Who?

Commissioner Mosbey: Mr. Engelbrecht.

Phil: I don’t know is he has or not his engineer was just up here explaining it but I still don’t understand….remember him explaining….Jim Jr.
Commissioner Mosbey: No, I’m trying to remember.

Commissioner Williams: Yes, it’s supposed to sheet flow down the hill and it definitely does that. But I really think what we need from Engelbrecht is to allow us to dig a ditch out there on Vann Road you know take as much of that water as we can and go right straight out to Vann Road and not even let it go down the hill.

Phil: Well, as Bobby has said you haven’t accepted the streets yet there.

Commissioner Williams: No we haven’t

Phil: So you have some leverage.

Commissioner Mosbey: Do you all want Phil to send Mr. Engelbrecht a letter and have him come in a couple of meetings from now.

The Board agreed on the first meeting in October which is the 11th.

Commissioner Mosbey: Is that it, what else could we do?

Commissioner Williams: It depends on what we’re having him in here for?

Commissioner Mosbey: I take it we’re going to talk to him about his……

Phil: Well we could go across his property to the east…..

Commissioner Mosbey: His retention pond

Commissioner Williams: They’ve done some things out there over the years (something about where it’s not exactly right the thing that I would want from them is an easement where it could be taken out to the road, if you’ve never looked at that you might go back there and look at that and go down and look at the road and you can see it. I don’t know if Bobby thinks that will work or not it may not. I went out there and looked at it and walked it and it looks to me like it really would.
Commissioner Mosbey: So you’re going to notify him on the Mr. Engelbrecht?

Phil: If that’s what you want.

Commissioner Mosbey: Okay we’ll go from there.

Phil: First meeting in October. Okay

BARNES & THORNBURG:

Phil: This last thing here this Barnes & Thornburg deal, you wanted to know what the charges were for, it’s got 3 tenths of an hour for telephone conference with David Zengler and 2.9 hours reviewed time line and other materials for distribution for Drainage Board for each structure. That is all it says. I would ask the Board to ask Mr. Zengler to write them a letter questioning what the other bill was for.

Commissioner Mosbey: Isn’t there a statute of limitations on bills? Have you seen this, Dave?

David Zengler: I saw the…I think I saw the first one the one they are trying to collect for.

Commissioner Williams: Now they dated it July 30, 2010 but you look at the work and it’s from 2006.

Phil: I would think there would be some sort of a contract of some sort.

David Zengler: I don’t think there was a contract.

Commissioner Williams: There was no contract the only thing I know of was a lady that came down and we simply asked them the feasibility of doing a bond issue to extend Howard-Williams Ditch to the river and I really didn’t know there would be any charges you know her transportation and we do have a bill that was paid around that time. It looks to me like it was for that trip $1,216.00. It was from Thornburg and the date is 1/17/07 so that was…it looks to me like it would be since we’re looking for you know these supposed billings of 9/28 thru 10/25 of 06 we paid them $1,216.00 on 1/17/07 and it was my understanding that that was legal service for improvement bonds, legal services and public improvement bonds. It looks to me like we paid for her coming down and…….

Commissioner Mosbey: So you feel like they have already been paid then?

Commissioner Williams: Well, they were certainly paid for that trip down.

Commissioner Mosbey: What did you promise them back then?

Phil: Honestly I vaguely remember the lady being here but the rest of it I don’t have a clue.
Commissioner Williams: Yes that’s the way with me she gave a presentation but I don’t remember much about that but of course I’m sure there was research involved and all that stuff but there was nothing contracted or nothing asked other than what we would have to do to put a bond in place for the Drainage Board, correct me if I’m wrong counselor but I think (inaudible)
Mr. Zengler: Right

Commissioner Mosbey: Do you want to have Mr. Zengler to send them a letter?

Commissioner Williams: I think so as we need more detail because you know we paid them for her trip down on 1/17 and you have a copy of that, right Dave so….

