The Warrick County Drainage Board met in regular session with President Tim Mosbey presiding over the meeting, also present were Don Williams, Secretary; Phillip H. Baxter, Surveyor; Bobby Howard, Director of Storm Water, David K. Zengler, Attorney; Rod Madden, Deputy Surveyor and Recording Secretary Cheryl D. Embry. Art Noffsinger, Vice-President was absent.
Present in the audience were Debbie Bennett Stearsman, Wylie Zeigler, Jerry J. Barnett, Joe Wicks and Crystal Nihoris.

The meeting was started with the members and audience reciting the Pledge of Allegiance.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

President Mosbey: I now call the September 27, 2010 Drainage Board/Stormwater Board Meeting to order. The first item on the agenda is the approval of minutes of the September 13, 2010 meeting.

Commissioner Williams: Move that we approve the minutes as presented.

Commissioner Mosbey: Second.

Motion was made and seconded to approve minutes. Motion passed 2-0.

FALL CREEK-FENCE REQUEST:

Commissioner Mosbey: We will move ahead on the agenda and take the fence request from Crystal Nihoris first. Please come forward and state your name and address.

Crystal Nihoris: Crystal Nihoris I live at 4884 Penrose Drive Newburgh Indiana. I am requesting to put a fence in the drainage and utility easement and I have permission letters from all the utilities.
Commissioner Williams: We would request that you have you fence at least 4 inches off the ground and you understand that if for any reason this fence has to be removed for cleaning or repairs that you and not the County are responsible for your fence.

Ms. Nihoris: I understand.

Commissioner Williams: I move that we allow the fence at 4884 Penrose Drive.

Commissioner Mosbey: Second.

Motion was made and seconded. Motion passed 2-0.

PETITION FOR LEGAL DRAIN K & H LATERAL:

Commissioner Williams asked that the meeting be closed to have Public Hearing for purpose of reading the petition for legal drain.

DEPARTMENT OF STORM WATER

Bobby Howard stated that he had sent out letters to the landowners on Katella Drive and  that he would keep the Board informed.

He also reported that the culvert on Edgewood Drive had been replaced.

Commissioner Mosbey asked is he had any estimates on the buildings as yet and he answered that he had only received 1 estimate.