Commissioner Mosbey: Okay take care of that Mr. Zengler?

Mr. Zengler: Yes

CITIZENS COMMENTS/CONCERNS:
Commissioner Mosbey: Were you wanting to address the Board?

Bevarly Hames: Bevarly Hames 8777 Vann Road Newburgh I have a concern with the ditch that is beside my house that ditch keeps filling up with dirt and everything I mean it’s…it hadn’t been taken care of in I don’t know how long and I’d kind of like to know what’s going to go on with that?
Phil: Is this the ditch next to Pebble Creek?

Ms. Hames: Yes, but it is also between my house and the house next door.

Phil: I understand, It’s just a ditch so far and then it kinda goes out.

Ms. Hames: Yes, but I don’t think it’s been taken care of in 30 years.

Phil: Well, it’s really not as per say a county ditch at this time.

Ms. Hames: Well who takes care of it?

Phil: Property owners

Ms. Hames: But it has a huge pipe drainage under the road.

Phil: I understand, it sure does.

Ms. Hames: Who takes care of that?

Phil: Well, there has been discussion there needs to be a ditch run next to the proposed Pebble Creek the next development which some gentlemen here are going to be talking about in the next few weeks. Down the property line of the Walmart area and go west to Libbert.

Ms. Hames: So we have to wait until then is that what you’re saying?
Phil: Well, actually it’s not ours so we can’t work on it as per say until it is made a county drain…

Ms. Hames: But you get our tax money for it.

Phil: You don’t pay taxes for that drain.

Ms. Hames: Well you get money for drainage, don’t you?

Phil: Yes we do

Ms. Hames: But it comes from other properties on into this ditch.
Phil: I understand the problem we have been looking at it.

Ms. Hames: Okay I appreciate it.

Phil: I’m not making any promises I’m just…I know the problem.

Ms. Hames: If not I’ll just have to move and maybe somebody else will have to worry about it.

Commissioner Williams: Are you getting any flooding from this?

Ms. Hames: Pardon?

Commissioner Mosbey: Does your basement or your home get flooded?

Ms. Hames: No I don’t have a basement but the water comes in the back yard.

Commissioner Mosbey: We can have the Storm Water director look at it possibly also.

Commissioner Williams: It might be a Storm Water project, what the Surveyor is talking about is actually running a ditch down and taking over past Walmart underneath Libbert and running into the main drain which we do maintain Edwards ditch over there and if we do that it should help.

Commissioner Mosbey: Well, see in Warrick County we have Legal drains and then we just have…there are just ditches that are not controlled by the county they were put in by the developers or they were there by the cornfield that used to be and it’s nobody’s ditch, the property owner that is the reason he said he wasn’t trying to be smart it’s just on your property so yeah it’s basically your responsibility. But now with this new Storm Water Department that we are all paying the $5.00 a month Storm Water fee if it fits certain criteria. It could fall under that and they could possibly do some work on it that is why I said we would have the Storm Water Director look at it and see if it qualifies.
Phil:  And Mr. Bivins with this development has proposed putting the ditch along his property, this proposed Pebble Creek he has proposed doing that because we asked him to do that. We are still working on the rest of it.

Ms. Hames: Okay the other problem is could you get the people that put the sewer in to put the rip rap up back up around the drainage pipe under the road? You know when they came in and put the sewer there they took all the rip rap away that the County had fixed up around there. Well I’m just saying they took it all way so they should have to put it back shouldn’t they?
Phil: You might ask that gentleman over there.

Bobby:  They should but I will have to talk to Newburgh Sewer Department to see what is going on how long ago was that?

Ms. Hames: 2006

Bobby: Okay we will get the rip rap put back.

Commissioner Williams: I don’t think Newburgh will do it though but we will get it back.

Commissioner Mosbey: Any other citizens concerns or comments?

Please step up to the podium so we will have the record of your name and address.

Jim Garrison: My name is Jim Garrison and I live at 8911 Vann Road which is west of this proposed project. I think I met with you out there 3 or 4 years ago about this ditch she is referring to and also down Libbert….

Phil: It wasn’t me I wasn’t in this position at that time.

Mr. Garrison: Okay, whoever it was. If you would like to know where that ditch that she is speaking of went to I have photos of it from Google from 2007 that shows it.

Commissioner Williams: I would like to look at them. (Mr. Garrison took pictures to Board and explained them to Mr. Williams. He showed him Libbert Road and the bridge before Walmart and the ditch with the property with the big horse barn. He also showed him where the proposed site for Pebble Creek was and the portion of the ditch where Ms. Hames was talking about.
Mr. Garrison: While we are speaking of the same area you talking about drainage and flooding approximately about 3 years ago there was a house built actually it’s off of Libbert its north of my property across Vann and property of Schmitt’s in behind their property. A doctor built a house up there in doing so he changed all the drainage coming off of Nester Hill or whatever that is there and when we get a hard rain it comes across Schmitt property into a ditch into an area on the west side of their property hits the ditch for Vann Road crosses the road runs right down my driveway. I’ve had it on my carport, I’ve had to redo my drive way swale it out to let the water go around my garage and that didn’t happen until that house was built.
Commissioner Williams: When was that house built?

Mr. Garrison: I can’t tell you exactly about 3 years ago, maybe a little longer.

Commissioner Williams: It’s not a subdivision just a single house.

Commissioner Mosbey: What is the address of that house, is it on…what street is it on?

Mr. Garrison: Their drive-way exits to Libbert.

Commissioner Mosbey: I am trying to place in my mind where you’re talking here.

MR. Garrison again show the Board the pictures he has and shows them where the house was built.

Commissioner Mosbey: But they enter this house from Libbert?

Mr. Garrison: Yes, there were trying to get a drive-way from the neighbor two doors down and she wouldn’t sell it to them. They bought this property went way back.

Commissioner Mosbey: Is this some of the Loehr property?

Mr. Garrison: No, it’s not Loehr property.

Bobby: Is there a ditch between….

Mr. Garrison: There was.

Bobby: They got rid of that ditch?

Mr. Garrison: I haven’t been over there to look. But that is where it usually…you can see the ditch here.

Bobby: That ditch should have caught that water and took it out to Libbert.

Mr. Garrison: Originally this was a berm area all the way through here this used to be Jenkins property well it still is Jenkins property.

Commissioner Mosbey: Well Mr. Howard can take a look at it this might be a Storm Water issue because there isn’t any legal drains.

Phil: I don’t think it would be a drainage easement either.

Bobby: It would be a natural drainage way which is determined by the Surveyor’s Office.

Mr. Garrison: See they cut their drive-way…I don’t know exactly the distance but their drive-way is right through here. 

Commissioner Mosbey: I didn’t know there was a house there.

Mr. Garrison: Well that doctor wanted to live in the woods so that is where he built.

Commissioner Williams: So you can only see it in the winter when there are no leaves.

Mr. Garrison: You can see it from Vann but I don’t think you can see it from Libbert.

Commissioner Mosbey: Well, we will look at it that is all we can do.

Mr. Garrison: There again we are talking about drainage this area here flows from east to west gets down to here there is a ditch that runs right down through here, this is Vann Road this is Libbert this flows to the North there is a culvert right here and culvert right there used to be a little pond here and this goes all the way to this creek.
Commissioner Mosbey: Yes, that is the old Lane farm there.

Mr. Garrison: That is why I went over with the other Surveyor before your time.

Bobby: Is some of that not there now?

Mr. Garrison: It’s just silted in, the plant corn on a lot of it.

Bobby: Down the whole ditch line?

Mr. Garrison: Yes

Commissioner Williams: Do you farm that, Tim?

Commissioner Mosbey: No, I don’t. It’s a swale down through there that is all it is anymore.

Mr. Garrison; But when I spoke with him I said why don’t you take this ditch this flow line and cut it and go back to the big creek right back here. It’s a lot of work but it could get a lot worse.

Commissioner Mosbey: Well, give us a couple of weeks and we’ll look at it or maybe more than that.

Mr. Garrison: I appreciate that. Thank you.

CLAIMS:

Commissioner Mosbey: The next item is claims in the amount totaling $375.43. Do I have a motion?

Commissioner Williams: Move to pay the claims.

Commissioner Noffsinger: Second.

Motion was made and seconded to pay claims. Motion passed 3-0.

DEPARTMENT OF STORM WATER

WARRICK COUNTY SOIL AND WATER CONSERVATION AGREEMENT:
Bobby Howard: I have three things to bring up one has already been approved I believe but the agreement for cooperation with the Warrick County Soil and Water Conservation District they signed their agreement on August 17, 2010 and I just received their signed copy back last Friday for our Board’s signature. I believe our board approved the agreement for the $8,000.00 it was just subject to getting their signature and getting the agreement here. So I have the agreement here for your signatures today.
RULE # 13 EVALUATION AND INSPECTION IDEM AUDIT:

Bobby: The next item I just wanted to report and I will get everyone a copy. Our rule 13 evaluation and inspection from IDEM our IDEM audit. I will be responding to the items listed as either unsatisfactory or marginal and get that back to them. But as I stated we just have to give a report to say how we are going to respond to these things and some of those items…a lot of it involved around our highway department and some of the things that she wanted done was the vehicle wash out area, better labeling on the oil, proper signage at fueling sites and then again the training. What I was concerned well, I don’t think it’s as big as concern she just wants the soil and water pollution prevention plan implemented no later than October 1, 2010. But she writes all of the issues identified above including the wash out area must be addressed but I can write her a letter stating when we are going to do this work in the next so many years and a certain amount of time to show….
Commissioner Mosbey: Right as she stated that day as long as we have it in our 5 year plan?

Bobby: Right but I just wanted to report that to you so that it is on record that we did receive this and I will be reporting back to her.

STORMWATER STORAGE BUILDING:

Bobby:  The last item I wanted to mention was in regards to building a building for Storm Water as there has been some discussion on trying to put up a post frame building and then possibly sharing that in conjunction with the Emergency Management Agency and I did put a rough very rough drawing together utilizing the dimensions from EMA equipment and the size of the building looks to be needed as about an 88 foot by 66 foot building in order to put Storm Water equipment and EMA equipment in a fashion that would be suitable to the EMA director. So I did show him this today he was in agreement with it. I didn’t know how you wanted to proceed as a Board from here.
I believe those are suitable dimensions for a post frame construction to end up in even intervals to not waste building supplies.

Commissioner Mosbey: Any thoughts?

Commissioner Williams: You’re looking at about 1500 square feet.

Commissioner Mosbey: I have spoken with Bobby and Dallas you know Dallas kind of liked the idea that I had and its just a thought. Bobby never really….I don’t know if he likes the idea or not because it would mean quite a bit of work but at the 4H center grounds there is plenty of room for this sized building and the building would be there the equipment would be there I though for during the fair they could show their stuff I guess if you want to say it that way. Bobby part of this stuff with MS4 he needs or is required to do so much public education each year and I have spoken with some of the people on the center board they were very much in favor of it. When you walk around our fair now you know we have commercial exhibits, commercial businesses that are there showing their wares and all that and they are scattered, some of them are in the exhibit building and some of them are outside on the street. When you go to other fairs like Vanderburgh County they have what they call the commercial exhibit building and we were just….and this is strictly preliminary just thoughts we could utilize this building at fair time and Dallas said yeah he could move his stuff out except for what needs to be plugged in. They could open it up for the public to show what we’ve got and let the citizens see what we have. Bobby could set up and table and whatever he would need to do and then they could also utilize it to rent space out to commercial whoever wants to advertise at the fair. I’m trying to think who has booths at the fair like Right to Life they had a booth there this year, Boonville National Bank was giving out T-shirts and hats there at one…you know that all cost them money and they could put them all in this building and that way that would be the commercial exhibit building and if a family walking around the fair they know that is the commercial building. It’s just a thought we also have room down by the dog pound you know there’s…. the county we have plenty of space available, but my thinking was if we are going to build a building why not build it at a place where it could be utilized for other things other than just storing Bobby’s equipment and the EMA equipment in there. I just wanted to toss that out you know we don’t have to make a decision today it’s just…there is an area out there we kind of looked at that would fit in between the well like you’ve got the rides the food stand and then there is that big grassy area until you get to where the rabbits were. That whole area there I thought a 60 foot building, I don’t know about a 66 but we can look at it. My thinking was if we’re going to spend Storm Water money to build a building why not make it where we could utilize it for more than just 12 months a year sitting out there storing equipment you know for that one week at lease we could show people the equipment that the EMA’s got. Bobby needs to start renting a booth at the fair I think. It’s what we discussed with that lady from Indianapolis.
Bobby: Right now you know I can leave information at the Soil and Water District’s Booth but….(inaudible) would be beneficial to have something like that.

Commissioner Williams asked about something in the picture.

Commissioner Mosbey: Oh that’s a electric fenced in electric pole it wouldn’t even go back to that that is not in the way at all.

Phil: I know it would be out of the way but a better fit would be over on the west side of the arena between the arena and the lake.
Commissioner Williams: Well since we know 66 feet will fit in there…..

Everyone was talking at the same time so most of this is inaudible but they were discussing different places to put the building and that if it was too far out of the way nobody would go see it. It was also discussed that Bobby would have to work out of this.

Commissioner Williams stated that he did not want to build the building too little.

Bobby: My other question in building this is that…..

Commissioner Mosbey; Well this building the 88 foot length it could be built to the east and added onto at a later time also because that electric thing right there could be moved, the guys at the 4-H center told me. There is no underground electric out there at all. But it’s something to think about.
Commissioner Williams: You don’t need any restroom facilities how about running water won’t you need that.

Commissioner Mosbey: Well I think we do need restroom facilities because he was  hoping his crew would work out of this building. Was that your thought that your crew would work out of this building, I mean would you need water and electric and restroom?

Bobby: I don’t know that we would need it right away as far as water and things but in the future it would be good to have. But we’re right around the corner from the Highway Department if they needed to use it but most days they are not there on site at the building anyway they are out on the job, they just come her to pick up equipment. I wanted to have a little office area for sending and receiving faxes or e-mails maybe a computer set up in there for the electric and like a floor heater or something in the office area but nothing major right now was what I was thinking.

Commissioner Mosbey: I mean something like this there is nothing wrong with getting….we could get prices on what a building like this would cost just to see what kind of money we’re talking about and height wise it doesn’t need to be more than 15-foot high because the backhoe on a trailer can’t be over 13’6 that is the legal height limit.

Phil: My doors are 15.

Commissioner Mosbey: Right so 15 foot high building is all you would need.

Commissioner Williams: I don’t see a street sweeper in there.
Commissioner Mosbey: He doesn’t have a street sweeper, Don.

Commissioner Williams: I know that.

Phil: Go get some prices as far as I’m concerned.

Commissioner Mosbey: You want to get some prices to see what kind of money…..

Commissioner Williams: I think it would be interesting to see what it would cost, I don’t think it’s a bad idea to do something I mean we’ve got to have a place to store that stuff, Art what do you thing?

Commissioner Mosbey: And building it here was just a thought. I just wanted to throw it out because I know Dallas liked the idea because of the good advertisement to let the public see what EMA has got to offer.
Do you want to get some prices from some local companies, Bob?

Anything else?
